Minister for Climate Change (Ms. Sherry Rehman): (a) The
National Forest Policy was approved in 2017 by the government for
promotion of plantation in the country.

(by The major initiatives taken to implement the policy are as

under:

The Federal Forestry. Board was reactivated to ensure
integrated efforts for improvement of forests. Six meetings of
the Board have been held since 2018.

Green Pakistan Programme was launched in 2017 that was
upscaled to Ten Billion Tree Tsunami Programme in 2018-19.
It is targeted to plant/regenerate 3.29 billion plants by 2022-23
with an estimated cost of Rs. 125 billion. The four provincial
governments are providing equal financial share from the
Annual Development Plans of respective provinces, whereas,
all expenditure related to AJK and GB is being met by the
Federal Government. A total of 1.8 billion plants have been
planted / regenerated / distributed covering all ecological
zones of the country.

Coordination has been improved between provinces/
territories in organizing plantation campaigns at the start of
spring and monsoon seasons. :

The National Biodiversity Strategy and Action Plan was
approved in 2018 to conserve the existing natural resources.

Protected areas initiative was initiated to improve
management and natural habitat of existing areas in the
country. It is targeted that the protected areas in the country
will increase from 12% in 2018 to 15% in 2023.

Pakistan’s Forest Reference Emission Level was prepared
with the support of all provinces to estimate emissions from
forestry sector. It was endorsed by the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC)in 2021.

The National Strategy on Reducing Emissions from
Deforestation and Forest Degradation (REDD+) was endorsed
by all provinces in 2021 to provide a framework for Result
Based Payments against carbon credits to be accrued from
existing forests.

The main benefits accrued to the country are given as under:

Tiie Policy is a consensus document that is used to highlight
national priorities for seeking international financing from
Green Climate Fund, Global Environment Facility, United
Nations Food and Agriculture Organization, Forest Carbon
Partnership Facility of World Bank and other regional
organizations.

Interprovincial and inter-ministerial coordination has improved
on forestry matters.

The Policy provided a basis for the Federal Government to
extend support to all provinces and territories. towards
achieving their respective targets related to forestry and meet

. international obligations by filling capacity and financial gaps.

A formal platform got created to plan afforestation all over
the country and create consensus on forestry related matters.

Green Pakistan Programme provided about 350,000 man-
months of green jobs, particularly during the COVID-19
pandemic. ‘

Enhancing role and contribution of forests in reducing carbon
emissions and enhancing forest carbon pools by completing
documents required by UNFCCC to implement the concept of
Reducing Emission from Deforestation and Forest
Degradation (REDD+).

Minister for Aviation (Khawaja Saad Rafique): (a) At the
moment, no proposal is under consideration to operate the flights between
Lahore, Peshawar & Chitral as there is no passenger demand to make
operation financiatly viable.

(b) Pakistan International Airlines Corporation Limited (PIACL)
is operating two weekly flights between Islamabad & Chiral every
Monday & Friday but no operation is under consideration between Chitral
& Tajikistan. ‘

Minister for Climate Change (Ms. Sherry Rehman): (a) The
National Forest Policy was approved in 2017 by the government for
promotion of plantation in the country.

{b) The major initiatives taken to implement the policy are as

The Federal Forestry Board was reactivated to ensure
integrated efforts for improvement of forests. Six meetings of
the Board have been held since 2018.

Green Pakistan Programme was launched in 2017 that was
upscaled to Ten Billion Tree Tsunami Programme in 2018-19.
It is targeted to plant/regenerate 3.29 billion plants by 2022-23
with an estimated cost of Rs. 125 billion. The four provincial
governments are providing equal financial share from the
Annual Development Plans of respective provinces, whereas,
all expenditure related to AJK and GB is being met by the

Federal Government. A total of 1.8 billion plants have been

planted / regenerated / distributed covering all ecological
zones of the country.

Coordination has been improved between provinces/
territories in organizing plantation campaigns at the start of
spring and monsoon seasons. '

The National Biodiversity Strategy and Action Plan was
approved in 2018 to conserve the existing natural resources.

Protected areas initiative was initiated to improve
management and natural habitat of existing areas in the
country. It is targeted that the protected areas in the country
will increase from 12% in 2018 to 15% in 2023.

Pakistan’s Forest Reference Emission Level was prepared
with the support of all provinces to estimate emissions from
forestry sector. It was endorsed by the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) in 2021,

The National Strategy on Reducing Emissions from
Deforestation and Forest Degradation (REDD+) was endorsed
by all provinces in 2021 to provide a framework for Result
Based Payments against carbon credits to be accrued from
existing forests.

The main benefits accrued to the country are given as under:

Tiie Policy is a consensus document that is used to highlight
national priorities for seeking international financing from
Green Climate Fund, Global Environment Facility, United
Nations Food and Agriculture Organization, Forest Carbon
Partnership Facility of World Bank and other regional
organizations.

Interprovincial and inter-ministerial coordination has improved
on forestry matters.

The Policy provided a basis for the Federal Government to
extend support to all provinces and territories. towards
achieving their respective targets related to forestry and meet

. international obligations by filling capacity and financial gaps.

A formal platform got created to plan afforestation all over
the country and create consensus on forestry related matters.

Green Pakistan Programme provided about 350,000 man-
months of green jobs, particularly during the COVID-19
pandemic. ‘

Enhancing role and contribution of forests in reducing carbon
emissions and enhancing forest carbon pools by completing
documents required by UNFCCC to implement the concept of
Reducing Emission from Deforestation and Forest
Degradation (REDD+).

Housing Societies; Trees Cutting

15. *Mr. Ali Gohar Khan:

Will the Minister for Climate Change be pleased to state whether it
is a fact that green trees are being cut for the purpose of
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construction of housing societies on agricultural lands in the
country, if so, the steps being taken by the department of Climate
Change to preserve agricultural lands and green trees in the
country? ‘

Minister for Climate Change (Ms. Sherry Rehman): In
Pakistan, the development of housing societies on agriculture land and
cutting of the trees for that purpose have become a common practice.
Since there is no such legislative restriction on development of housing
societies on privately owned agriculture land, therefore, these practices are
increasing exponentially.

Recently, the Honorable Lahore High Court Lahore has also

directed the development authorities for the formulation of necessary

legislation in order to preserve agriculture land and to initiate a campaign
on media to attract people for high-rise buildings to avoid extra use of
agriculture land for the purpose of residence/cclonies or commercial
plazas. (PLD 2021 Lahore 720).

After 18th constitutional amendment, Pakistan Environmental
Protection Agency is mandated with its function for protection,
conservation and rehabilitation of environment in [slamabad Capital
Territory (ICT) under Pakistan Environmental Protection Act’ 1997.

In ICT, the housing societies are being granted NOC by Capital
Development Authority (CDA) and  ICT Administration for land
utilization as per master plan. CDA is responsible for implementation of

Forest Act 1927 within the territorial jurisdiction of ICT. Accordingly, .

Environment

Wing of Capital Development Authority (CDA) takes necessary
legal actions against illegal cutting, transit and sale of trees in the Capital
City as per Forest Act 1927.

After grant of NOC from CDA for land-utilization within ICT, the
housing societies submits Environmental Impacts Assessment (E[A) or
Initial Environmental Fxamination (IEE) reports to EIA/Monitoring
Directorate of Pak-EPA for consideration of grant of environmental
approval in accordance with the [EE/EIA Regulations, 2000 notified under
Pakistan Environmental Protection Act, 1997. (Annexure-I).
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Pak-EPA does not allow any housing societies for cutting of trees
within ICT, whereas, in case of unavoidable circumstances where trees fall
within the prime alignment of the projects, Pak-EPA directs the
proponents of the development projects to go for transplantation rather
than cutting of trees.

Also, it is mandatory for every proponent of the development
project to submit the Plantation Plant alongwith IEE or EIA reports of the
proposed projects. Consequently, all the proponents of development
projects are bound to comply with the said plan by planting trees within
their project areas or CDA’s suggested areas within ICT.

dangerous countries of the World which are climatically very
bad;

Minister for Climate Change (Ms. Sherry Rehman): (a) I would
rather term Pakistan as climatically affected country instead of bad, and
that too despite our very meager contributions to the Global Green House
Gas (GHG) emissions (0.8%, as per GHG inventory, 2018). Pakistan has
been ranked as the 8th most vulnerable country to climate change.
according to “Global Climate Risk Index 2021” (report by German-watch})
in terms of climate related challenges including water stress,
desertification glacier melting, extreme weather events and spread of
diseases.

(b) Steps Taken to Cope with Negative Impacts of Climate Change:

been taken by the Government of Pakistan to cope with the negative

P1A; Aircrafts Procurement
17. *Ch. Muhammad Barjees Tabhir:

Will the Minister for Aviation be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that tenders are being floated for the

purchase of new aircrafis by Pakistdn International Air Lines

(PIA4); if not, the reasons thereof; and

(b) the authority who checks quality/standard of new aircrafts at
the time of its purchasing?

Minister for Aviation (Khawaja Saad Rafique): (a) Currently,
no tender for purchase of new aircraft has been floated. In view of airline’s
capacity requirements, PIA recently inducted four A320 aircraft on dry
lease basis and two more A320 aircraft are expected to join PIA fleet by
August, 2022. These aircraft inductions are being made against a tender
floated in 2021.

(b) Pakistan Civil Aviation Authority (PCAA) is responsible for
ensuring quality/ standards for aircraft induction. A team from PCAA

inspects the aircraft before induction to ensure that aircraft complies with
standards as promulgated by the authority.

Forests: Fire Incidents
21. Mr. Ghous Bux Khan Mahar:

Will the Minister for Climate Change be pleased to state:

(a) whether Government has taken notice of the fact that
incidents of fire happened in forests on different areas of the
country;
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(b) if so, the details thereof;

(c) the responsibility of the Federal Government in this regard,
and how did Federal Government respond to it; and

(d) whether each of above incidents have been investigated; if so,
the details thereof alongwith finding thereof?

Minister for Climate Change (Ms. Sherry Rehman): (a) The
Government took notice of different forest fire incidents, particularly the
un-precedented forest fires that occurred in Koh-e-Suleman mountain
range of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa and Balochistan. The Ministry of Climate
Change was tasked to engage with different national and provincial
institutions to prepare Standard Operating Procedures (SoPs) for forest fire
prevention and control measures. On the basis of feedback received from
provinces / territories and UN Food and Agriculture Organization, broad
based SoPs to prevent and control forest fires were prepared and
circuiated. The SoPs .
suggest measures to prevent, control and specify responsibilities of all
concerned national and local institutions to reduce impact of forest fires.
The requisite SoPs shall be replicated by all concerned institutions during
the fire season from April to July each year.

(a) & (b) Although the subject of Forestry is devolved to provinces
territories, however, the Federal Government has the responsibility to
coordinate among all national/provincial institutions in overcoming any
disaster. Accordingly, a meeting was held with all stakeholders in the
Ministry of Climate Change on 22nd May, 2022. On the basis of feedback
received from provinces / territories and UN Food and Agriculture
Organization, the Ministry of Climate Change prepared broad based SoPs
to prevent and control forest fires. All provinces / territories
operationalized implementation plans based on the broad based SoPs.

Helicopters of Army Aviation were used in dropping water and fire
retardants. Islamic republic of Iran provided special aeroplane to drop

~ water in the forest fire area in Koh-e-Suleman mountain range. United
Nations Food and Agriculture Organization also provided support to -

Forest Departments through provision of equipment for fire fighting.

(d) All Forest Departments of provinces / territories report on
incidences of forest fires on fortnightly basis during fire season (April to
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July). It was reported that till June, 2022 forest fire incidences occurred on
about 467 sites. In majority of the cases the cause of forest fires was not
known. In those incidences where evidences of human involvement were
detected, proceedings were initiated under respective Forest Acts or Code
of Criminal Procedure. A total of about 85 First Information Reports /
Damage Reports are under process.

PIA Roosevelt Hotel: Income
110. *Sheikh Rohale Asghar

(a) whether it is a fact that the PIA is earning income from
Roosevelt Hotel in America;

Minister for Aviation (Khawaja Saad Rafique): (a) & (b)
Pakistan International Airlines Corporation Limited (PIACL) is not
earning any income from Roosevelt Hotel operations. It was shut down in
December, 2020 in light of the decision of ECC due to slow down of
Hotel Business in the USA and around the world due to Covid-19
pandemic to avoid cost of approximately US$ 38 million per month.

Islamabad: Industrial Pollution

114. *Ch. Muhammad Barjees Tahir
Will the Minister for Climate Change be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that the Steel Mills and Brick Kilns have
been established in the residential areas of Islamabad and its
suburbs are causing environmental pollution;

(b) if so, the steps being taken by the Government to control the
said pollution?

_ Minister for Climate Change (Ms. Sherry Rehman): (a) In
Islamabad Capital Territory (ICT), approximately 200+ industrial units
with different scale and sizes are operationalized. The major industries are
steel furnaces, marble and pharmaceuticals.

Out of these industrial units, steel industries are being considered
as a major air polluting Industries in ICT, however, brick kilns has not yet
-been declared an industrial sector by the M/o Industries & Production.

All the operational steel fumaces (06) are situated within 1-9 and
[-9 Industrial areas of Islamabad. These steel industries have now installed
Pollution Control Technologies {(PCTs) to control the pollution. Though,
after installation of PCT (i.e., Bag Filter System), approximately 150+
tons of Carbon Black is being recovered/collected per month from the
chimneys these steel industries through bag-house-filters. (@25-30 tons
per industry). Sectors 1-9 and I-10 are designated industrial sectors as per
master plan of Islamabad and most of the industrial units were established
before any human settlements.

Whereas, insofar as Brick Kilns are concemed, it is worth
mentioning that Pakistan’s brick sector is highly un-regulated and
un-coordinated. There are sixty-three (63) Brick Kilns within the
jurisdiction of ICT. All of these Kilns are situated within unregulated
sectors / areas of Islamabad leased/authorized by ICT. Since the National
Environmental Quality Standards (NEQS) for industrial gaseous emission
under S.R.O No. 549(1)/2000 have already been notified by Pak-EPA,
however, due to undeclared status of brick kilns sector, there are not
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separateyNEQS in place for gaseous emission of brick kilns. In this case,
the ambient air quality standards of Pak-EPA are being applied.

Ministry of Climate Change in collaboration with Federal and
Provincial EPAs, Clean Air Coalition of UN Environment, International
Centre for Integrated Mountain Development (ICIMOD), National Energy
Efficiency and Conservation Authority (NEECA), Pakistan Brick Kiln
Owners Association, academia and other stakeholders have initiated the
process of converting conventional brick kilns to Zig-Zag technology.

(b) STEPS TAKEN BY THE GOVERNMENT
(A) Steel Industries:

Pak-EPA ensures the compliance of the above said
NEQS by the steel industries strictly through;

Routine site inspection visits by Environmental
Monitoring Team (EMT) of Pak-EPA;

Moritoring the ambient air quality data by using
fixed and mobile ambient air quality monitoring
stations of Pak-EPA;

Online physical monitoring of smoke through high
definition cameras installed at the premises of
furnace steel industries; and

Reviewing the monthly compliance reports
submitted by the industries.

The daily/monthly air quality data generated by Pak-EPA for ICT
is available at the official website (www.environment.gov.pk) and
TWITTER account @PakEpalslamabad.

(B) Brick Kilns:

Pak-EPA have taken the following actions to get rid of
the air pollution of brick kilns;

Trainings/Awareness

Facilitated an exposure visit of Brick Kiln Owners

Association members to Nepal under the’

Kathmandu Declaration on Brick Industries in
South Asia,
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On-Site training of Brick Kiln workers in various
cities of. Pakistan through NEECA and Pakistan
Engineering Council.

Facilitated On-site training and research.

Capacity Building of Provincial EPAs through
trainings abroad. 4 officials from Balochistan and
Sindh EPAs have been trained.

Developed and disseminated guidelines on
conversion to Zig-Zag technology in Urdu language
to Brick kiln workers and owners.

Sensitizing the Brick Kiln owners through brick
kiln owners association.

Coordination with Stakeholders:

Ministry of Energy has been requested to provide
dedicated electricity lines to brick Kilns.

Encouraged the Brick Kiln owners to register this

sector with Provincial Industries and Labor.

Environmental Pollution

*Mr. Ali Gohar Khan

Will the Minister for Climate Change be pleased to state the steps
being taken by the Government to resolve the issues created by
industrial waste and pollution in the country alongwith the steps
taken to dispose of the industrial waste?

Minister for Climate Change (Ms. Sherry Rehman): Pakistan -

Environmental Protection Agency is mandated with function under
Pakistan Environmental Protection Act, 1997 for protection, conservation
and rehabilitation of environment in Islamabad Capital Territory (ICT).

Primarily, there are two types of industrial wastes / pollution being

monitored by Pak-EPA, ie., industrial liquid effluents / waste and
industrial air emissions.

In, ICT, the progress made by Pak-EPA to eradicate the industrial

waste/pollution are stated below;
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Liquid Waste:

i.  Pak-EPA notified National Environmental Quality Standards
for Municipal and liquid Industrial Effluents and under S.R.O.
549(1)/2000 (Annex-I). Pak-EPA ensures the compliance of
the said Regulations within ICT through momtonng/mspectlon
on routine basis.

ii.  All the steel furnaces situated in ICT have instatled pollution
abatement technology and Pak-EPA regularly monitors these
steel units for ensuring the compliance of the National
Environmental Quality Standards (NEQS).

iii. Gradually every industry situated in Islamabad Capital
Territory (ICT) is being taken in loop for the installation of
pollution abatement technology.

Air Emissions / Pollution:

i. Pak-EPA has notified National Environmental Quality
Standards for ambient Air under S.R.O. 1062(1)/2010
(Annex-II) and National Environmental Quality Standards for
Industrial Gaseous Emission vide S.R.0. 549(1)/2000.

ii. Pak-EPA ensures the compliance of the said Regulations
within ICT through monitoring/inspection on routine basis.

ili. For tackling the water potlution from pharmaceutical
industries, Pak-EPA is working for Waste Water Treatment
Plants (WWTPs) with the cooperation of Islamabad Chamber
of Commerce and Industries to develop a strategy.

iv. Pak-EPA also conducted a 30-day ambient air quality survey
of industrial areas of ICT in February 2018. Now, Pak-EPA
regularly monitors industrial arcas to assess the poilution
status if Islamabad Capital Territory (ICT) due to these
industries.

Pak-EPA also takes legal actions against the industries when non-
compliances of Pakistan Environmental Protection Act 1997 and rules and
regulations made thereunder, are observed.
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Pak-EPA in collaboration with Islamabad Chamber of Commerce
and Industries (ICCI) and all associations of industries are working
together to make a first model green industrial zone of Pakistan and every
step is being taken under the green and clean initiative of Hon’ble Prime
Minister of Pakistan.

Also, Pak-EPA arranges awareness lectures /seminars /workshops
. regarding the use and introduction of green technologies in the industrial
sector to abate the pollution issues within the country with Islamabad
Chamber of Commerce and Industries (ICCI).

With the assistance of Ministry of Climate Change (MoCC),
Pak-EPA is also planning to conduct the Carbon Foot printing of
Islamabad Capital Territory (ICT) industrial area.

Marketing & Promotion™ at the cost of Rs.161.026 million was approved
by the Departmental Development Working Party (DDWP) on $9-01-2020
for Pakistan Tourism Development Corporation (PTDC). The details of
funds released to PTDC for the project and expenditure made during the
last 3 years are as follow:
