It is considered necessary to establish afl examimtion board in the name of the

Paldstan Examination Board (PEB) which will have jurisdiction over all the schools and colleges

affrliated, registered and recognized by the Pakistan Examination Board and located in Pakistar

or outside established by the Missions or citizens of Pakistan in foreign countdes and such other

institutions located within the ju sdiction of the Cantonmert Boards as seek recognition of the

Board. The Bill aims to have a board of i[ternational standard to provide aod conduct

examinations o[ panem of intemational standards and the certificate or diplomas issue by the

Examination Board will be recognized worldwide where equivalence rcqutements will be

dispensed.
Whereas to align the examination standards according to requirements of plofessional

colleges entry tests, aptitude testi for furthor professional degree programs'

To save foreign reserve and avoid flow of money from the cormtry abroad by

arranging examination of intemational standards, as numbel of Iocal students appearing every

year in examinations offoreign affiliated institutions or assessment examination'
