BILL
further to amend the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan

WHEREAS it is expedient further to amend the Constitution of the Islamic
Republic of Pakistan for the purpose hereinafter appearing;

It is hereby enacted as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Bill may be called the Constitution
(Amendment) Bill, 2024.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2, Amendment of Article 177 of the Constitution.- In the Constitution of the Islamic
republic of Pakistan, hereinafter referred to as the Constitution, in Article 177, in clause 2, in
paragraph (b) for the full stop at the end the expression *; and”, shall be substituted and
thereafter the following new paragraph (c), shall be added, namely:-

“(c)  does not hold dual nationality or citizenship of any foreign country”.

3, Amendment in Article 193 of the Constitution.- In the Constitution, in Article 193, in
clause 2, in paragraph (c) for the full stop at the end, the expression “ ; and”, shall be substituted
and thereafter the following new paragraph (d) shall be added, namely:-

“(d)  does not hold dual nationality or citizenship of any foreign country”.

4, Amendment in Article 208 of the Constitution.- In the Constitution, in Article 208, the
existing provision shall be renumbered as clause (1) and thereafter the following new clause 2,
shall be added namely:-

“(2) A person holding dual nationality or citizenship of any foreign country shall not
be entitled to appoint as an officer or servant of any Court”

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Judges of High Courts and Supreme Court must have their stakes in the country in
which they hold position of Authority, privilege and trustworthy. Those who hold dual
nationality of foreign states, putting at stake the interest of the country of their origin.
There is need to ensure the loyalty of the Judges in the light of Article 5 of the
Constitution. This Bill seeks to achieve aforesaid objectives.
