WHEREAS it is expedient to repeal the Contempt of Court Ordinance, 2003 (V of 2003)
for the purposes hereinafter appearing;

It is hereby enacted as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement.- (1) This Bill may be calied the Contempt of Court
(Repeal) Bill, 2024.
) It shall come into force at once.

2. Repeal.- The Contempt of Court Ordinance, 2003 (V of 2003) is hereby repealed.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Contempt of Court Ordinance 2003 (V of 2003) was promulgated to regulate the
powers of Courts to punish for contempt of Court. However, this Ordinance is not in line
with the provisions of clause (2) of Article 204 of the Constitution, therefore, it failed to
achieve the desired objectives. Hence, it is proposed that the said Ordinance may be

repealed until the substitute law is made by the Parliament.
