further to amend the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan

WHEREAS it is expedient further to amend the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of
Pakistan for the purposes hereinafter appearing;

it is hereby enacted as follows:
1. Short tifle and commencement.— (1) This Bill may be called the Constitution
(Amendment) Bill, 2024.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of Article 184 of the Constitution.- In the Constitution of the Islamic
Republic of Pakistan, in Article 184,-

(a) in clause (3), after the words “Supreme Court” the words “Bench consisting
of not less than nine Judges” shall be inserted; and

(b)  after clause (3), the following new clauses shall be added, namely:-

“(4) Any person aggrieved by an order passed by the Supreme Court
under clause (3) may, within thirty days of the passing of such order, prefer
an appeal to the Supreme Court.

(5) - An appeal preferred under clause (4) shall be heard by a Bench larger
than the Bench which had passed the order under appeal.”.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

Clause (3) of Article 184 of the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan
empowers the Supreme Court to make an order involving question of public importance with
reference to enforcement of Fundamental Rights. At present orders involving matters of such
public importance are made by the Supreme Court Benches consisting of two or three Judges.
Keeping in view the importance of this jurisdiction of the Supreme Court, it is proposed that such
orders should be made by a larger Bench of the Supreme Court consisting of not less than nine
Judges. .

Moreover, there is no provision for appeal against an order of the Supreme Court in
exercise of its original jurisdiction under clause (3) of Article 184 of the Constitution. Since such
an order invokes a question of public importance with reference to enforcement of Fundamental
Rights conferred by Chapter I of Part II, an aggrieved party should have right to fair-trial and due
process conferred by Article 10A of the Constitution. The proposed amendment provides for an
appeal within thirty days of an order of the Supreme Court under clause (3) of Article 184, to be
heard by a Bench larger than the Bench which had passed the order under appeal.

The Bill seeks to achieve the aforesaid objectives.
