further to amend the Export Development Fund Act, 1999

WHEREAS it is expedient further to amend the Export Development Fund Act, 1999 (VI

of 1999) to make certain modifications for the proper functioning of the Fund:

It is hereby enacted as follows:-

1. Short title and commencement. - (1) This Bill may be called the Export Development Fund
(Amendment) Bili, 2025.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of Section 5, Act No. VI of 1999.- In the Export Development Fund Act, 1999 (VI
of 1999), hereinafter referred as the said Act, in section 5.-

(i) In sub-section (1).-
(a) in paragraph (1), the expression, “ex-officio" shall be omitted.
(b) paragraph (4), shall be substituted with the following, namely:-
"(4) Two members of National Assembly, one from the treasury and one from

the opposition, to be nominated by the Speaker National Assembly."

(c) paragraph (10), shall be substituted with the following, namely:-

“(10) One member each to be appointed by the Federal Government, from the

following private sectors, namely:-

(a). Textile Member
(b). Information Technology Member
(c). Agriculture Member
(d). Surgical Member
(e). Metal Member
(f). Rice, and Member
(g). sports Member ”

(ii)  In subsection (2), after the words "may appoint", the words "maximum two" shall be

inserted.



3. Amendment of Section 8, Act No. VI of 1999.- In the said Act, in section 8, in sub-section (5),

for the full stop at the end a colon (;) shall be substituted and thereafter the following proviso

shall be added, namely:

“Provided that the ex-officio members attending the meeting shall not have right to

vote.”

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Export Development Fund (Amendment) Bill, 2025 seeks to amend the Export
Development Fund Act, 1999 (Act No. VI of 1999) to enhance the functioning and governance of
the Fund. The amendments aim to streamline the membership structure by omitting the term "ex-
officio" and ensuring that two members from the National Assembly, one from the Treasury and
one from the Opposition, are nominated by the Speaker of the National Assembly. Additionally,
the Bill introduces a limitation on appointments by specifying a maximum of two individuals in
subsection (2) and clarifies voting rights by stating that ex-officio members shall not have the right
to vote at meetings. These changes are intended to improve transparency, efficiency, and
representation in the decision-making process of the Fund.
