to amend the Trade Development Authority of Pakistan Act, 2013

WHEREAS it is expedient further to amend the Trade Development Authority of
Pakistan Act, 2013 (III of 2013), for the purposes hereinafter appearing;
It is hereby enacted as follows:
1. Short title and commencement. - (1) This Bill may be called the Trade Development
Authority of Pakistan (Amendment) Bill, 2025.
(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of section 12, Act III of 2013. - In the Trade Development Authority of

Pakistan Act, 2013, hereinafter referred to as the said Aqt, in section 12, in sub-section
(2):-
a) in paragraph (j), after sub-paragraph (v), the following new sub-paragraphs, “vi,

vii and viii”, shall be inserted, namely:

"(vi) information Technology Member
(vii) metal Member
(viii) citrus Member"

b) for paragraph (k), the following shall be substituted:-
"(k) There shall be two members from the Members"
Senate and two members from the
National Assembly to be nominated by the
Chairman, Senate and Speaker, National
Assembly, as the case may be, one from

the treasury benches and one from the




opposition benches of each House.

3. Amendment of Section 21, Act IIT of 2013. - In the said Act, in section 21, in sub-
section (5), for paragraph (xxxvii), the following shall be substituted, namely:-

"(xxxvii) to prepare the annual report of the Authority, which shall be laid before the

each House of the Majlis-e-Shoora (Parliament);".

Statement of Objects and Reasons

This amendment aims to enhance the inclusivity and effectiveness of the Trade
Development Authority of Pakistan by ensuring greater parliamentary representation and
incorporating specialized expertise in the fields of information technology, metals, and citrus
trade.

It provides for balanced representation from both the treasury and opposition benches in
the Senate and the National Assembly to promote equitable decision-making. Furthermore, the
amendment mandates the formal submission of the Authority’s annual report to the National

Assembly, thereby strengthening transparency, accountability, and oversight in its operations.
