Will the Minister for Energy (Power Division) be pleased to state:

(a) the average number of electricity consumers and the total
monthly electricity consumption in each district alongwith the
percentage of feeders facing more than 10 hours of
loadshedding per day, and

(b) the steps being taken by the Government to improve power
distribution and billing recovery in the most affected districts?

Minister for Energy (Power Division) (Sardar Awais Ahmad
Khan Leghari): (a) The tabulated details regarding No. of clectricity
consumers, total monthly district wise consumption of last 6 months 1.c..
July 2025 to December 2025 along with No. of feeders facing more than 10
hours of load shedding per day is attached as Annex-A. However, summary
of the data is as below:

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ALLEGED UNAUTHORIZED CHANGES IN OWNERSHIP
58. *Mr. Asif Khan:

Will the Minister for Energy (Petroleum Division) be pleased to
state:

(a) whether the Division has taken notice of the alleged un-
authorized changes in ownership and management control
involving Spud Energy Limited, Frontier Holdings Limited and
Jura Energy; if so, the details thereof;

(b) reasons for not initiating any action so far, under rule 69(d) of
the Petroleum rules, despite the fact that the said rules
empowering suspension or revocation of licenses in cases of
un-authorized transfer; and

(c) what steps are being taken by the Division for regulatory
compliance, to safeguard regulatory oversight and national
interests in the oil and gas sector?

Minister for Energy (Petroleum Division) (Mr. Ali Pervaiz): (a)
The Directorate General of Petroleum Concessions (DGPC), Petroleum
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Division has taken cognizance of the matter and initiated regulatory action
by issuing a Show Cause Notice dated 18 July 2025 to M/s Jura Energy
Corporation, M/s Frontier Holdings Limited, and M/s Spud Energy Pty
Limited under Rule 68(d) of the Pakistan Petroleum (Exploration &
Production) Rules, 1986, Rule 69(d) of the Pakistan Petroleum (Exploration
& Production) Rules, 2001, read with Rule 71(c) of the 1986 Rules and Rule
52(f) of the 2001 Rules.

(b) DGPC has already initiated action in accordance with the
prescribed statutory procedure by issuing the Show Cause Notice dated 18
July 2025 under the relevant provisions of the Petroleum Rules. The Rules
expressly require completion of the show cause process as a mandatory
precondition before revocation or suspension proceedings can be
undertaken.

(c) As a first step, a Show Cause Notice dated 18 July 2025 has
been issued under the relevant provisions of the Petroleum Rules.

The said Rules also requires affording the licence holder an
opportunity to explain the alleged breach and, where applicable, to remedy
the same or offer reasonable compensation. Accordingly, the issued Show
Cause Notice requires the companies to submit detailed explanations along
with relevant documentary evidence

Revocation is an available remedy under the Rules and shall be
considered upon completion of all codal formalities, including evaluation
of the replies and supporting documents submitted by the concerned
companies. The matter involves multi-jurisdictional corporate
arrangements and potential tax and securities implications, necessitating a
careful, evidence-based assessment before the imposition of severe
regulatory sanctions.

It is also informed that the matter also remained subjudice before the
Islamabad High Court and has been recently disposed by honorable court
on 6th February 2026 with the direction to proceed as per show cause notice
in accordance with Law, after affording a reasonable hearing to the parties.

SALE OF SUBSTANDARD GAS CYLINDERS IN THE COUNTRY

60. *Syed Ali Qasim Gillani:

Will the Minister for Energy (Petroleum Division) be pleased to
state:
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(a) whether it is a fact that the sale of substandard Gas cylinders
in the country has resulted in repeated explosions, causing the
loss of precious human lives;

(b) whether the Government has issued safety standards and
regulatory measures in this regard,;

(c) if so, the details thereof; if not, the reasons therefor?

Minister for Energy (Petroleum Division) (Mr. Ali Pervaiz): (a)
It is clarified that while investigating such cases, it is found that majority of
the reported explosions have primarily resulted from unsafe handling of gas
cylinders that results in gas leakage and on catching electric circuit from
nearby sources. Further investigation by OGRA and provincial authorities
have revealed that such incidents are largely attributable to:

1. Improper handling and unsafe usage by consumers.

ii.  Illegal decanting and filling operations at unauthorized
locations/shops.

iii. Non-compliance with prescribed safety standards by certain
market players/decanters.

(b) As per Federal Government policy & LPG Rules, OGRA is
regulating the I.PG sector as per safety standards mentioned therein,
including cylinder manufacturing, filling, safe handling, transportation,
storage, and marketing. These includes public advisories and safety
guidelines for consumers on safe handling/use of LPG ecylinders.
Consumers are advised to purchase LPG only from licensed distributors and
avoid uncertified cylinders. The details of authorized LPG cylinder
manufacturing are also available on OGRA website and the same has been
advertised as well. OGRA’s Enforcement Department conducts routine and
surprise inspections of LPG storage / filling plants and marketing
operations. Non-compliance results in sealing of facilities with the help of
District Authorities, issuance of show-cause notices, financial penalties,
suspension or cancellation of licenses. In addition, OGRA coordinates with
Provincial Governments, District Administrations, and law enforcement
agencies to curb illegal decanting and sale of substandard cylinders.
Furthermore, OGRA has transferred powers under Section-29 of OGRA
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Ordinance 2002 to the local government for taking action against the illegal
activities.

Minister for Communications (Mr. Abdul Aleem Khan): (i) In
last three years, following projects in vicinity of Lahore were executed by
NHA:

1. Construction of Imamia Colony Railway Flyover Project:

Remarks: The project has been completed and opened to traffic
w.e.f. 15.03.2024.

2. Construction of Kot Pindi Das Interchange at KM 30+000 on
Lahore - Islamabad Motorway:

Remarks: The project has been completed and opened to traffic
w.e.f 15.03.2025.

(1)) No road protection wall was constructed in the vicinity of
Lahore or its surrounding projects.

RECURRING LIQUEFIED PETROLEUM GAS RELATED ACCIDENTS ACROSS PAKISTAN

62. *PDr. Shazia Sobia Aslam Soomro:

Will the Minister for Energy (Petroleum Division) be pleased to
state:

(a) whether the Government has taken notfice of the recurring
Liguefied Petroleum Gas (LPG) related accidents across
Pakistan, including recent fatal incidents in Islamabad,
Multan, Lahore and Mardan;
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(b) the role of the Qil and Gas Regulatory Authority (OGRA) in
regulating LPG safety standards;

(c) the actions taken against violators during the last three years;
and

(d) whether the Government intends fto introduce stricter
regulations or amendments to existing laws to prevent LPG
related accidents and protect public safety?

Minister for Energy (Petroleum Division) (Mr. Ali Pervaiz): (a)
Yes, the Government has taken serious notice of recurring 1.PG-related
accidents in various parts of the country, including the incidents reported in
Islamabad, Multan, Lahore, Mardan, and other cities. Oil and Gas
Regulatory Authority (OGRA), in coordination with provincial
governments and district administrations, have reviewed these incidents and
are actively engaged in strengthening regulatory oversight, enforcement
actions, and public safety awareness measures. Preliminary investigations
have indicated that most accidents are attributable to illegal decanting
practices, use of substandard or uncertified cylinders, unauthorized filling
facilities, and non-compliance with prescribed safety standards.

(b) OGRA grants license to the LLPG sector under the OGRA

Ordinance, 2002, L.PG (Production and Distribution) Rules, 2001, and the
LPG Policy, 2016.

1.  Issuance of licenses to LPG marketing companies,
storage/filling plants, and registration of LPG equipment
/eylinder manufacturers / bowsers.

ii.  Ensuring compliance with license conditions

iii.  Conducting inspections of licensed facilities.

iv. Taking enforcement actions against illegal/ non-compliant
licensees.

Coordinating with provincial and district authorities to curb illegal
LPG operations.
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(¢) During the last three years, enforcement actions have been
taken against violators in proportion to the severity of the violations.
Substantial penalties were imposed, and in cases involving loss of life or
injuries, compensation was recovered from the responsible violators in
accordance with the applicable legal framework. Details are provided in
Annex-I.

(d) In order to curb illegal LPG activities by the culprits, OGRA
has proposed amendments in the section 285 & 286 of Pakistan Penal Code
to create deterrence.

DATA REGARDING THE TOTAL CIRCULAR DEBT OUTSTANDING
163. *Dr. Shazia Sobia Aslam Soomro:

Will the Minister for Energy (Power Division) be pleased to state:

(a) whether the Government maintains data regarding the total
circular debt outstanding against each Distribution Company
(DISCO) as on the latest available date;

(b) the DISCO(s)-wise position of circular debt alongwith a
comparison with the corresponding figures of the previous
Financial Year; and

(c) the measures taken or proposed to reduce circular debt
recorded increase in Distribution Companies?

Minister for Energy (Power Division) (Sardar Awais Ahmad
Khan Leghari): (a) & (b) DISCO wise position of circular debt along with
comparison with previous year is attached as Annex-1.

(c) To resolve circular debt issue, Government of Pakistan has
signed a financing facility amounting to Rs. 1,225 billion with a consortium
of eighteen (18) banks of Pakistan for settlement of circular debt liabilities
of'the power sector. A Task Force constituted by the Government conducted
a comprehensive review of the circular debt issue in the power sector and
held multiple consultative sessions with relevant stakeholders, including
financial institutions through the Pakistan Banks Association (PBA). After
detailed deliberations, the Task Force, in consultation with the Ministry of
Finance and leading banking institutions, recommended a plan to

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restructure the existing financing arrangements by swapping the short term
high-cost debt with a longer-term tenor facility of six (6) years at a
concessional rate of KIBOR minus 0.9%, in comparison to the existing
average cost of KIBOR plus 2% being paid on the circular debt stock. The
repayment of this facility will be made through the Debt Servicing
Surcharge (DSS) / Financing Cost Surcharge (FCS) component already
incorporated in the consumer tariff.

BOUNDARY WALLS ALONG WITH SEVERAL MOTORWAYS BROKEN
64. *Syed Rafiullah:

Will the Minister for Communications be pleased to state:

(a) whether the Government is aware at the boundary walls
alongwith several Motorways are broken or damaged at
multiple locations, there by posing serious risks to the lives and
valuable property of daily commuters; if so, the details thereof;

(b) whether any assessment has been conducted in recent times in
this regard; if so, the Motorway-wise details thereof;
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(c) whether the absence of effective oversight, inadequate
patrolling and lack of regular monitoring has aggravated
security and safety concerns on these Motorways; and

(d) whether the Government intends to take corrective steps,
including the repair of damaged boundary walls, installation
of protective bars or fencing, strengthening of pairolling
mechanisms and implementation of a system of regular
monitoring to ensure the safety and security of Motorway
users?

Minister for Communications (Mr. Abdul Aleem Khan): (a) Yes,
Government of Pakistan is fully aware of the issue of broken fence along
motorways of Pakistan which may cause serious threat to road commuters
due to unwanted entries of stray animal and pedestrians. In this regard a
comprehensive plan was made with the directions of the Honorable Prime
Minister of Pakistan to assess the extent of damages of fence along
motorways network of Pakistan and its re-installation. Accordingly, all
fence gaps were plugged on war footing for the safety of the road
commuters. Furthermore, for prevention of the fence from future theft and
damages, detailed Standard Operating Procedures were developed by NHA
and NHMP for safety and security of this vital asset and to ensure plugging
of gaps in case of theft/damage (Copies enclosed at Annex-A).

Since then NHA and NHMP field formations maintain record of
installed fence and in case of any theft or damage, immediate cognizance of
offence is taken in which FIRs are lodged against the offenders. The same
is also followed up by NHMP for recoveries of the theft asset from the
culprits (copies of some FIRs are enclosed at Annex-B) and immediate
plugging of fence gaps by NHA is also ensured.

It is pertinent to mention here that damage and theft of fence is
recurring process. However, in this regard, amendment in relevant laws is
also under process with recommendations of Law & Justice Division for
increase in penalties against offenders. Joint Survey of amaged/theft fence
for the month of January 2026 has been prepared (enclosed at Annex-C.)

(b) Yes, Joint Assessment of damaged/theft fence along
motorways is carried out by NHA & NHMP on monthly basis and its report
is shared with Ministry of Communications The latest assessment of
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damaged/theft fence along motorways for the month of January 2026 has
been made jointly by NHA and NHMP (enclosed at Annex-C.)

(¢) A comprehensive oversight mechanism is in place to ensure
security on Motorways. Patrolling operations are monitored in real time
through technology-based systems, supplemented by mandatory daily
supervisory patrolling at all levels. Random checks by supervisory officers
further ensure compliance with prescribed standards. Patrols are deploved
as per approved strength to maintain adequate coverage. Consequently,
crime has decreased by 40%, from 81 cases in 2024 to 48 cases in 2025, due
to focused identification of crime-prone areas, enhanced patrolling,
deployment of anti-crime squads and strengthened liaison with other LEAs.

(d) Yes, the Government has taken corrective measures for the
repair and reinstallation of missing/damaged fence along the motorways for
which Standard Operating Procedures have been developed, both by NHA
& NHMP. As theft/damage to the fence is a recurring process therefore, for
the safety of road users, the repair/re-installation of fence is carried out on
daily basis. NHMP has developed a regular monitoring mechanism,
elaborated in part-c of the question.

INCREASE IN THE PROTECTED CONSUMERS
63. *Dr. Sharmila Faruqui:

Will the Minister for Energy (Power Division) be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that National Electric Power Regulatory
Authority (NEPRA)’s Financial Year 2026 tariff decision
shows anomalies in residential consumer classification,
including a rise is found in protected consumers from 17
million to 21.5 million and 12.53 million households in the 101-
200 kwh slab, despite consumption suggesting only about 26
kewh per household per month;

(b) if so, the reasons for these anomalies, including administrative
re-classification, policy adjustments, or methodological issues
and the impact on subsidy fairness;
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(c) whether the official estimate of off-grid and net-metered solar
capacity 12,629 MW and 6.539 MW respectively is accurate,
given import data indicating around 50,000 MW

(d) whether the meters vresidential or commercial solars
are included behind estimates and data in above;

(e) what measures being taken by the Government to ensure tariff
calculations, demand side planning and grid management
reflecting actual consumption, and

(f)  whether NEPRA will publicly share its methodology and data
to improve transparency and scrutiny?

Minister for Energy (Power Division) (Sardar Awais Ahmad
Khan Leghari): (a) It is a fact that the number of protected consumers
increased from about 9.5 million in October 2021, when the protected
category was introduced, to approximately 21.55 million by June 2025.

However, the inference that 12.53 million households in the 101-
200 kWh slab use an average consumption of only 26 kWh per month is
incorrect, as consumers move in and out of the protected category
throughout the year depending on their monthly usage. For instance, the
Jun-25 data shows 162 kWh per consumer per month.

(b) The rise in protected consumers is mainly attributable to
behind-the-meter solar systems and multiple household connections, which
have enabled some non-eligible consumers to qualify as protected, thereby
increasing the subsidy burden on the system as well as leading to grid
instability and rise in other consumer tariff.

(c) As of December 2025, the installed net-metering capacity has
reached 7,000 MW, while off-grid solar capacity is estimated at
approximately 12.629 MW based on a GIS-based assessment.

(d) Yes, both residential and commercial solar meters are included
in the above estimates and data.

(e) The tariffs for generation, transmission and distribution sectors
are issued by Regulator after proper due diligence. The IGCEP and TSEP
provide a data-driven framework for sectoral planning by synchronizing
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future energy needs with grid capabilities. The IGCEP uses 10-year
forecasting to ensure only “least-cost” generation is added, preventing the
high tariffs caused by overcapacity, while the TSEP strategically maps out
transmission upgrades to ensure that projected demand is met without
infrastructure bottlenecks. To improve grid stability, current efforts focus
on integrated generation and transmission planning alongside net-metering
reforms to better manage distributed energy. Tariff incentive schemes are
being implemented to balance load, while the transition of captive power
units to the national grid and increased transmission interconnection
capacity ensure a more resilient and flexible power infrastructure.

(f) NEPRA’s data and methodology is publicly available on its
website through its State of Industry Report that includes detailed sector
statistics.

Minister for Energy (Power Division) (Sardar Awais Ahmad
Khan Leghari): (a) & (b) It 1s informed that Electricity Distribution
Companies (DISCOs) are striving continuously to reduce the losses in the
context of the targets assigned by NEPRA. The detail of the same as
comparison between FY 2023-2024 and FY 2024-25 is as below:

HELPLINE 130 OF MOTORWAYS AND NATIONAL HIGHWAYS REMAIN NON-
FUNCTIONAL

68. *Ms. Asiva Naz Tanoli:

Will the Minister for Communications be pleased fo state:

(a) whether the authorities concerned have taken the notice of the
fact that the helpline 130 of Motorways and National Highways
often remain non-functional;

(b} whether in most of the cases calls made by travelers are not
attended to;

(c) whether any inquiry, inspection or audit has been conducted to
ascertain the reasons for such repeated failures of the said
helpline; if so, the findings thereof; and

(d) what corrective measures taken or proposed to be taken to
ensure the continuous, efficient and reliable functioning of the
said helpline for the safety/convenience of the road users?

Minister for Communications (Mr. Abdul Aleem Khan): (a)
updated NHMP ensures the provision of information 24/7 callers, along
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with assistance to distressed commuters, through its Toll-Free Helpline-130
without unnecessary delays. However, during special circumstances such as
long weekends, public holidays, adverse weather conditions especially
foggy and snowfall seasons, political rallies or law and order situations, a
significant surge in call volume is experienced, resulting in increased load
on the system. Such situations may occasionally lead to temporary call
disruptions; nevertheless, NHMP ensures prompt rectification measures to
restore and sustain uninterrupted service delivery.

(b) It may be noted that NHMP Helpline-130 handles a substantial
volume of calls on a daily basis and the majority of callers are effectively
facilitated. Distressed callers are promptly connected with the concerned
field formations to ensure immediate and appropriate assistance However,
on certain occasions, calls may remain unattended due to technical reasons
such as network coverage limitations at the caller’s end.

(¢) Progress of NHMP Helpline-130 1s closely monitored in three
shifts on daily basis and strict departmental action is taken in cases where
any undue delay is reported on the part of NHMP officers. During 20235,
unsatisfactory feedback was received in 87 cases, therefore, departmental
proceedings / disciplinary action was taken accordingly. Morcover,
proactive and corrective measures are being implemented to further
improve and enhance the services of Helpline-130, reduce response time,
and ensure safety and security of distressed callers.

(d) Corrective measures have been implemented, including the
replacement of weak UPS batteries, rectification of phase failures, enhanced
coordination to address power tripping issues, and ensuring the availability
of backup generators. Furthermore, the Helpline-130 facility is being
upgraded with the latest tools, software, and equipment to effectively
address existing shortcomings and to meet future operational requirements.

LENGTH OF HIGHWAYS AND MOTORWAYS IN EACH DISTRICT IN THE COUNTRY
09. *Mr. Muhammad Moin Aamer Pirzada:

Will the Minister for Communications be pleased to state:

(a) the length of Highways and Motorways passing through each
district in the country;
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(b) the number of ongoing National Highway Authority (NHA)
Projects in each district alongwith cost and details of
percentage of their completion so far; and

(c) the measures taken to ensure quality control and timely
completion of these projects?

Minister for Communications (Mr. Abdul Aleem Khan): (a) The
National Highway Authority is administering 48 National Highways,
Motorways and Strategic Roads with a total length of 14,480 km, traversing
through 118 districts out of 160 across the country. The province-wise
length of the NHA network along with number of districts covered is
provided below, while the detailed district-wise length is attached at
Annex-A.

(b) Presently, there are 71 projects on NHA PSDP

portfolio funded through GOP / Foreign Loans / PPP valuing Rs. 3.4 trillion.
An expenditure of Rs. 681.37 billion has been incurred so far. The details
of 39 ongoing projects is as Annex-B.

(¢) NHA ensures quality control by appointing independent
supervisory consultants to enforce strict compliance with standards and
specifications, supplemented by monitoring and inspection through
dedicated M&I teams of NHA at different construction stages. Prior to
issuance of Defect Liability Certificate, the M&I team thoroughly check the
quality of works and upon satisfactory performance, the contractor is
relieved from the performance.
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Furthermore, to ensure the quality, “The Engineer” of the project
has a vital role under FIDIC provisions, ensuring quality and timely
completion through impartial contract administration and dispute
resolution.

The alignment of funds flow with project timelines is critical, as
financial delays often hinder completion within the stipulated timeframe.

FEDERAL CABINET APPROVED RIGHT SIZING POLICY

Minister for Science and Technology (Mr. Khalid Hussain
Magsi): (a) Yes.

(b) The process of implementation of said Cabinet Decision was
started immediately. Delay is caused due to lengthy involvement of legal
and administrative matters. i.e. repeal of Acts, Ordinance and matters and
Resolution, employees related settlement of organizational liabilities etc.

(¢) Summaries for winding-up of Pakistan Council for Renewable
Energy Technologies (PCRET) and Council for Works & Housing
Research (CWHR) have been submitted to the Prime Minister’s office
through Establishment Division on 30-01-2026.
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Civil servants of the said organizations shall be placed at the
disposal of surplus pool of Establishment Division. However, policy for the
non-civil servants 1s awaited from Establishment Division which is also a
hindrance for completion of the process.

(d) Upon merger of National Institute of Electronics (NIE) into
Pakistan Council of Scientific and Industrial Resecarch (PCSIR), its
employees will be transferred to the PCSIR.

Upon winding-up of Pakistan Council for Renewable Energy
Technologies (PCRET) and Council for Works & Housing Research
(CWHR), their employees will be placed at the disposal of surplus pool of
Establishment Division being civil servants.

Pakistan Council for Science & Technology (PCST) has two track
employment i.e. civil servants & non-civil servants. The civil servants will
be placed at the disposal of surplus pool while policy of the Federal
Government for non-civil servants is awaited.

GRANT APPROVED FOR TRANSMISSION LINE

71.

*Mr. Muhammad Nawaz Khan:

Will the Minister for Energy (Power Division) be pleased to state:

(a) whether approval was granted for the transmission line from
Allai Khurd Power House to Thakot Grid Station, on which
substantial work has already been carried out but not
completed so far;

(b) if so, the time by which work is expected to be completed?

Minister for Energy (Power Division) (Sardar Awais Ahmad

Khan Leghari): (a) Yes, it is a fact that an approval had been granted by
PESCO under STG (Secondary Transmission & Grids) head for
construction of 132-KV transmission line from Allai Khurd Power House
to Thakot Grid Station.

Yes, substantial work i.e. 58% of the total quantum has been

completed. However, the work has been transferred to HAZECO after
execution of Business Transfer Agreement between PESCO and HAZECO,
on 01.07.2025.
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Currently, the work progress has become slow due the issues of
Right of Way (RoW). To resolve the RoW issues, several Jirga’s with the
clders of the community have been convened, with no outcome so far.

12 No. poles in the project could not be installed due to RoW issues
in Thakot Bazar.

(b) The project has been halted only due to RoW issues as
mentioned above, it will be completed as soon as possible, subject to
clearance of RoW.

AWARENESS CAMPAIGNS TO EDUCATE CITIZENS ON THEIR FUNDAMENTAL
RIGHTS

73. *Syeda Shehla Raza:

Will the Minister for Human Rights be pleased to state whether the
Ministry has conducted any awareness campaigns during 2024 to
2025 to educate citizens on their fundamental rights?

Minister for Human Rights (Senator Azam Nazeer Tarar):
According to the Rules of Business, 1973, the Ministry of Human Rights,
is mandated to inter-alia develop and conduct information programmes to
foster public awareness about human rights. Accordingly, awareness raising
activities are a regular feature of the Ministry. The Ministry is implementing
a full-fledged PSDP Project, titled “Human Rights Awareness Progarmme”™
for such initiatives.

The Ministry has conducted Awareness Campaigns and activities
during 2024 and 2025 to educate citizens about their fundamental rights.
Besides awareness of the general masses about human rights, the MoHR
has focused rights of women under the Prime Minister’s Women
Empowerment Package, 2024. The Ministry is also implementing Action
Plan on Human Rights, approved by the Prime Minister of Pakistan and
undertaking activities concerning Human Rights Education, Awareness and
Sensitization. Moreover, Huqooq-e-Pakistan Project (Phase-II), is also
being implemented for similar initiatives. The detail of awareness activities
conducted during the last two years, is as under:

1. 52 nationwide awareness sessions, engaging religious scholars,
community leaders, public officials, academia, LEAs,
journalists, media, NGOs/CBOs, and lawyers to foster a deeper
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understanding of human rights, have been conducted under the
Awareness Programme, during the last two years. These
activities were carried out in collaboration with federal and
provincial stakeholders including Regional Offices of Human
Rights.

2. Keeping in view the merger of FATA with Khyber
Pakhtunkhwa, the MoHR has also implemented a PSDP
project, titled “Establishment of Sub-Office of Human Rights
at Merged Districts of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa™ with a budget of
Rs. 65 million to mainstream the human rights component in
the newly merged arcas. During the last two years, 11 activities
including awareness-raising seminars, meetings  with
concerned authorities and community elders, training sessions
of LE As were conducted, during the last three years.

3. The MoHR, in collaboration with the Higher Education
Commission (HEC), organized 151 seminars in universities
and higher education institutions across Pakistan during 2024.
The objective was to raise awareness and prepare youth against
the threats of cybercrimes and the misuse of social media,
helping them avoid involvement in heinous crimes.

4. During the last two years, the MoHR celebrated international
days at national level in a befitting manner, including
International Human Rights Day (10th December),
International Women’s Day (8th March), World Children’s
Day (20th November), International Day for the Rights of
Persons with Disabilities (3rd December), 16 Days of Activism
Against Gender-Based Violence (25th November-10th
December), International Day of Older People (1st October),
National Minorities Day (11th August), National Working
Women’s Day (22nd December). This year, International Day
for Tolerance was also observed on 16th November, for the
first time by MoHR.

The above mentioned events were instrumental for promotion of
human rights, with a renewed commitment towards the protection of rights
of citizens particularly women, children, minorities, PWDs, and other
vulnerable segments of society.
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The MoHR on the recommendations of National Assembly’s
Standing Committee on Human Rights has also recently launched activities
for youth empowerment on the following themes:

11.

Seminars in educational institutions to create awareness among
the students about the dangerous consequences of drugs.

Awareness activities to differentiate between right & erroneous
usage of social media so that our young generation could play
a constructive role to bring prosperity in Pakistan.

As part of the above initiative, the MoHR conducted Seminars at
Punjab University Lahore on 3rd November, 2025 and at GIFT University,
Gujranwala on 21st November, 2025 to create awareness among students
about the dangerous consequences of drug addiction. The events
emphasized the vital role of academia and social work in empowering
youth, preventing substance abuse, and promoting community well-being.
Such sessions are also planned for other educational institutions across
Pakistan.

Minister for Communications (Mr. Abdul Aleem Khan): (a)
Construction of Pindi Bhattian to Faisalabad Motorway (old M-3) was
completed in 2003 and opened for traffic. Present road condition is very
dilapidated at some locations particularly on the outer lanes due to heavy
traffic movement. Further, after completion of M4 (Faisalabad to Multan)
and M-5 (Multan to Sukhur), more traffic volume is plying on Pindi
Bhattian to Faisalabad section which supported further damage to road
surface being (04) lane motorway.

(b) Asper NH&MP report, only two accidents occurred during last
year, as per detail given below:

Moreover, to
improve the condition, Periodic Maintenance Schemes from Sangla Hill to
Pindi Bhattian (NBC) amounting to Rs.317.37 Million and Pindi Bhattian
to Sahianwala (SBC) amounting to Rs.565.46 Million has been allocated
under AMP 2025-26 which is in process for approval of the National
Highway Council With these measures, infrastructure conditions and safety
will be improved.

(e) Total amount of Rs. 53,955,551/- has been spent for
maintenance of Faisalabad-Pindi Bhattian Section (M-4) during last one
year. Out of which, Rs. 15,567,939/- has been used for filling of pot holes,
cut vegetation repair of signage and rectification of fence etc through four
routine maintenance contracts and an amount of Rs. 38,387,612/- has been
consumed on account of special maintenance contract (patch work) at Km.
267-269 (outer lane) SBC near Sangla Hill interchange and Faisalabad -
Lahore, Faisalabad Islamabad, and Islamabad Faisalabad loop area Pindi
Bhattian Interchange at Km 292-293.

(f) During the last one vear (from 01-01-2025 to 31-12-2025),
total amount of Rs.1,778.29 Million has been collected from toll tax revenue
of Pindi Bhattian - Faisalabad Section (M-4). However, as per O&M share,
Rs. 1,200.34 Million (67.50%) deposited into NHA accounts for further
utilization as per requirements.

Discoveries during the tenure of current Government:

During the tenure of the current Government, a total of 40 oil
and gas discoveries has been made, reflecting sustained
exploration efforts in the upstream sector. Out of these
discoveries, 18 have already been successfully brought on
stream. As of December 2025, the cumulative average
production from these producing discoveries stands at
approximately 61 Million Cubic Feet Per Day (MMCFD) of
natural gas and 1,553 Barrels of Oil Per Day (BOPD). These
production levels demonstrate tangible progress in converting
discoveries into commercially productive assets, while the
remaining discoveries are at various stages of appraisal,
development planning, and commercialization, subject to
technical, commercial, and regulatory considerations.
Discovery details attached at Annex-1. are

Offshore Block Award:

After a gap of around two decades, a successful offshore bid
round was undertaken with the provisional award of 23 blocks.
Moreover, new local and foreign oil and gas companies have
participated and secured exploration blocks.

Onshore Bidding Rounds:

Government is undertaking bi-annual bid round in the onshore
for few years. During last three years 05 bid rounds were
undertaken and 46 blocks were awarded for exploration and
production activities.

Basin Study:
A comprehensive high resolution Basin Study for hydrocarbon

potential is underway which will open new avenues for future
E&P activities in the country.
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Tight Gas Policy 2024:

Tight Gas policy has been approved by the CCI in February
2024 with additional pricing incentives over petroleum policy
2012.

Amendments in Petroleum Policy 2012:

(a) Another chance to E&P companies to opt policy 2012
through conversion

(b) Zone - IF incentives for existing license holders.

(¢) Expiry at the end of commerciality.

Third Party Sale Regime:

E&P Liberalizing the gas market, companies have now been

allowed to sale 35% of gas from new oil and gas discoveries to
any third party through competitive bidding,

(b) Beside the above efforts on exploration side, keeping in view
the peak winter demand in country, maximum i.e. 12 LNG cargoes have
been planned in coordination with Qatar Energy and ENI during peak
demand season, under long term agreements. With addition of RLNG into
system, sufficient system gas/RLNG volumes are available to cater the
demand of all sectors and supply is ensure accordingly.

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Minister for Science and Technology (Mr. Khalid Hussain
Magsi): (a) Pakistan Standards and Quality Control Authority (PSQCA)
working under the administrative control of Ministry of Science and
Technology is the sole National Standards Body, established through
PSQCA Act-VIof 1996. PSQCA is mandated to formulate the standards of
food and non-food products as Pakistan Standards.

The Federal Government has notified 174 products, including 44
food products, under mandatory standards list of PSQCA to check / monitor
the quality. List of the products is as Annex-A.

After the 18th amendment provinces had established their own Food
Authorities to regulate the quality of food products. According to Council
of Common Interest (CCI), in its 44th meeting decided that Formulation of
Standards, Certification Mark logo and labeling shall be the mandate of
Federal Government (i.e. PSQCA) and the registration of food business,
monitoring and enforcement of the quality of products fall under the
jurisdiction of provinces (i.e. Provincial Food Authorities). Decision of CCI
is enclosed as Annex-B.

PSQCA has taken the measures to ensure the availability of
harmonized food standards across the country, same were also provided to
all Provincial Food Authorities and made available on PSQCA website.
(Link:

ZruMegfrqiSSDwwX7Ec¢)

Further PSQCA has issued 1546 no. of Certification Mark Licenses
after complete audit of the quality control infrastructure of industry / factory
across the country (Annex-C).

(b) Reforms After the CCI Decision:

1.  According to CCI decision, PSQCA had harmonized all food
standards with Provincial Food Authorities for ease of doing
business and removal of technical barriers to inter-provincial
trade.
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PSQCA is issuing the Certification Mark logo to major food
industries under the mandatory standards schemes for those
products which are notified by the Federal Government.
Presently 1546 no. of licenses are issued.

Regarding the registration of food business, enforcement and
monitoring of food products and licensing of factory
establishment for food products is the sole responsibility of
Provincial Governments.

Accordingly, no TSG case was submitted to ECC.

ROADS OF LAYYAH-TAUNSA BRIDGE CONSTRUCTED
80. *Mr. Awais Haider Jakhar:

Will the Minister for Communications be pleased to state the time
by which the roads of Layvah-Taunsa bridge will be constructed?

Minister for Communications (Mr. Abdul Aleem Khan): The
National Highway Authority (NHA) has completed the bridge section of the
Layyah-Taunsa Bridge Project; however, the omission of the said project
for the balance crucial components i.e., Approach Roads and River Training
Works (Package-II) were proposed by NHA for inclusion in NHA PSDP
2025-26. However allocation was not made by the Ministry of PD&SI and
the scheme was dropped.

This project’s progress has been consistently monitored during
National Assembly Standing Committee on Inter Provincial Coordination
(TPC meetings), where the NHA and other stakeholders have emphasized
the critical need to include the remaining project elements in the PSDP for
the fiscal year 2025-26.

Despite the NHA’s formal submission for PSDP inclusion, the final
PSDP released in June 2025 did not reflect this project.

Consequently, on October 8, 2025, Ministry of Communications
requested the Ministry of Planning to ensure the “Construction of Approach
Roads and Guide Banks of Layyah-Taunsa Bridge™ to include in the PSDP
2025-26 on priority (Annex-A). Till date, a response to this effect is
pending.

The NHA’s ability to commence the construction of essential
approach roads and river training works is contingent upon the project’s
inclusion in the PSDP and the subsequent allocation of adequate funding.

The primary reason for the delay in Package-II stems from the poor
performance and subsequent abandonment of the project by the contractor,
M/S KNK TV, after achieving only 10% completion.

Consequently, the NHA initiated action against the contractor,
culminating in the formal cancellation of the contract on 4-December-2023.

It is crucial to recognize that the omission of the project from PSDP
2025-26 eftectively postpones the tendering and procurement processes
until Financial Year 2026-27, contingent upon the allocation of funds in the
subsequent PSDP 2026-27. Therefore, expedited action 1s imperative to
ensure the timely completion of the Layyah-Taunsa Bridge Project and
realize its intended socio-economic benefits.

LACK OF A FUEL ECONOMY STANDARD FOR AUTOMOBILES IN PAKISTAN

(g} the implementation timeline and phased targets for NFES
rollout from which model year onwards requirements apply;

(h) will there be labeling/disclosure on fuel consumption/CO

(i) what are the projected energy, emissions and foreign exchange
savings from full NFES implementation?

Minister for Energy (Power Division) (Sardar Awais Ahmad
Khan Leghari): (a) Yes, the National Energy Efficiency and Conservation
Action Plan 2023-2030, endorsed under the National Energy Efficiency and
Conservation Policy 2023, recognizes the absence of a fuel economy
standard for automobiles in Pakistan.

(b) Yes, the Action Plan envisages development and phased
implementation of a National Fuel Economy Standard (NFES), subject to
availability of institutional capacity and regulatory approvals.

(¢) NFES is presently at a preliminary stage. Initial stakeholder
outreach was undertaken in 2024 by NEECA through formal
correspondence with automotive Original Equipment Manufacturers
(OEMs); however, no responses were received.
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(d) At present, a definitive timeline for finalization and formal
adoption of the National Fuel Economy Standards is not available.
However, NEECA has carried out preparatory work and stakeholder
engagement to advance the initiative.

In this regard, NEECA convened a multi-stakeholder round-table
consultation on 11 January 2024 with relevant competent authorities,
including NTRC, EDB, Ministry of Climate Change & Environmental
Coordination, OGRA, Ministry of Petroleum, and Provincial Transport
Departments. The consultation reaffirmed fuel economy standards as a
national priority and emphasized a phased, data-driven approach, taking
into account vehicle classification, the existing vehicle fleet (including two-
and three-wheelers), alignment with international best practices, fuel
quality, road infrastructure, and EV adoption.

Subsequently, a consultative session with Automotive OEMs was
held on 10 September 2024, in collaboration with EDB and PSQCA, under
the directions of SIFC. OEMs highlighted implementation considerations
such as testing infrastructure, fuel quality constraints, and the need for
Pakistan-specific standards, and expressed willingness to cooperate subject
to clarity on scope, methodology, and enforcement readiness.

Based on these consultations, it is envisaged that the proposed scope
would initially cover newly manufactured internal combustion engine
vehicles, with phased inclusion of other vehicle categories, subject to
availability of baseline data, testing capacity. and enforcement mechanisms.
Further technical consultations are planned prior to finalization and formal
adoption of the NFES.

(¢) The regulatory framework, enforcement mechanism, and
designation of certification, testing, and compliance authorities will be
determined upon formal development and approval of NFES in accordance
with applicable legal instruments.

(f) Mandatory compliance requirements for new and imported
vehicles will be notified after approval of the NFES framework

(g) The implementation timeline and phased targets will be
proposed at the time of NFES finalization.
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(h) Provisions relating to fuel economy labeling and emissions

disclosure will be considered during NFES development, in line with
international best practices

(1) Asper NEECA Action Plan 2023-2030, full implementation of

NFES is expected to enhance vehicle fuel efficiency by up to 25%, leading
to annual fuel savings of approximately 0.23 MTOE (petrol and diesel),
with an estimated financial benefit of USD 165 million per year and a
reduction of around 0.78 million tonnes of CO2 emissions annually.

Minister for Energy (Power Division) (Sardar Awais Ahmad
Khan Leghari): (a), (b), (¢), (d) & (e) The DSS is currently applicable
under section 31 (8) of the NEPRA Act to finance the bank installments
under Circular Debt (CD) settlement plan. Once the CD is settled, the
currently applicable DSS will also no longer be required.
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Under the existing arrangement, the annual installment amounts to
PKR 310 billion. This annual installment is to be fully financed through
collections generated from the surcharge.

The efficiency target setting and strict monitoring along with the
reconstitution of the Boards of DISCOs will contribute to a reduction in
inefficiencies within the distribution companies, supported by other parallel
reforms including technological interventions and privatization/concessions
are aimed at systematically addressing and eliminating existing operational
and governance inefficiencies.

(f) The savings from IPP negotiations and improved
macroeconomic indicators have already been passed on to all consumers in
CY 2025-26 annual rebasing, The negotiations with remaining IPPs are
under process and the relief shall be passed on to the consumers once the
negotiations are finalized.

In parallel, High-cost and non-essential generation projects have
been removed from the development pipeline, with approximately 7,967
MW excluded from the Committed Category. The revised approach
prioritizes low-cost, indigenous, and renewable/clean energy sources. As a
result of project cancellations, deferrals, and rationalization of
implementation schedules, projected savings are estimated to exceed USD

Minister for Science and Technology (Mr. Khalid Hussain
Magsi): (a) During the year 2024-2025, organizations operating under the
Ministry of Science and Technology developed and transferred
technologies and projects to industry under Ministry-supported programs,
as detailed below:

During 2024-2025, Pakistan Council of Scientific &
Industrial Research (PCSIR) developed and transferred
121 technologies / processes to industry (Annex-I). These
technologies were transferred through leasing, MoUs, and
consultancy arrangements and covered arcas including
pharmaceuticals. and nutraceuticals, food and allied
products, chemicals, materials, textiles and leather, minerals,
agriculture, engineering materials, and energy.

During the wvear, National University of Technology
(NUTECH) developed 03 technologies, which are currently
under incubation and development, and industry
involvement has been initiated. The details of these projects
are attached at Annex-II.

(b) During the year 2024-2025, organizations operating under the
Ministry of Science and Technology generated export or revenue value
through start-ups, which are detailed below:

Upon completion, technologies are demonstrated to clients and
transferred through MoUs, Technology Transfer Agreements,
or consultancy-based handover protocols.

In 2024-25, PCSIR executed several contracts and MoUs with
industries, and the results were utilized by the private sector.

Pakistan Science I'oundation (PSI")

PSF ensures industry involvement through programs such as
CRP Triple Helix, Product Development Call, and PSF
TUBITAK cooperation.

Industry partners are engaged from proposal stage to project
completion, with involvement formalized through cash or in-
kind support.

Under the CRP Triple Helix Program, industry partnership is
mandatory.

61 industries contributed Rs. 64.862 million in cash / in-kind
support across 57 projects.

Project progress is monitored through biannual and annual
reports, external expert evaluation, and review meetings.

10 projects under the Product Development Call and 09 PSF-
TUBITAK projects involve active industry participation.

COMSATS University Islamabad (CUI)

CUTI’s engages industrial and clinical partners at the proposal
stage through consent and support letters.
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e Upon approval, projects proceed through co-funding or
contractual arrangements.

e  Currently, no unified framework exists; it is stated that the
Ministry may establish SOPs or legislation for industry-
integrated R&D governance.

National University of Technology (NUTECH)

e NUTECH acquires industry problems through Chambers and
business associations and converts them into research projects.

e Projects are undertaken by faculty and students, with
collaboration from other universities when required.

o Fach funded project is overseen by a Project Steering

officials. Through these mechanisms, the Ministry ensures that
R&D outputs result in commercialization, industrial
application, and economic impact, rather than remaining
academic-only outcomes.

Pakistan Science Foundation (PSF)

In academia-industry research projects funded by PSF, follow-up to
ensure industry use is done through:

e  Continuous monitoring of project milestones
¢  Close industry-academia coordination

e  FEvaluation at project completion

¢  Industry feedback through mectings /visits

Under PSF’s Industry Linkage Program and CRP Triple Helix
framework, these steps support commercialization. In addition, the
PSF-TUBITAK Tiirkiye Academia-Industry Cooperation Call
ensures continued engagement between researchers and industry
partners on both sides.

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DANGEROUS ELECTRICITY LINES AT DHOKE BAHAWAL KHAN
19. Syed Rafiullah:

Will the Minister for Energy (Power Division) be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that electricity line is passing through over
the houses by touching the roof walls of the different houses
at Village Dhoke Bahawal Khan near Railways Phatak,
Tehsil  Gujar Khan, District Rawalpindi, causing
inconvenience as those lines are also very dangerous for
human lives living in houses of above said areas;

(b) if so, the time by which the above said lines will be
shifted/transferred away from the houses of the residence in
the public interest?

Minister for Energy (Power Division) (Sardar Awais Ahmad
Khan Leghari): (a) As per standard practice, the electricity lines are
generally installed on approved routes and right off way before any private
construction to observe prescribed safety clearances.

The electricity lines mentioned here were installed in 1980s, before
construction of any building underneath. The residents of the area were
also served notices by SDO Mandra (Annex-A).

It is a fact that presently, the electricity line is passing over the
roofs of houses at Village Dk. Bhawal Khan near Railway Phatak, Tehsil
Gujar Khan, District Rawalpindi and an estimate for removal of safety
hazard line under DOP (Distribution of Power) head has been prepared
which will be implemented after completion of codal formalities.

(b) In this regard, the above said safety hazard work will be
executed & HT line will be rerouted after necessary approvals; approx.

POSTING TO THE MISSIONS OUTSIDE DTC APPROVAL

20. Sved Rafiullah:

Will the Minister for Foreign Affairs be pleased fo state:
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(a) whether it is a fact that the Chairman Deparimental Transfer
Committee (DITC), Director General (HR&CP), did not
follow the prescribed criteria for the selection and posting of
staff of the Ministry to various foreign Missions;

(b) if so, what criteria was adopted for the allocation of Missions
to the staff, particularly in the case of Assistant Private
secretaries (APSs), where certain missions not included in the
approved allocated DTC list;

(c) whether postings to missions such as Houston USA, were
made outside the DTC approved allocations;

(d) if so, the reasons therefor and the action already taken or
proposed to be taken to ensure transparency and adherence
to the approved criteria in fuiture postings?

Minister for Foreign Affairs (Senator Mohammad Ishaq Dar):
(a) The Departmental Transfer Committee (DTC) is a recommendatory
body, headed by Chairman, i.e. Director General (HR&CP). In line with
the approved posting policy of MoFA officials, the Committee examines
the entire service profile, ACR record, previous postings, marks obtained
in the posting evaluation test, as well as professional and functional
requirements of the Mission to finalize its recommendations.

(b) A standard criteria has been devised for posting of MoFA
staff, including Assistant Private Secretaries (APS), which is uniformly
applied by the DTC to ensure utmost objectivity and transparency. In
exceptional circumstances, external factors, including court orders or other
pressing medical / education related concerns, are also taken into
consideration by the DTC to minimize undue hardship of the staff
members at the place of their posting.

(¢) An official currently selected for posting to Houston was
earlier posted to Ottawa, Canada, however, due to some unavoidable
reasons including inordinate delay in issuance of Canadian visa, he could
not proceed to Ottawa. It 1s placed on record that Houston was not vacant
during the DTC, therefore, was not included in the vacant station list that
time.
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(d) DTC is tasked with the significant responsibility to fulfill
human resource requirements of Pakistan’s Missions abroad. It is not
possible to discharge this responsibility solely on the basis of seniority or
length of stay at Headquarters. DTC cannot overlook functional
requirements of the Mission, professional standing and specific expertise
acquired by staff (e.g. protocol duties, handling high level delegations,
consular or administrative experience), or any pressing humanitarian
considerations, while arriving at its recommendations. To this effect, in
addition to service record/ ACRs of the officials, a mechanism of posting
evaluation tests is introduced to assess specific skill sets of the staff.
Efforts are being undertaken to make the process more dynamic and result
oriented.

Minister for Energy (Power Division) (Sardar Awais Ahmad
Khan Leghari): (a) Yes, it is a fact that 11KV Thakra feeder is passing
through Village of Chakri Wakeelan Tehsil Gujar Khan District
Rawalpindi from Al-Madina Market.

(b) No, it is not a fact that due to this curve the dangerous HT line
is passing over the roofs of buildings (Al-Madina Market and other
existing buildings). However, a new building has been constructed near to
an already passing HT line, as a result of which, one HT pole is now
located in front of the main gate of this newly constructed building, that
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the consumer wants to relocate. As per NEPRA Consumer Service
Manual, clause 3.1.3, the relocation in this case is to be done at the
applicant’s expense along with provision of right of way of by the
applicant (Annex-A).

(¢) In this regard, an estimate for shifting of the HT pole has been
prepared on a cost-deposit basis and approved by XEN (E). IESCO
Operation Division, Gujar Khan, vide letter No. 772-73 dated 02.02.2026.
Demand Notice No. 245 dated 02.02.2026 has been issued to the
consumer. After receipt of payment, the work will be executed in due
course of time.
