
REPORT OF THE STANDING COMMITTEE ON I FORMATION TECHNOLOGY
AND TELECOM]VIUNI TION ON THE PAKISTAN TELECOMMUNI CATION (RE-

ORGANIZATIO M (AMEND MEND BILL .2026

l, Chairman of the Standing Committee on lnformation Technology and

Telecommunication, have the honour to present this report on the Bill further to amend the

Pakistan Telecommunication (Re-organization) Act, 1996 (XVll of 1996) [The Pakistan

Telecommunication (Re-organization) (Amendment) Bill, 20261 (Govemment Bill), refened to

the Standing Committee on l6d January, 2026.
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3. The Committee considered the Bill, as introduced in the National Assembly, placed at

Annexure- A, in its meetings held on l9s January,l2h February, 2026, and proposed the

fol lowin g amendments, therein:

"(3) To avail the rights ofaccess or usage granted under sub-section (l), the licensee shall seek
the approval of the owner, Iessee, or tenant of the relevant property, land, or premises for the
proposed mode of execution through registered mail and courier service, wherl no response is
received from the owner, lessee or tenant within fifteen days of receipt of such request, the
licensee shall issue a mandatory reminder.

(a) In the case of public access for telecommunic:ation infrastructure, if no response is
received within thirty days of receipt of the initial request by the Public Authority,
despite issuance of the mandatory reminder, the request shall be deemed to have been
approved.

(b) In the case of private access for telecommunication infi:astructure, if no response is
received within thirty days of receipt of the initial request, despite issuanci of the
mandatory reminder, the licensee may refer the matter to the appropriate govemment
for resolution.

(c) In the case of collective or organized private ownership, being land, premises, or
property owned, managed, or administered by a private housing society, cooperative
housing scheme, residential or commercial estate management entity, or any similar
private body, whether registered or unregistered, the request shall, notwithstanding
non-response, be deemed to have been approved.

Provided that the owner, lessee, or tenant may impose conditions on the timing or manner of
execution for access by Iicensee for telecommunication infrastructure, and thelicensee shall not
hinder the owner's, lessee's, or tenant,s use or access ofthe property.,'

(ii). in sub section (4), for the full stop appearing at the end, a colon shall be substituted, and

thereafter the following proviso shall be added, namely:

"Provided that whire executing any works under this section, the licensee shall
endeavor to avoid crossing a permanent building.,,
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(iii). for Sub-section (5), the following shall be substituted, namely

"(5) Notwithstanding anything contained in this Act or any other law, rules, regulations, bye-
laws, or contracts for the time being in force.

(a) no charges, fee, rent, ofany nature whatsoever shall be demanded, levied or recovered by any
public authority, owner, lessee or tenant in respect of public access for telecommunication
infrastructure for the rights ofaccess or usage granted under sub-section (l );

(b) in respect ofprivate access for telecommunication infrastructure,-

(i) where the access relates to individual private ownership by a natural person, the
licensee and the owner, lessee or tenant may mutually agree upon charges, fee or rent for
such access. and where such charges, compensation or consideration are not mutually
agreed, the matter shall be referred to the appropriate Govemment for resolution.

(ii) where the access relates to collective or organized private ownership, including
private housing societies, cooperative housing schemes, residential or commercial or non-
commercial estate management entities, cantonments, defence housing authorities, or
similar organized private developments registered or unregistered, owned or controlled
directly or indirectly by the Federal Government, Provincial Governments or local
governments, no charges, fee, rent, consideration or compensation shall be demanded,
levied or recovered in respect of such access;

(c) no charges shall be imposed in respect of the approved mode or manner of execution of
works undertaken for restoration purposes, and the licensee shall remain responsible for the
repair, maintenance, and restoration of the affected area to its original condition in accordance
with the agreed specifications and standards."

(b) in the proposed section 278, for sub-section (1), the following shall be substituted,

"( l). The appropriate govemment may impose a fine as may be determined by the

Federal Govemment through a Gazette notification on any owner, lessee, tenant or entity
that obstructs or delays the grant ofrights under section 27A."

(3) To avail the rights ofaccess or usage granted under sub-section (1), the licensee

shall seek the approval of the owner, lessee, or tenant of the relevant property, land, or

premises for the proposed mode of execution through registered mail and courier service,

where no response is received from the owner, lessee or tenant within fifteen days of receipt

of such request, the licensee shall issue a mandatory reminder.
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(a) ln the case of public access for telecom mu nication infrastructure, if no response is

received within thirty days of receipt of the initial request by the public Authority,

despite issuance ofthe mandatory reminder, the request shall be deemed to have

been approved.

(b) ln the case of private access for telecom munication infrastructure, if no response

is received within thirty days of receipt of the initial request, despite issuance of

the mandatory reminder, the licensee may refer the matter to the appropriate

government for resolution.

(c) ln the case of collective or organized private r:wnership, being land, premises, or

property owned, managed, or administered by a private housing society,

cooperative housing scheme, residential or commercial estate management entity,

or any similar private body, whether registered or unregistered, the request shall,

notwithstanding non-response, be deemed to have been approved.

(6) Once rights have been Sranted under this section and the licensee has

complied with the requirements thereof, the owner, lessee or tenant shall not unilaterally

alter the terms or revoke the permission granted.
