(a) whether the Government has taken notice of the fact that the radiation effects of Karachi
Nuclear Power Project (KANUPP), are having a negative impact on the lives of residents
of the area; if so, the details thereof;

(b) whether it is a fact that local residents are not being given preference for employment, at
least for class-IV positions in KANUPP, as per common norms and few locals who have
been employed either are being sacked or in the process of being sacked;
