AMENDMENTS TO THE RULES OF PROCEDURE AND CONDUCT
OF BUSINESS IN THE NATIONAL ASSEMBLY, 2007

39. SYED RAFIULLAH to seek leave under sub-rule (4) of rule 293 of the Rules of Procedure
and Conduct of Business in the National Assembly, 2007 to move the following amendments in the said
Rules:-
(1) Amendment in Rule 2 of the Rules of Procedure.- that in the Rules of Procedure and
Conduct of Business in the National Assembly, 2007, in Rule 2.-
1) in the definition of “Minister”, the expression “or a Parliamentary Secretary in
respect of any function delegated or entrusted to him by a Minister”, shall be omitted.

2) after the definition of “Parliament House”, the following new definition, shall be
inserted, namely.-

“Parliamentary Secretary” refers to a member appointed in respect of any
parliamentary functions assigned, delegated, or entrusted exclusively by the Minister
of the Ministry or Division to which the Parliamentary Secretary is appointed.”
2 Insertion of new Rules in the Rules of Procedure.- that in the Rules of Procedure and
Conduct of Business in the National Assembly, 2007, after rule 39B, the following news rules shall
be inserted, namely.-

“39C. The Cabinet shall collectively be responsible to the National Assembly, in accordance
with Clause (6) of Article 91 of the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan;

39D. The Minister shall assume primary responsibility for the disposal of business pertaining
to his or her portfolio.

39E. In cases of emergency, and with the prior approval of the Speaker, the Parliamentary
Secretary may be allowed to assume the parliamentary functions of the Minister of the
respective Ministry or Division, subject to prior intimation to the National Assembly
Secretariat”.
3 Amendment in Rule 247 of the Rules of Procedure.- that in the Rules of Procedure and
Conduct of Business in the National Assembly, 2007, in Rule 247, in sub-rule (3) for the full stop a
colon shall be substituted and thereafter the following proviso shall be added at the end namely:-

“Provided that the notice of a Parliamentary Secretary shall only lapse in respect of the ministry
or division to which the Parliamentary Secretary is appointed.”
