Roshan Pakistan Housing Society exists in Sector E-16, Islamabad.

(b) As per the approved Layout Plan of the Scheme, there are 931
residential plots. As per site, about 195 houses stand constructed in the
Scheme. However, the Sponsors of the Scheme are being requested to
provide the same.

(c) As per the approved Layout Plan of the Scheme, there are 38
Commercial Plots of various sizes in the main Markaz of Roshan Pakistan
Housing Scheme. The rest of the information does not pertain to CDA.

(d) The Layout Plan of Roshan Pakistan Housing Scheme, Sector
E-16, Zone-2, Islamabad, was approved by the CDA on 06-7-2004, over
an area measuring 1,616 Kenal. Subsequently, NOC was issued on 11-3-
2006. Completion Period of the Schemes was up to 11-3-2011, which was
extended up to 12-3-2012. The Development Works couldn’t be
completed and due to this reason and other violations of Terms &
Conditions, the NOC and Layout Plan were cancelled in 2013 & 2017,
respectively, by the CDA.

The investigation of case u/s 295-C PPC is carried out by
an officer not below the rank of Superintendent of Police as envisaged under
section 156-A of Criminal Procedure Code (Cr.PC), so that transparency
and merit could not be compromised in any manner whatsoever.
Furthermore, any Policy or Law made by the Government in this context
will be complied with, in true letter and spirit.

The Honorable Prime Minister of Pakistan inaugurated the F-8
Interchange project on 05-11-2024, directing its completion within 100
days. To meet this timeline, the project has been progressing with round the
clock operations.

The underpass component has been successfully completed and
inaugurated by the Prime Minister on 24-12-2024, It is open for traffic,
marking a key milestone in the project. Construction of the remaining
components, including the layover and at-grade road works is advancing
rapidly. The project is scheduled for completion by February 2025, aligning
with the 100 day directive.

Progress Update on Serena Chowk underpass Project:

Serena Chowk underpass project consists on 02 Nos. underpasses
wherein 01 No. 02 lanes underpass on Suhrwardy road along with loops is
substantially completed and going to open for general public. Moreover,
Srinagar Highway underpass dual carriageway 04 lanes each side also in
progress with full swing round the clock and 81% progress has been
achieved so far. Insha Allah the project will be completed by end January
2025.

(a) whether it is a fact that sewerage and other contaminated water
from the catchment areas have entered in Rawal Dam, posing
potential risks to marine fisheries and compromising the
hygiene of the water for local drinking purposes;

(d) what measures have been implemented so far to mitigate the

impact of the contamination; and

Minister for Interior (Syed Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a) (Yes).

(b) Due to unplanned development along the banks of the Korang
River it is contributing to the pollution of Rawal Dam due to the inflow of
untreated wastewater.

(c) Wetlands have been constructed to reduce contamination.
Moreover, before the water is supplied to Rawalpindi it undergoes treatment
at the water filtration plant being managed by the Small Dam Organization
under the Irrigation Department, Government of Punjab (GoPb).

(d) Wetlands have been constructed before proper treatment
mechanism is implemented.

() To address this issue, a Sewerage Treatment Plant (STP)
project has been proposed to collect and treat waste-water before it enters
Rawal Lake. Tenders have been floated and bids are expected to be received
on December 4, 2024.

146. *Mr. Ramesh Lal:

Minister for Interior (Syed Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a) The
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Directorate General, Immigration & Passports is managing Machine
Readable Passport (MRP) system at 49 Pakistan Missions abroad. The
officers / officials were posted in these Missions in pursuance of approvals
conveyed by Ministry of Interior letters dated 27-01-2021, 17-02-2021 and
16-06-2021.

(b) The Directorate. General, Immigration & Passports foreign
posting policy was approved in the year 2020, which does not allow well
reputed and knowledgeable officers to be posted in Pakistan Foreign
Missions.

In addition, a significant number of officers / officials are
undergoing through disciplinary proceedings under Civil Servant (E&D)
Rules 2020.

These proceedings are a result of their alleged involvement in the
issuance of passports to suspected Afghan nationals/ non-entitled
individuals, which has created further challenges for the department.

(c) The Directorate General, Immigration & Passports has initiated
a proposal to revise the IMPASS existing Foreign Posting Policy, which is
aim to ensure that the necessary number of officers/ officials are posted to
various Pakistan Missions abroad.

The revised foreign posting policy is expected to streamline the
posting process at Missions abroad.

(d) Once the policy is finalized, the Directorate General will
proceed with posting of suitable officers / officials at the Missions abroad.

G2G MoUs/ Agreements is annexed (Annexure-B).

(b) Yes, Ministry of OP&HRD has taken proactive approach to
sign more state to state MoUs/ Agreements with countries in European
Union Region like Germany, Belgium, Hungary, Italy, Greece etc.

a. Pre-departure Orientation & Briefing sessions are conducted
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by O&B Officers in Protector of Emigrant offices on daily
basis and mandatory for intending emigrants at the time of
registration of their Foreign Service Agreements (FSA) by the
Protector of Emigrants.

The sessions aim to equip the intending emigrants to
understand about their foreign employment, terms &
conditions of FSA, nature of employment, place of duty and
admissible employment benefits including salary, food
allowance, accommaodation, admissible nature of monthly and
annual leaves and end of service benefits.

The sessions predominantly focus on transmission of
information about general social, climate, customs, traditions
and labour laws to the intending emigrants.

These sessions explain the intending emigrants the do’s/don’ts
in the host country.

Briefing sessions guide the intending emigrants about the legal
channels for lodging complains in case of dispute with
employer along with role of Community Welfare Attaches
(CWAS) posted in the host country.

The content of briefing sessions also highlights the importance
of health condition of intending emigrant and provide
precautionary information on viral diseases specially Hepatitis
B & C, HIV/AIDS and T.B. with possible measures to be
adopted to keep himself safe from infections and viral diseases.

The major focus is also given to guide the intending emigrants
to improve overall attitude towards working behavior abiding
the labour laws of host country.

During the sessions, emigrants are also exposed of digital
channels introduces by the Government of Pakistan for home
remittance such as Sohni Dharti Remittance Program and
individual incentive schemes floated by different commercial
banks under State Bank of Pakistan including Roshan Digital
Account.

The Briefing Session at PE Offices is also conducted by the
representatives of OPF and Commercial Banks to apprise about
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the welfare schemes of OPF to the intending emigrants and
their family and commercial schemes respectively.

J.  The pre-departure briefing sessions are also conducted by the
representatives of Migrant Resource Centers (MRCs) at PE
offices. These MRCs have been established by the ICMPD in
Lahore, Islamabad, Peshawar under the supervision of Ministry
of OP&HRD. Special attention has been given to improve the
content of Briefing Sessions along with briefing materials to
provide updated information to the intending emigrants.

k.  The country specific briefing is being displayed in P.E. Offices
and its contents have been improved with the help of ICMPD.
Moreover, country specific flyers distributed among intending
emigrants are hereby attached as (Annex-B) for information.

I.  The special attention has been put to disseminate information
regarding lawful overseas employment and its benefits offered
by Government of Pakistan through short awareness videos.
The development of a mobile application i.e. “PakTok” now
called as “RABTA APNU SAY” for the welfare of Overseas
Pakistanis is underway, with a detailed activity schedule and
defined stakeholder responsibilities. Efforts are also focused on
automating the Pakistani Emigrants Management Framework,
with NITB preparing necessary documentation in collaboration
with BE&OE, NAVTTC, and NADRA providing consultative
support. Progress is being monitored to ensure timely
completion.

Overseas Employment Corporation also provides comprehensive
pre-departure briefings and guidelines to Pakistani workers going abroad
through OEC.

The Soft Skills Training Program (SSTP) of OEC is developed by
the OEC and ICMPD, Pakistan for in person and online training to all
foreign selectees for any destinations / countries. To make the Soft Skills
Training Program more conclusive OEC & ICMPD has relaunched the
SSTP on 18th December 2024 which is International Migrants Day (IMD)
and its Electronic version is available on OEC’s Website and Job Portal of
OEC.
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The SSTP training consists of Cultural awareness, dos & don’ts,
rights and responsibilities of the migrant worker and rule & regulations of
the CoDs, etc.

The main objective of OPF as per its Memorandum of Association is
to advance the social welfare of Pakistanis working overseas and
their families in Pakistan by identifying their problems and by
contributing to their solutions.

Under the main objective, Welfare & Service division is providing
relief to Overseas Pakistanis and their dependents in the redressal of
their grievances, early settlement of death & disability compensation
cases from employers, facilitation of incoming & outgoing overseas
Pakistanis at all international airport, financial assistance to the
families of deceased and destitute Overseas Pakistanis.

Overseas Pakistanis Foundation (OPF) has taken following
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measure to improve the well-being of Pakistanis expatriates;

OPF Complaint Cell:

e  OPF Complaint Cell has been established in the OPF Head Office,
Islamabad (Welfare & Services Divisions), which addresses
grievances/complaints of overseas Pakistanis on a priority basis. The
Complaint Cell handles all nature of families in Pakistan. A swift
mechanism has been developed and operationalized to process the
complaints in a specific timeframe and pursuance for early
settlement /resolution of complaints.

Financial Aid Scheme:

o  Financial assistance is provided to the destitute families of Overseas
Pakistanis in the event of the death or disability of an overseas
Pakistani. An amount of Rs. 400,000/- for death cases and Rs.
300,000/- in the case of disability as a one-time grant (The scheme is
meant for registered members of OPF).

Funeral Grant:

e  Funeral grant of Rs.25,000/- to the family of those overseas
Pakistanis who died abroad. The said grant will be paid to the
destitute and needy families of the deceased within one month of
transportation of the dead body to Pakistan.

Dues Compensation:

e  OPF processes the dues/death /compensation cases of deceased and
repatriated overseas Pakistanis with their Overseas Employer
through the Pak Mission of host countries and disburses the
recovered amount amongst legal heirs through a proper procedure.

Jail / Whereabouts / Repatriation Section:

e Jail / Whereabouts Section coordinate with Pak Missions abroad for
the release and tracing of overseas Pakistanis detained /missing in
foreign countries. After receiving an application from legal
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heirs/family the section engages with the relevant Pak Mission
abroad for their early release and subsequent repatriation to Pakistan.
e  The repatriation Section is established to deal with crises/ unforeseen
circumstances or evacuation/repatriation of overseas Pakistanis in
coordination with the Pak Mission from host countries.

Free Ambulance Service:

e  OPF arranges the transportation of the deceased from abroad to
Pakistan, guides the next of kin in the preparation of documents, and
forwards these documents to the Pak Missions immediately to ensure
speedy transportation of the deceased.

e  OPF also extends the all-possible help and provides free ambulance
service to deceased /disabled /critically ill Overseas Pakistanis from
the airport to their native towns/villages free of cost.

Eve Healthcare Services:

o  OPF operates an eye hospital in D.G Khan to improve eye health and
provide vital eye care and treatment services.

Reintegration of Returning Migrants:

e  Pakistani-German Facilitation & Reintegration Center (PGFRC) has
been established to support returning Pakistanis for their
reintegration in Pakistan. Under PGFRC structured intervention-to
transfer maximum advantage to returning migrants by empowering
them with means for sustainable start-up support in the shape of in-
kind trade-specific assistance for their reintegration needs.

Fee Concession:

e  50% Fee concession in OPF Educational Institution upto 4 children
of overseas Pakistanis registered with OPF. Those overseas
Pakistanis who have returned permanently to Pakistan can also avail
this facility upto three years. OPF membership card, valid visa, copy
of passport is required for grant of concession.

OPF Scholarship Scheme:

e  OPF has launched a scholarship program for the children/spouse of
overseas Pakistanis studying in Intermediate, Graduation and
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Master/MS level called Overseas Pakistanis Education Fund
(OPEF).

OPF Housing Schemes:

e  To cater to the housing need of overseas Pakistanis and to provide
them residential facilities, OPF has initiated 12 housing schemes, out
of which 07 have been successfully completed.

(c) & (d) The measures which have been taken to ensure timely end
effective delivery of the services of OPF Complaint Cell are as under:

Pakistan Citizen Portal (PCP):

e In order to strengthen complaint resolution, OPF’s Complaint Cell
has been linked with the Pakistan Citizen Portal (PCP) which has
been devolved by Prime Minister’s Performance Delivery Unit
(PMDU) with its web address.

e  PCP isthe most active complaint resolution system in the country. A
total of 11,223 Officers of 6,285 departments of Federal Minister/
Provinces, AJ&K, GB including 86 Pakistani Missions abroad are
connected with PCP. PCP is a government-owned Mobile
Application (available on both Android and iOS). The Overseas
Pakistanis can get every possible relief from Government
Organizations through the Pakistan Citizen’s Portal (PCP).

e A dedicated dashboard has been allocated to the Managing Director,
OPF by the PMDU. OPF has set up a further eighteen (18) sub-
dashboards at OPF Head Office and its Regional Offices which are
monitored actively for timely resolution of the complaint.

Online Complaint Management System (OCMS):

e  Since a large number of complaints are received directly from
overseas Pakistanis around the globe, hence, OPF has developed an
“Online Complaint Management System (OCMS)” with its web
address.

e  OCMS has also been linked with the Pakistan Citizen Portal (PCP)
due to the broad outreach of the platform and the complaints of
overseas Pakistanis which OPF receives directly through OCMS are
uploaded on PCP and forwarded to the relevant forum/office for
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timely action and early resolution of complaints of overseas
Pakistanis.

24/7 Complaint Monitoring Cell:

e A 24/7 Complaint Monitoring cell was established on 29-08-2023 in
OPF to facilitate overseas Pakistanis and their families around the
clock. The Complaint Monitoring Cell has been operationalized
having 24/7 service with dedicated staff to make it more convenient
for overseas Pakistanis to reach out, raise their concerns/issues
through and register their complaints various communication
options.

Law and Justice Commission of Pakistan — Cells for Addressing
Grievances of Overseas Pakistanis:

e  As per orders of the Hon’ble Chief Justice/Chairman National
Judicial (Policy Making) Committee (NJPMC), Cells have been
established in the Supreme Court of Pakistan (SCP) and High Court
of Pakistan (HCP) for the redressal of grievances of overseas
Pakistanis.

e  OPF forwards fresh cases of civil nature of overseas Pakistanis as
well as cases that are pending in the different courts for a longer
period to the Member Inspection Team (MIT) of the concerned
provincial High Court for early disposal which are processed under
the Fast Track Judicial System.

Special Court Overseas Pakistanis:

e  Pakistani Diaspora face multifarious impediments and issues
pertaining to their immovable properties and assets in Pakistan which
include, inter-alia, taking possession of their rightful share in
properties, illegal occupation/encroachment on their properties and
taking possession of their rented houses/properties.

e In order to provide an immediate relief to Overseas Pakistanis
regarding their property related problems on fast track basis, Special
Court (Overseas Pakistani Property) Act, 2023 was promulgated on
October 28, 2024 for resolution of property dispute cases of overseas
Pakistanis at Islamabad (ICT). The same is being established by
Islamabad (ICT). The same is being established by Islamabad High
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Court to provide relief in the instant issue. On successful operation
the same would be established in all province of Pakistan.

OPF — NADRA Swift Centre:

OPF-NADRA Swift Center has been established at OPF Head
Office, Islamabad provides exclusive service to overseas Pakistanis
and their families for issuance of NICOP/CNIC and related service
by NADRA.

OPF-DGI&P MRP Facilitation Centre for Overseas Pakistanis:

A Machine-Readable Passport (MRP) facility has been established
in collaboration with the Directorate General of Immigration &
Passport (DGIP), for the overseas Pakistanis and their dependents at
OPF Head Office, Islamabad.

Airport Facilitation Services:

One Window Facilitation Desks (OWFDs) at all major International
Airports in Pakistan are established to facilitate Overseas Pakistanis.
Necessary assistance is provided to overseas Pakistanis at the time of
their arrival and departure.

Overseas Pakistanis Facilitation Desk at Police Stations:

A facilitation desk for overseas Pakistanis has been established in
collaboration with Islamabad Police at Islamabad Police Citizen
Service Center, F-6/1, Islamabad for early resolution of the
complaints of overseas Pakistanis and their families.

138 ft. (dual carriageway 48 ft. each. Shoulders 10 ft. each, with open drain
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6 ft. both sides and 10 ft. median).

(b) The said road work (carpeting work) is near to completion in
the length of 4400 ft (Possessed Area). Hence, the case file has been
prepared and in process for principle approval from the competent authority
i.e. Chairman, CDA regarding balance / allied works of said avenue.

Minister for Information and Broadcasting (Mr. Attaullah
Tarar): (a) PBC is disbursing monthly pension and salaries to all its retired
as well as regular employees regularly. There is no pendency of pay or
pension till this day.

(b) However, the Commutation has not been disbursed to 376
retired employees of PBC since January-2020 due to the unmatched grant-
in-aid which is to be provided to PBC by the Finance Division (Annex-I).

As per Section 13 of PBC Act-1973, Finance Division is to provide
grant-in-aid to Radio Pakistan.

Commutation to 376 pensioners is pending since January-2020 due
to non-allocation of additional funds from Finance Division.

PBC has only been allocated Rs. 5.9 billion against budgeted
expenditure of 8 Billion (including outstanding Commutation of Rs. 1.05
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billion) for the year 2024-25.

Despite a deficit of Rs. 2 billion (i.e. 25% of expenditure), PBC has
managed to pay pension and monthly salary regularly but at the cost of other
expenditures including Commutation.

(c) Monthly pension is being paid to all pensioners regularly, only
Commutation is pending due to above listed facts.

No single individual is responsible for delay in disbursement of
Commutation; it is due to financial hardships within system of Federal
Government.

(d) PBC is providing medical benefits to its serving and retired
employees, however, to limited extent due to the provision of unmatched
grant-in-aid by the Finance Division.

However, PBC is making full payment of medical expenses for
coronary diseases.

(b) The Parks are Community places where amenities and
entertainment facilities for visitors are designed and created for civil
structures mentioned in question are visitors facilities and provided in every
major Park around the world.

(c) Shakerparian is Part of Margalla Hills National Park and
Construction activities area allowed only to the extent permissible under
wildlife Act 1979.

(b) The steps being taken by the Capital Development Authority
(CDA) includ various notices, showcause letters and conducting field
operations to address the issue of land encroachment by Shifa International
Hospital. Following these actions, the occupied land along the nullah side
has been retrieved. As a result, there is no illegally occupied land by Shifa
International Hospital, at present.

Minister for Information and Broadcasting (Mr. Attaullah
Tarar): (a)

e  Pakistan Television Corporation Ltd is a Public Limited Company
(registered with the SECP), is fully owned and controlled by
Government of Pakistan through Ministry of Information and
Broadcasting but at the same time it is being governed under the
relevant provisions of (1) The Companies Act, 2017, (2)
Memorandum and Avrticles of Association of PTV, (3) Public Sector
Companies (Corporate Governance) Rules, 2013” and (4) “State
Owned Enterprises (Governance & Operations) Act, 2023”. The
position of Chief Executive/Managing Director, PTVC and Directors
of Board always nominated by the Federal Government.

e  After enactment of “State Owned Enterprises (Governance &
Operations) Act, 2023”, reconstitution of PTV Board is under
process with the Federal Government through Ministry of
Information & Broadcasting. Under the relevant provision of Section
-10 of “State Owned Enterprises (Governance & Operation) Act,
2023, THREE meetings of “Board Nomination Committee”
(comprising upon Federal Minister for Information & Broadcasting),
Federal Secretary for Information & Federal Secretary for Finance)
has already been held and names of Independent Directors of PTV
Board has already been recommended. As per procedure, after
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security clearance and with the approval of Federal Cabinet, the same
will be notified.

e As provided in the “State Owned Enterprises (Governance &
Operations) Act, 2023, position of the Chief Executive/Managing
Director, PTV will be frnalized after reconstitution of PTV Board.

(b) MOIB: Ms. Yusra Gillani, Section Officer, E-1l (BS-18) is
holding the additional charge of Section Offrcer (B&C) w.e.f. 21-08-2024
till date.

PTVC has its own rules / policy with regard to promotion, dully
approved by PTV Board of Directors in Pay Group-2 up to 6, in Group-7
up to 9 and appointment of Directors. All employees are promoted in line
with said rules / policy i.e. performance appraisal and fitness / suitability of
the concerned employees. However, some posts remained vacant due to
non-availability of suitable employees. Therefore, to meet the exigency of
work senior / suitable employees of relevant cadre are allowed for
officiating against Group-9 / Director posts. List of employees who are
officiating is available at (Annexure-A).

(c) MOIB: Ms. Yusra Gillani, Section Officer, E-1l (BS-18) is
holding the additional charge of Section Officer (B&C) w.e.f. 21-08-2024
till date.

PTVC: Officiating arrangements in PTVC are only made against
the posts of Group-9 and Director with 10% charge pay which means “an
additional pay granted to an employee when he holds charge of a post
equivalent to his own post in addition to his normal duties, or if he holds
charge of a higher vacant post” of basic pay in the light of PTV Service
Rules-7.13 (Annexure-B), beside this they are not entitled for other
remuneration.

(d) MOIB: Ms. Yusra Gillani, Section Officer, E-Il (BS-18) is
holding the additional charge of Section Officer (B&C) w.e.f. 21.08.2024
till date.

PTVC: 10% charge pay is allowed on basic pay in the light of PTV
Service Rules, as mentioned above.

It is the responsibility of the NF to organize championships for all
these categories to create healthy competition between each of these
categories. The Inter-Departmental Basketball Championship serves
several critical objectives, contributing to both the growth of basketball and
the participating organizations. Below are the key objectives for organizing
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Provide a platform to identify talented basketball players from
different departments and help nurture and develop skilled players
who can represent national teams in domestic and international
competitions.

Act as a feeder system for the national basketball team.

Departments/ athletes gain recognition and prestige through their
performance.

Highlight the importance of sports programs and encourage
departments to allocate resources and funding for basketball
activities.

Align with national sports initiatives and policies to promote
departmental participation in sports events.

Support broader government and sports federation goals to raise
standard of basketball.

Serve as a qualifying round for the National Basketball
Championship and the National Games.

Ensure that only the most competitive and skilled teams & players
advance to represent their departments and regions at a higher level.

Overall, the Inter-Departmental Basketball Championship plays a
pivotal role in advancing basketball at both grassroots and
professional levels while contributing to employee well-being,
organizational pride, and national sports development.

Inter-Departmental Basketball Championship serves as a

dynamic platform to instill values of sportsmanship and foster healthy
competition among government departments with the aim to:

Encourage respect for rules, referees, and opponents.

Encourage Teamwork: i.e. (promote trust amongst teammates for
better results).

(c) The Prime Minister directed to revive departmental sports in
October 2022, which had been discontinued in September, 2021. Prime
Minister’s directions were conveyed to all departments/ autonomous bodies
by this Ministry to revive departmental sports on an urgent basis. A
conference on the revival of departmental sports was organized in
September 2024, for stakeholders’ input. Departmental representatives
participated and made recommendations on the matter. A summary for the
Prime Minister was submitted after stakeholders’ consultation containing
proposals regarding policy guidelines for recruitment & career progression
of sportspersons along with budget allocation for sports in departments. The
Prime Minister has directed to place the matter before the Cabinet for
consideration and a summary has been initiated in this regard. Once the
policy is approved, the same will be disseminated to all departments for
implementation. The Advisor to PM on IPC also held meeting in October,
2024 with representatives of departments for revival of departmental sports.

(d) The government is taking proactive steps to ensure a wider
participation base by motivating more government departments to establish
and maintain sports teams in different disciplines including basketball
teams. This initiative aims to create a robust talent pool and foster a
competitive environment across various sectors.

Instructions have been communicated to government departments,
emphasizing the importance of forming and supporting sports teams in
different disciplines including basketball teams as part of their sports
development initiatives.
