46. *Mr. Asif Khan: 
 (Deferred during 19th Session.) 
 

Will the Minister for National Food Security and Research be 
pleased to state: 

 
(a) the total number of sugar mills operating in Pakistan 

alongwith the names and ownership details of each mill; 
 
(b) whether it is a fact that the Government permitted the export 

of 765,000 metric tons of sugar despite anticipated domestic 
shortages and later allowed sugar imports with full tax and 
duty exemptions; 

 
(c) if so, details of major beneficiaries at both export and import 

stages; 
 
(d) what economic or policy factors led to the sharp escalation in 

sugar prices, reaching Rs.200 per kg in 2025; 
 
(e) what accountability measures have been taken in response to 

this pricing crisis; and 
 
(f) what concrete reforms are being introduced to ensure 

transparency and prevent policy distortion in the future? 
 
 Minister for National Food Security and Research (Rana 
Tanveer Hussain): (a) The matter relates to Ministry of Finance/SECP. 
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Concerned quarter been request to provide requisite information (Annex-
I) 
 (b) The Government allowed export of sugar during the crop year 
2023-24, due to availability of surplus stocks. The demand for local 
consumption was estimated at 6.4 MMT and the production at 6.7 MMT. 
Adding 0.823 MMT from the carry forward stocks, the total availability 
was 7.6 MMT. 
 
 Secondly, forecast for the production of sugar for the next crop 
season 2024-25 was higher due to increased cultivation al sugarcane by 
1.2%, over the previous year. However, the crop was affected negatively 
by the climatic conditions — heat wave and crop decease. 
 
 The decision of the Government for granting permission of export 
of surplus sugar was made from the sugar production of 2023-24 season, 
on the recommendations of the Sugar Advisory Board, under the M/o 
Industries and Production. The decision to export surplus sugar was taken 
in four phases; 
 

1. 1st decision for export of 0.150 MMT on 13th June 2024, 
 
2. 2nd for 0.100 MMT in August 2024, 
 
3. 3rd for 0.040 MMT in August 2024, and 
 
4. 4th of 0.500 MMT in October 2024. 

 
 However, the sugar production was lower than the expected 
estimates by around 1.0 MMT, which caused increase in price of 
commodity. The Government immediately initiated administrative 
measures to ensure, the supply chain and in order to replenish domestic 
stock decided for import of Sugur by granting exemption on duties  and 
reducing taxes, particularly to provide relief to domestic consumers.  
 
 (c) The sugar was exported by the sugar mills, as per the quota 
allocated by the Provincial Governments, which had exportable surplus. 
 
 The current import of sugar is being carried out by the Government 
without engaging the sugar mills. 
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 (d) The sharp escalation in sugar prices was not due to any policy 
decision of the government. Climatic condition and crop decease led to the 
less production and lower sucrose recovery rate, the lowest in the last one 
decade. 
 
 (e) As explained in part (b) and part (d) above, the decline in 
sugar production was due to natural factors beyond human control. 
 
 As such, no individual or organization is responsible for low 
production of sugar and pricing crises.  
 
 (f) Though the reduce production of sugar was due to natural 
factors, having no connection with any policy decision. However, the 
government is working on deregulation of sugar sector to bring stability to 
its supply and demand and prices as per the market situation.

57. *Ms. Mah Jabeen Khan Abbasi: 
 

Will the Minister for National Health Services, Regulations and 
Coordination be pleased to state: 

 
(a) whether it is a fact that the pediatric ward of the Federal 

Government Poly Clinic Hospital, Islamabad is in a 
miserable condition, with leakages during rains, out of order 
air-conditioners and outdated medical equipment; if so, the 
reasons thereof; and 

 
(b) the steps being taken by the Government to ensure immediate 

repair, maintenance and up-gradation of the said ward in 
order to provide safe and adequate treatment facilities to 
children? 

 
 Minister for National Health Services, Regulations and 
Coordination (Syed Mustafa Kamal): (a) No, it is not fact that the 
pediatric ward of FGPC is in miserable condition with leakages during 
rains. However, the structure of building is old which needs repair/ 
maintenance from time to time. The repair and maintenance work of 
FGPC building were carried out through Pak-PWD but due to abolishment 
of Pak-PWD and shifting of work to CDA, all maintenance work has been

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stopped/held up till now. As CDA, despite repeated requests, has not taken 
over the enquiries. Despite these challenges hospital through its limited 
resources and own staff, is striving to repair and maintain the building. It 
is further stated that all A/C’s are functional and working. With regards to 
the medical equipment of all hospital including pediatric ward, it is proper 
maintenance through regular planned preventive maintenance (PPM) and 
currently all equipment are functional. 
 
 (b) It is submitted that a project tilted “Strengthening and Up-
Gradation of Cardiology Department and other of Federal Government 
Polyclinic (PGMI), Hospital Islamabad” has been approved to the extent 
of feasibility amounting to PKR 50 million. Accordingly, this hospital has 
already submitted RFP in the M/o, NHSR&C, Islamabad for formal 
approval to start the feasibility study. After completion of this process, the 
Civil work of this hospital will be carried out, which will enable us to 
provide enhanced /better health facilities to the patients. 
 
 58. *Mr. Asif Khan: 
 

Will the Minister for National Food Security and Research be 
pleased to state: 

 
(a) whether the Ministry has conducted any recent assessment of 

water availability for agriculture considering Pakistan’s 
rising food insecurity and inefficient irrigation practices; if 
so, the reasons thereof; 

 
(b) whether the Government has developed a national plan for 

water resource management to support long-term food 
security, protect smallholder farmers; if so, details thereof; 
and 

 
(c) what measures are being taken to promote efficient irrigation 

systems such as drip and sprinkler technologies and to 
encourages the use of solar-powered pumps for farmers to 
reduce costs and for conservation of ground water? 

 
 Minister for National Food Security and Research (Rana 
Tanveer Hussain): (a) The Ministry, through the Pakistan Agricultural 
Research Council (PARC) and allied research organizations, has 
conducted several studies and projects to assess water availability for 
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agriculture. Notable examples include the National. Water Productivity 
Mapping of Pakistan (2021-22), the Water–Energy–Food Nexus Analysis 
for Pakistan’s Agriculture (2022, with FAO and ICARDA), and pilot 
studies under the Prime Minister’s Agriculture Emergency Programme 
(2019-22). In addition, the International Water Management Institute 
(IWMI) SoLAR-SA Situation Analysis (2022) was carried out with PARC 
and the Federal Water Management Cell as partners. These assessments 
confirm a steady decline in per-capita water availability, excessive 
reliance on groundwater, and low efficiency of conventional flood 
irrigation. 
 
 The studies offer an evidence-based foundation for informed 
policy decisions, accelerated adoption of high-efficiency irrigation 
technologies, and comprehensive measures to mitigate risks to Pakistan’s 
food security. 
 
 (b) The Government has formulated the National Water Policy 
(2018) and is implementing integrated water resource management 
through key initiatives such as the Prime Minister’s Agriculture 
Emergency Programme, the National Program for Improvement of 
Watercourses (Phase-II), and the High-Efficiency Irrigation Systems 
(HEIS) Project. Within these frameworks, the Pakistan Agricultural 
Research Council (PARC) has undertaken pilot interventions including 
Climate-Smart Irrigation Models, Command Area Development projects, 
and research on rainwater harvesting and groundwater recharge to enhance 
water productivity, protect smallholder fanners, and support long-term 
national food security. 
 
 (c) To promote efficient irrigation and reduce production costs, 
the Ministry of National Food Security and Research, through its allied 
institutions, has undertaken a range of initiatives. Key measures include 
the Prime Minister’s National Programme for Solarization of Agriculture 
Tube Wells (2023-26)—a cost-sharing initiative of the federal and 
provincial governments and farmers; 
 

• Large-scale promotion of drip and sprinkler irrigation 
systems; development of portable solar irrigation pumps at 
NARC (2021-23); 

 
• Introduction of solar-powered irrigation under the SoLAR-SA 

Project (2022) in collaboration with IWMI; and 
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• Pilot projects integrating solar pumping with precision 

irrigation technologies. 
 These interventions collectively aim to lower farmers’ energy 
expenses, conserve groundwater resources, and significantly improve on-
farm water-use efficiency. 
 
59. *Mr. Sher Afzal Khan: 
 

Will the Minister for National Health Services, Regulations and 
Coordination be pleased to state the details of the activities of the 
Ministry and its Attached Departments, including visits by the 
experts to the flood affected areas and the provision of vaccines 
and other medicines? 

  
 Minister for National Health Services, Regulations and 
Coordination (Syed Mustafa Kamal): 1. Simulation Exercises:  
 

• M/o NHSRC participates regularly in simulation exercises 
organized by NDMA on flood and disaster. 

 
2. Formulation of Monsoon Contingency Plan:  

 
• M/o NHSRC formulated a Monsoon Contingency Plan by 

June 2025, as a pre-emptive approach. 
 
3. Health Cluster Meeting:  

 
• M/o NHSRC regularly conducts Health Cluster Coordination 

meetings with the UN development partners, Provincial 
governments and NIH. While during the flood emergency, the 
aforementioned is conducting on the weekly basis. 

 
4. Flood Responses:  

 
• M/o NHSRC promptly provided life saving medicines, 

medicinal items, vaccines, and other essential items to the 
flood affected areas. The resources were shared both through 
the Ministry’s relevant departments (i.e. CMU, FDI, Federal 
Hospitals, DRAP) and UN partners (i.e. UNICEF, WHO). 
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• Medicines & Vaccines: 
 
 M/o NHSRC supported district Buner and Shangla, KPK by 
providing 3500 kg medicines. It also shared –500 kg of medicinal supplies 
with GB. The aforesaid included 400,000 vaccines, 10,000 insecticidal 
bed nets, 30,000 Rapid Diagnostic Tests, 60,000 tablets of Primaquine, 
and 30,000 tablets of ACT-AL by the support of Federal Hospitals, FDI, 
DRAP and CMU respectively. 
 
 UNICEF in coordination with M/o NHSRC, shared – 6 tons of 
medicine including ORS, Clean Delivery Kits, Newborn baby kits, 
Paracetamol, Amoxicillin, Cefixime. Diclofenac, Metronidazole, 
Doxycycline and benzyl Benzoate to the flooded affected areas. 
 
 WHO in coordination with M/o NHSRC, shared USD 382,448 
worth of emergency medicines and medical supplies across the flood 
affected Provincial areas. 
 
5. NCOC, NIH Activation:  

 
• On the directions of the Honorable Federal Minister; the 

NCOC NIH was promptly activated for daily disease 
surveillance reporting. The Honorable Federal Minister 
continued visiting and monitoring the NCOC, NIH activities 
himself. 

 
• The flood advisories against dengue, malaria, cholera, 

respiratory and skin infections have been provincially shared 
while Rapid Response Teams are actively monitoring disease 
surveillance. 

 
6. Daily Flood Updates: 

 
• On the directions of Honorable Federal Minister, the ministry 

generates daily flood updates comprising of health-related 
support and disease outbreak data. 

 
7. NDMA Daily Meetings:  

 
• M/o NHSRC remains a regular participant of NDMA 

meetings providing health updates. 
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8. Clean Water and Rehydration Units:  

 
• UNICEF in coordination with M/o NHSRC, has distributed 

6,400 family hygiene kits in Swat & Buner as initial support. 
20,000 Jerry cans, 500 boxes of Aqua tablets, and 85 water 
tanks. Provision of safe drinking water to 14,200 people is 
daily continued through UNICEF in addition with Water 
Filtration plants installed in Punjab. 

 
9. Nutrition:  

 
• Around 11,328 and 7,800 F75 and F100 milk powders, 

27,405 ReSoMal, 81,300 Rapid utilizing therapeutic foods 
were distributed in various flood affected areas of Pakistan. 
More than 11,000 patients have been screened for Severe 
Acute Malnutrition. 

 
10.  Visits:  

 
• The M/o NHSRC carried the vision of spending budget on the 

vision of health supplies/medical support rather than spending 
on higher authorities visits. For the same, two medical teams 
were sent from M/o NHSRC to the districts of Shangla and 
Buner for free medical assistance and treatment. 

 
• The experts from UNICEF and WHO visited flood affected 

areas and provided valuable information on Rapid Need 
Assessment (RNA). The data from RNA was later used for 
providing health support to the flood affected victims. 

 
11. Ongoing Activities:  

 
• Regular Health Cluster Coordination is ongoing with 

UN/Development partners and Provincial Departments for 
continued Provincial support. 

 
• Disease surveillance covered through the department of NIH, 

NCOC. 
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• Activation of Technical Working Groups (i.e. WASH, 
Psychosocial, Reproductive Health, Dengue, Cholera). 

• Prepositioning of the medicinal stock through UN partners to 
ensure the efficacy of the resources for the flood affected 
communities. 

 
60. *Dr. Sharmila Faruqui: 
 

Will the Minister for Water Resources be pleased to state: 
 

(a) why Indus River System Authority (IRSA’s) conflict resolution 
fund has remained frozen at Rs.1.2 Billion since 2020, despite 
a 38% surge in interprovincial water disputes; 

 
(b) does this static funding reflect neglect of constitutional 

mandates under Article 154 of the Constitution of Islamic 
Republic of Pakistan and how will the Ministry address 
escalating tensions between provinces; 

 
(c) whether the Rs.4 Billion allocated for a “Telemetry System” 

can resolve Sindh’s claims of 72% under-counting at key 
barrages; and 

 
(d) what technical safeguards will ensure real-time, tamper-proof 

data to restore trust in water distribution? 
  
 Minister for Water Resources (Mr. Muhammad Mueen Wattoo): 
(a) No such fund exists in IRSA. 
 
 (b) All inter provincial water related matters are resolved at IRSA 
level under IRSA Act No. XXII of 1992, under the umbrella of Ministry 
of Water Resources (MoWR). 
 
 (c) Total cost of Telemetry System is Rs. 23,834.707 Million and 
allocation for this Financial Year (2025-26) is Rs. 4.4 Billion (copy 
enclosed). It is hoped that after completion of this project most of the 
water distribution issues will be resolved. 
 
 (d) Telemetry System being installed is primarily aimed at real-
time tamper-proof data. All provinces have been associated with the 
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execution of this project from the beginning. WAPDA is executing this 
project.

 Minister for Railways (Mr. Muhammad Hanif Abbasi): (a) It is 
apprised that train operation was closed or Mardan-Dargai section in 2008. 
There used to run two pai of mixed trains on this section (P477/P478, 
P489/P480) These trains were closed for want of commercial viability. 
 

 (b) Presently, there is no proposal under consideration to restore 
above said section. 
 

 (c) A total of 334 acres (2,674.6 kanal) land is owned by Pakistan 
Railways from Mardan–Dargai section, out of17 
 which 10.16 acres have been leased out through competitive bidding, 
while NOCs for 7 acres have been issued to various government 
departments for differen Government needs and welfare projects in 
accordance with approved policies.

 Minister for Railways (Mr. Muhammad Hanif Abbasi): (a) 
During the period from 1st July, 2021 to 30th June, 2024, Pakistan 
Railways has operated 16,049 numbers of goods trains out of which 125 
(0.70%) goods train suffered derailments over the Pakistan Railways 
network. The cause-wise summarized position from 2022 to 2024 
tabulated below:

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 (b) The following steps are taken to prevent accidents on the 
Pakistan Railways network: 
 
Measures Undertaken for Safety:  
 

1.  Regular training and refresher courses at the Railway 
Academy are held to enhance the competency of the 
operational staff. 

 
2. Inspections by officers and senior subordinates as per the 

defined quota are conducted to ensure safety compliance and 
protocols. 

 
3. Safety Bulletins and “Rule of the Month” are circulated on 

monthly basis for operating staff guidance. 
 
4. Inspections of level crossings are conducted by the concerned 

authorities, besides 168 out of 536 vulnerable un-manned 
level crossings throughout the system have been upgraded. 
Up- gradation of remaining vulnerable level crossings is in 
progress with the assistance of concerned provincial 
governments as per Railway Act 1890. 

 
5. Periodic safety seminars and workshops to build capacity and 

awareness are held at the divisional level.

6. Disciplinary actions have been taken against those held 
responsible for the accidents. 

 
63. *Syed Waseem Hussain: 
 

Will the Minister for Water Resources be pleased to state: 
 

(a) the details of the surveys conducted for deep sea water in 
Karachi; and 

 
(b) details of action already taken or being taken in this regard? 

  
 Admissibility is being re-considered because the Ministry has 
referred the question to Science and Technology Division for acceptance. 
 
 
64. *Ms. Shagufta Jumani: 
 

Will the Minister for National Food Security and Research be 
pleased to state: 

 
(a) whether any mechanism exists to test regulate the quality of 

seeds being sold in the market particularly with regard to 
Genetically Modified Organisms (GMOs); 

 
(b) what steps have been taken to ensure that all GMO seeds are 

properly registered scientifically evaluated and 
environmentally assessed before being approved for 
commercial use; 

 
(c) whether there is any independent laboratory or authority 

responsible for regular testing of imported and locally 
produced seeds for GMO contamination; 

 
(d) what action is taken against the companies or individuals 

found selling unapproved or substandard genetically modified 
seeds; and 

 
(e) whether farmers are made aware of the risks, benefits and 

legal status of GMO crops before its use?  
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 Minister for National Food Security and Research (Rana 
Tanveer Hussain): (a) The Federal Seed Certification and Registration 
Department (FSC&RD) has the mandate to ascertain the germination and 
purity of seed samples including Bt/GM cotton crop. Quality of seeds is 
being ensure through field crop inspection and laboratory testing 
Currently, GMO testing is not being carried out a FSC&RD laboratory. 
 
 (b) FSC&RD register’s GMO Varieties only after Biosafety 
clearance for genetically modified varieties from National Biosafety 
Committee (NBC) of the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) 
working under Ministry of Climate Change. NBC has mandate to check 
Biosafety and Risk Assessment of the GMO crops. 
 
 (c) GMO seeds for commercial/sowing purpose is not allowed for 
import or local production. Currently, FSC&RD is not testing the locally 
produce and imported seed for GMO contamination. However, exporting 
countries provide a non-GMO certificate along with seed consignments of 
seed and at the point of entry this certificate is checked by the regulators. 
(DPP and FSC&RD). 
 
 (d) FSC&RD and Government of Punjab has taken action against 
the Seed Dealers involved in sale of fake and substandard seed. The 
details are given below: 
 

 
 
 In March 2024, Total 134 Seed Inspectors were nominated from 
the Agriculture Department of Punjab Government, for the Seed Act 
enforcement in the Punjab Province. 
 
 (e) Currently, only GMO cotton seed is cleared by National 
Biosafety Committee for commercial planting and is passed through all 
the agronomic and research-based trials along with risk assessment and 
Biosafety study by NBC. Only those varieties are allowed which are 
beneficial and conform to the standards. However, farmer awareness 
education is the mandate of provincial agricultural extension services. 
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65. *Mr. Dawar Khan Kundi: 
 

Will the Minister for National Health Services, Regulations and 
Coordination be pleased to state: 

 
(a) whether it is a fact that Pakistan continues to have one of the 

highest rates of stunting and malnutrition in the world, which 
cripples our future generations; and 

 
(b) what is the Government emergency plan to address this silent 

crisis? 
  
 Minister for National Health Services, Regulations and 
Coordination (Syed Mustafa Kamal): (a) Pakistan faces a severe 
malnutrition Crisis, with the National Nutrition Survey 2018 reporting 
40.2% stunting, 17.8% wasting, and 53% anemia among children under 
five, alongside widespread vitamin A, D, iron, and zinc deficiencies—
figures largely unchanged for decades due to persistent gaps in food 
security, maternal nutrition, health services, and WASH. Malnutrition 
drives nearly half of child deaths, impairs cognitive development, reduces 
educational attainment and workforce productivity, and contributes to 
Pakistan’s low Human Development Index (0.544 in 2022; 164th of 193 
countries). The World Bank and Global Nutrition Report estimate annual 
economic losses of 2-3% of GDP (USD 7-8 billion) from reduced 
productivity, healthcare costs, and lower lifetime earnings, while every 
USD 1 invested in nutrition yields up to USD 16 in returns—making 
urgent, multisectoral action to improve maternal and child nutrition both a 
public health and economic imperative. 
 
 (b) Health is a devolved subject under the 18th Amendment to the 
Constitution of Pakistan; however, the Ministry of National Health 
Services, Regulations & Coordination continues to play a critical 
stewardship role by providing national policy guidance and technical 
support to provinces/regions. 
 
 To strengthen nutrition programming across the country, the M/o 
NHSR&C has developed several key frameworks and guidelines, 
including, the National Maternal Nutrition Strategy, National Social, 
Behaviour Change Strategy for Maternal Nutrition and Pakistan National 
Food Fortification Strategy. 
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66. *Dr. Mahreen Razzaq Bhutto: 
 

Will the Minister for Water Resources be pleased to state: 
 

(a) whether the Neelum-Jhelum Hydro Power project faced 
delays, cost overruns and failed to meet its Power generation 
targets; 

 
(b) the original and final cost of the project, reasons for cost 

escalation and delay; 
 
(c) whether any inquiry has been conducted into the collapse of 

the tailrace tunnel and other structural issues; 
 
(d) whether the project has achieved its annual generation target 

of 5,150 GWH; 
(e) the steps taken by the Government to resolve contractual 

disputes, recover undue payments and address design flaws; 
and 

 
(f) the current operational status of the project and steps taken to 

ensure safety and uninterrupted generation? 
  
 Minister for Water Resources (Mr. Muhammad Mueen Wattoo): 
(a) • It is correct that the completion of the Project was delayed but it had 
many factors which were beyond the control of WAPDA or Neelum 
Jhelum Hydropower Company (NJHPC). Initially project delayed due to 
land acquisition which was to be carried out by Govt of AJ&K beyond 
control of WAPDA. Another important factor for delay was lack of funds 
with government during the period 2012 to 2015. Further, the scope of 
work tremendously increased as a result of numerous inevitably required 
design changes made by the Project Consultants after the award of the 
contract which were based on revised seismic parameters evaluated after 
earthquake of 2005. This also resulted in delay. 
 

• The project is located in challenging geological area known 
for its major seismic events. This also affected the progress on 
the Project as multiple rock burst events occurred during 
tunnel excavations by Tunnel Boring Machines causing delay 
in completion. 
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• The above mentioned delays resulted in extended completion 

period as well as cost overrun. Further enormous increase in 
scope of work also resulted in cost overrun of the Project. 

 
 Inspite of the above mentioned challenges, since after completion 
of the Project in 2018 till its closure in May 2024 due to tunnel collapse, 
the project has almost met its generation targets. The Project has generated 
about 20.03 billion units. At the approved tariff rate of Rs. 9.811per kwh 
the project has generated revenue of Rs. 182 billion while on the applied 
rate of tariff of Rs. 13.033 per kwh, revenue generated is about Rs. 262 
billion. The economic benefits attained through this generation are far 
greater. 
 

(b) •The cost of original PC-1 of the Project of 969 MW generation 
capacity approved in 2002 was Rs. 84.5 billion. However, 
based on that PC-1 of 2002, due to financial difficulties, the 
contract was awarded and work started after six years in 2008. 
Because of this delay, PC-1 cost of Rs. 84.5 billion was not a 
realistic estimate due to high inflation rate during that period, 
local currency depreciation and subsequent changes in design. 
Resultantly its 4th and final approved PC-1 was of Rs. 506 
billion. 

 
Reasons of cost overrun have also been stated in response to 
question ‘a’ above. 

 
• After collapse in TRT which occurred in July 2022, 

Independent Panel of Experts (IPOE) was engaged by 
NJHPC, in September 2022, to investigate the cause of failure 
and suggest remedial measures as per direction of Govt of 
Pakistan. IPOE submitted their report by identifying 
highlighting multiple reasons causing for this collapse. 

 
• After the incident of HRT collapse, for Inquiring in to the 

flaws and shortcomings, the Prime Minister constituted a 
committee headed by a former Federal Secretary, Mr. Shahid, 
vide Prime Minister Office Directive dated 20 May 2024. It is 
learnt that Committee has completed the investigation and has 
submitted the report to the Govt. Outcome of the investigation 
/ report has not been shared with WAPDA and NJHPC. 
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• In addition to this, under the instructions of the Govt. Ministry 

of Water Resources, vide notification dated 21 May 2025 
notified the constitution of the following Inquiry Commission 
for establishing accountability for omissions delays and 
misjudgments that led to the Tunnel collapse,

(d)• The proceedings of the Commission are underway.  
 
• With few exceptions like impacts of Kishen Ganga Project, 

the Project has achieved it generation targets. 
• For further clarification please refer to the response of 

question  
 “a” 
 

(e)• The major concern in this regard is closure of the contract 
which has happened due to a number of events beyond control 
of the contractor. The Taking Over Certificate (TOC) for the 
whole of works issued in September 2020. However, 
Subsequently, there were issues like restrictions imposed by 
the Government of AJ&K in 2020, because of covid-19 which 
restricted the Contractor’s movements/works. Additionally, 
shelling by Indian Army at Site CI, which is close to Indian 
border, made the working conditions for contractor almost 
non feasible for about two years. 

 

• Another important reason of delay was that the payment to the 
contractor against Electrical, Mechanical & Hydraulic works 
and for items to be imported was to be made in US Dollars. 
After year 2020 Govt. introduced F1 Form for making 
payment in dollars for which cases for approval is rooted 
through Ministry of Water Resources, Finance Division and 
State Bank of Pakistan, which is a very time consuming 
process. Implementation of this procedure was extra 
contractual as making payment before this and as per the 
contract was very simple. This has also caused delay in 
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importing different punch list items. Due to these difficulties 
the overall contract could not be closed. It is expected that 
contractor would soon complete his obligations which would 
result in closure of the contract. 

 

• The Chairman WAPDA/ BOD-Neelum Jhelum Hydropower 
Company has also constituted a committee for reviewing all 
the disputes with the Contractor including recoveries to be 
made from the Contractor, The Committee concluded the 
proceedings and the contract will be closed as per the 
recommendations of the committee. 

 
(f)• Due to tunnel collapse event of May 2024, the project is  

non-operational. PC-I for carrying out remedial/rehabilitation 
works has been prepared by WAPDA/NJHPC, which is 
currently under examination. These works will be carried out 
under the guidance of international experts so as to ensure 
sustainable power generation.

As per the route plan shared by 
the operator, the ferry will operate initially between Pakistan and Iran for 
religious tourism and later to Bandar Abbas, Muscat, Basra and Fujairah 
for tourism and commercial purposes. The NOC to operate ferry service 
was issued to M/s Sea-Keepers (PVT) LTD, on 22nd August, 2025, 
subject to the condition that the company shall commence its operations 
within six months from issuance of the license. 
 
 (b) Ministry of Maritime Affairs has, to date, issued a single 
NOC to M/s Sea Keepers (PVT) LTD, on 22nd August, 2025, for 
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operating domestic and international ferry services in Pakistan. No other 
company has, as yet, applied for the issuance of a license.

 Minister for Maritime Affairs (Mr. Muhammad Junaid Anwar): 
(a) The Government of Pakistan intends to consider ferry services from its 
ports, if any aspirant operator submits its application. In this regards, 
Ministry of Maritime Affairs has issued a No Objection Certificate (NOC) 
on 22nd August, 2025, to a private company namely M/s Sea Keepers 
Pvt.) Ltd. for operating domestic and international ferry services from 
Pakistan. According to the route plan submitted by the said operator, the 
ferry service shall initially commence operations between Pakistan and 
Iran with the objective of facilitating religious tourism. Furthermore, the 
operator has subsequently proposed to expand the service to Bandar Abbas 
(Iran), Muscat (Oman), Basra (Iraq), and Fujairah (UAE) for both tourism 
and commercial purposes. It is, however, apprised no other prospective 
operator has, so far, put forth such a proposal. 
 
 (b) If any aspirant operator submits for issuance of NoC to start 
ferry service between Pakistani seaport to Umm-e Qasr Port, it might have 
tremendous socio-economic opportunities.

Committee (PCCC) has not been receiving the Cotton Cess in full during 
the last. so many years. The Textile Mills are depositing the Cotton Cess 
only partially, which has resulted in inadequate collection and shortfall of 
funds required for cotton research activities. 
 
 Background of the issue is that in 2016, several textile mills filed a 
writ petition in various courts of law and obtained stay orders against the 
recovery of Cotton Cess. Acting under the cover of these stay orders, the 
textile mills across the country ceased payment of Cotton Cess to PCCC. 
Consequently, PCCC faced a severe financial criss and was constrained to 
disburse only partial salaries and pensions to its employees. 
 
 Although all the writ petitions were finally disposed of by the 
Honorable Supreme Court of Pakistan and the Honorable Lahore High 
Court during 2018 and 2023, respectively, and the matter was decided in 
favour of PCCC, a large number of textile mills have still not resumed 
regular payment of Cotton Cess.

Will the Minister for Railways be pleased to state what steps are 
being taken to remove encroachments from Railway properties in 
the country? 

  

 Minister for Railways (Mr. Muhammad Hanif Abbasi): 
Pakistan Railways owns a total of 168,858 acres of land across its network 
in Pakistan, out of which 13,115 acres, which is 7.7 percent of total land, 
are currently under encroachment. 
 

 In order to retrieve encroached land, Railways Administration has 
undertaken several measures over the last three years. Some of them are 
listed below: 
 

• Pakistan Railways has launched a comprehensive anti-
encroachment campaign in collaboration with provincial 
government authorities. Provincial Inspectors General and 
Chief Secretaries have been requested to provide full support, 
including deployment of law enforcement for maintaining 
order. 

 

• Quarterly anti-encroachment plans have been formulated, and 
legal notices under the Possession Ordinance 1965 have been 
issued, allowing a 14-day period for vacation of encroached 
land. 

 
• All railway land records have been digitized, georeferenced, 

and integrated with provincial databases through the Pakistan 
Railways Land Management and Information System 
(PRLMIS), which is also accessible via a mobile application 
for real-time tracking and efficient decision-making. 

 
• Unauthorized possession of railway land by Government 

departments are being regularized through leases under 
Railway land policy. 

 
• Commercial encroachments are being reviewed under 

Remedial Policy through lease agreements involving upfront 
premiums and arrears. 

 
• Any illegal occupation or encroachment is dealt with legal 

action as per rules and regulations of Pakistan Railways. 
Regular anti-encroachment operations are carried out to 
prevent fresh encroachments. From 2020 to June, 2025, a total 
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of 5,182 encroachment cases were reported, with a Challan 
rate of 99.58% and a conviction rate of 96.71%. Out of 5,611 
accused, 99.6% belonged to the general public, with nearly all 
arrested. 

 
 Due to the efforts mentioned above, an area of 2552 acres has been 
retrieved in last five years i.e. 2020-21 to 2024-25 all over the Railway 
Network. Details of retrieved land in last five financial years i.e. 2020-21 
to 2024-25 is as under:- 
 

 
 Recently, an anti-encroachment drive has been initiated since April 
2025 to retrieve valuable railway land which has shown significant results 
and around 781.84 acres PR land has been managed to retrieve in from 
July, 2024 to June, 2025. Furthermore, in the month of July and August, 
2025, PR Administration managed to vacate/retrieve 69.988 acres Railway 
land from encroachers.

 Draft bill was sent to M/o Law & Justice for vetting. M/o Law & 
Justice has returned bill for reconsideration after seeking approval of the 
CCI. Accordingly, a summary was forwarded along with draft bill for 
consideration of the CCI.

 Minister for Railways (Mr. Muhammad Hanif Abbasi): (a) It is 
informed that Sangjani Railway station, situated in Rawalpindi Division, 
has been commercially closed w.e.f. 02-12-2014. At that time Rawalpindi 
Express (267Up/268Dn) was observing stoppage at Sangjani station. The 
average earning per day per train of Sangjani station was only Rs.87/- 
which does not meet the criteria fixed for allowing stoppage. The criteria 
fixed for allowing stoppage at a station is Rs. 50,000/-per day per train for 
mail / Express trains on Branch Line. Hence the stoppage of Hazara 
Express at Sangjani railway station is not commercially viable. It is also 
apprised that Golra Sharif and Taxila Cantt stations are 11 Km and 8 KMs 
distant from Sangjani Railway Station, respectively. It is pertinent to 
mention here that Hazara Express (11Up/12Dn) is observing stoppages at 
Golra Sharif and Taxila Cantt stations. The public of Sangjani may avail 
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the facility of Hazara Express from these adjoining stations i.e., Golra 
Sharif and Taxila Cantt stations.

(a) whether Pakistan’s per capita water availability has declined 
to critical scarcity levels; 

 
(b) whether the situation is worsening due to climate change, 

upstream water diversions, and inadequate storage capacity;

(c) what immediate and long-term measures are being taken by 

the Federal Government to ensure equitable water 
distribution among provinces; increase national water 
storage capacity implement climate adaptation measures such 
as desalination and rainwater harvesting and protect the 
country’s water resources from external and internal threats? 

 
 Minister for Water Resources (Mr. Muhammad Mueen Wattoo): 
(a) Hydrologists assess water scarcity by analyzing the population water 
equation. Domains of scarcity based on per capita water availability are 
often defined as: 
 

• Water stress: <1,700 cubic meter/person/year 
 
• Water scarcity: <1,000 cubic meter/person/year 
 
• Absolute scarcity: <500 cubic meter/person/year 

 
 In 1951, Pakistan’s annual per capita water availability was 
approximately 5,260 cubic meters. By 2016, it had declined to the water 
scarcity threshold of 1,000 cubic meters. As of recent estimates, it has 
further decreased to around 860 cubic meters, reflecting Pakistan’s 
transition from a water-stressed to a water-scarce country (NWP-2018)1. 
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 Main cause of decline in Pakistan per capita water availability is its 
rapid growth of population. According to the Pakistan Bureau of Statistics 
(PBS) and the 7th Population and Housing Census-2023, the current 
population growth rate of Pakistan is 2.55% annually and a total 
population of 241.49 million. Between 1972 and 2020, the population 
grew 2.6 times, increasing water demand. Over the years, water 
withdrawals have increased, with 82% of renewable water resources now 
being used, compared to 62% in 19772. 
 
 Recognizing the situation, federal and provincial governments 
have been made aware, leading to the launch of initiatives aimed at 
mitigating the country’s growing water scarcity. 
 
 (b) It is fact that the situation is worsening due to climate change. 
Altered rainfall patterns: more erratic monsoons, longer dry spells, heavier 
rainfall when it comes (flash floods), accelerated glacier melt in the 
Himalayas / Karakoram / Hindu Kush feeding the Indus: this can 
temporarily increase flows (and flood risk), but threatens long-term 
reliability especially as glaciers recede. In connection with that rising 
temperatures may increase evaporation, reduce water availability, strain 
both surface and groundwater. There are also cross-border impacts: for 
instance, water variations from Indian dams may affect river behavior in 
Pakistan. 
  
 Besides, inefficient irrigation (canals with seepage, traditional 
flood irrigation, etc.), lack of water conservation, overuse of groundwater 
is also impacting the water availability in the Indus Basin Irrigation 
System. Regarding upstream water diversions, the proposed or ongoing 
diversion projects (like canals) may reduce downstream flow for various 
uses, only when such divisions are planned without keeping in view the 
surplus water available in the system. 
 
 Loss of reservoir capacity due to siltation has reduced Pakistan’s 
live storage significantly. Major dams (like Tarbela, Mangla, Chashma) 
have lost around 15% or more of their live storage capacity over decades. 
Presently, the total live storage capacity of reservoirs (Tarbela, Mangla & 
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Chashma) is 13.32 MAF. A comparison of original and current live
