18. *Ms. Shahida Rehmani: 
 (Deferred during 23rd session) 
 

Will the Minister for Finance and Revenue be pleased to state: 
 
(a)  the income tax payable by a full time Teacher and Researcher 

employed in a non-profit educating or research institution 
was retrospectively reduced to 25% with effect from first day 
of July, 2022 in the Finance Act, 2025; 

 
(b)  whether it is a fact that 100% income tax of the above said 

Teachers and Researchers was deducted during Financial 
Year 2024-25; if so, the details thereof; and 

 
(c)  the time by which amounts equivalent to 25% exemptions be 

returned to the above said employees? 
 
 Minister for Finance and Revenue (Senator Muhammad 
Aurangzeb): (a) As per clause (3A) of Part III of the Second Schedule to 
the Income Tax Ordinance, 2001, inserted through the Finance Act, 2025, 
the 25% rebate on income tax payable by full-time teachers and 
researchers employed in non-profit educational or research institutions is 
deemed to have remained in force from 1st July, 2022 to 30th June, 2025 
and ended to be available thereafter. 
 

Accordingly, for the tax year 2026 (financial year 2025-26), all 
withholding agents are required to deduct income tax from the salaries of 
teachers and researchers in accordance with the Income Tax Ordinance, 
2001, by applying the prescribed salary tax slabs applicable to individuals, 
in the same manner as for other salaried taxpayers. 
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(b) Not correct. 
 

Large number of teachers and researchers have claimed the rebate 
throughout Pakistan during the year 2024-25. 

 

To support the contention, AGPR alone has allowed tax rebate 
amounting to Rs. 6.9 billion from 953,080 taxpayers during the financial 
year 2024-25. It is pertinent to mention here that AGPR disburse salaries 
to the Federal Government employees working in Federal capital and the 
provinces and hence allowed the rebate in the above-mentioned cases. The 
figures do not include teachers and researchers employed in provincial 
public-sector institutions or in private-sector educational and research 
institutions. 

 
In view of the foregoing, presumption regarding deduction of 

100% income tax from the salaries of teachers and researchers during the 
financial year 2024-25 does not appear to be supported by the data 
available with the Federal Board of Revenue (FBR). 

 
(c) All refundable amounts declared through income tax 

returns are processed upon receipt of the prescribed applications, in 
accordance with the procedure laid down in the law. All such applications 
are processed within the stipulated legal time limits. 

 
Regarding refunds in the cases where rebate has not been claimed, 

it is submitted that claiming of refunds is a continuous activity and vary 
from person to person. The number of such cases in which refund has been 
claimed for the year 2024-25 (so far) is 170,330. The remaining taxpayers 
may claim refunds of excess income tax deductions in due course, in 
accordance with the provisions of the law.

Will the Minister for Finance and Revenue be pleased to state: 
 
(a) whether the recent fiscal and revenue measures were 

introduced to meet commitments made with the International 
Monetary Fund (IMF) under the ongoing programme; if so, 
the details thereof; 
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(b)  what specific International Monetary Fund (IMF) conditions 
are required for immediate adjustments in taxation, subsidies, 
or expenditure controls and what fiscal outcomes the 
Government expects from these measures; 

 
(c)  whether any assessment was conducted to determine the 

impact of these IMF-linked actions on inflation, household 
purchasing power and the financial stability of businesses; if 
so, details thereof; and 

 
(d)  the steps being taken by the Ministry for long term reforms to 

strengthen public finances, broaden the tax base, improve 
compliance and reduce future dependences on IMF 
assistance? 

 
Minister for Finance and Revenue (Senator Muhammad 

Aurangzeb): (a) The main commitment with IMF is to generate general 
government primary surplus of 1.6% of the GDP. The budget making is an 
inclusive, consultative and structured process, in which feedback from all 
concerned stakeholders were obtained and thereafter considered for 
incorporation in Finance Act. For this purpose, budget proposals are 
solicited from FBR’s own field formations, different chambers of 
commerce and industries, trade bodies, government ministries and public 
at large. Budget meetings were also held as a part of this exercise. Due 
deliberations were conducted on budget proposals, their fiscal impact 
valuated and most appropriate were incorporated through Finance Act. 

 
In addition to the foregoing, the Finance Bill was duly examined 

by the Standing Committees of the National Assembly and the Senate on 
Finance and Revenue. Both Standing Committees carried out a thorough 
scrutiny of each and every clause of the Finance Bill. It is pertinent to 
mention that, during the year under review, the Standing Committee of the 
National Assembly on Finance and Revenue formally presented the 
Finance Bill before the National Assembly, whereupon it was finally 
enacted in the form of the Finance Act, 2025. 

 
The recent fiscal and revenue measures are primarily determined 

by the budgetary requirements of the country, including expenditure needs 
for debt servicing, defence, social protection, development priorities, and 
essential public services. Revenue measures are therefore designed 
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through the annual budget process to ensure fiscal balance and 
sustainability in line with national priorities. 

 
These domestically determined fiscal efforts are consistent with, 

and reinforce, the broader macroeconomic framework agreed under the 
IMF-supported programme, which focuses on restoring stability and 
strengthening public finances. While the programme sets aggregate fiscal 
objectives, the choice, composition, and sequencing of revenue measures 
remain the sovereign prerogative of the Government of Pakistan, 
reflecting local economic conditions, distributional considerations, and 
administrative feasibility. 

 
 (b) Overall IMF conditions require controlling the Expenditures 
while safeguarding social protection spending. Specifically, Power 
subsidies will be contained at Rs 893 billion, 0.7 percent of GDP, 
reflecting the reduction in the target on Circular Debt accumulation. There 
are commitments of not allowing fuel subsidies and cross subsidies. 
Similarly, it has been committed by provinces not to give subsidies on 
electricity and gas bills. Additionally, the disbursement of subsidies and 
other expenditures is being carefully managed through a quarterly release 
strategy and austerity measures to achieve the Primary Surplus target set 
by the IMF. 
 

The IMF-supported programme does not prescribe individual tax 
rates or specific fiscal measures. Instead, it focuses on aggregate fiscal 
outcomes, notably: 

 
• Achieving and sustaining a primary surplus to reduce public 

debt over the medium term; 

• Strengthening revenue mobilization to raise the tax-toGDP 
ratio; 

• Containing non-priority expenditures while protecting social 
and development spending; and 

• Improving the efficiency and credibility of fiscal policy 
 

As outlined in the Memorandum of Economic and Financial 
Policies (MEFP), Pakistan has committed to maintaining a primary surplus 
of around 1.6-2.0 percent of GDP over the medium term, which is central 
to placing public debt on a declining trajectory and creating fiscal space 
for social protection, climate resilience, and growth-enhancing 
investments. 
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The Government expects these aggregate outcomes to contribute to 
macroeconomic stability, reduce financing pressures, increase revenue 
mobilization and enhance investor confidence. 

 
 (c) IMF actions at fiscal front are reviewed and concurred by all 
relevant stakeholders before finalization and publication in Memorandum 
of Economic and Financial Policies (MEFP) after second successful 
review of EFF programme, IMF and government inflation targets are 
aligned. Despite some short run inflationary disruptions after floods 2025, 
SBP is of the view that inflation will remain within target range of 5-7 
percent in medium term. Inflationary pressures remained below target 
during Jul-Nov FY2026 keeping expectations well-anchored. The stable 
inflationary environment is considered pro business and growth friendly. 
 
 Moreover, in order to support purchasing power, BISP funding has 
been increased to Rs 716 billion, a 21 percent rise, to cushion low-income 
households against higher prices in Budget 2025-26 out of which  
Rs. 143.5 billion has been spent. 
 
 According to Foreign Investment Confidence Survey, November 
2025 (OICCI), overall business confidence in Pakistan has significantly 
improved by 22% (up by 11%). 
 
 Furthermore, Moody’s, Fitch, and the International Finance 
Corporation (IFC), Pakistan’s economic outlook have revised positively, 
reflecting growing confidence in the country’s macroeconomic stability 
and reform trajectory. 
 
 Many steps are being taken to ensure Fiscal Consolidation by the 
Federal Government for long term reforms to strengthen Public Finance, 
as follows: 
 

1.  Current expenditure is being reduced. 

2.  Federal Government is being Right-sized. 

3.  Stringent austerity measures. 

4.  Federal grants are being rationalized and SOE reforms 
implemented to reduce fiscal burden. 

5.  Privatization of SOEs. The Government is undertaking a 
comprehensive program of structural and institutional reforms 
to strengthen public finances, enhance domestic revenue 
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mobilization, and progressively reduce Pakistan’s reliance on 
external financing, including IMF support. Central to this 
reform agenda is the modernization of tax administration and 
the formalization of economic activity through the 
Transformation Plan being implemented by the Federal Board 
of Revenue, alongside complementary reforms in public 
financial management and expenditure efficiency led by the 
Ministry of Finance. 

  

 (d) A key pillar of these reforms is the systematic use of third-
party data and digital enforcement tools to broaden the tax base and 
improve compliance sustainably. Enhanced data integration with external 
sources, including identity, financial, transactional, and sectoral datasets, 
has enabled the identification of previously undocumented economic 
activity and high-probability potential taxpayers. This approach is 
complemented by simplified tax returns, sectoral digitization initiatives 
such as production monitoring, track-and-trace systems, POS integration, 
e-invoicing, and strengthened withholding oversight, all of which improve 
documentation, reduce discretion, and embed compliance into routine 
economic transactions rather than relying on episodic enforcement. 
 

 In parallel, the Government is pursuing medium-term institutional 
reforms to reduce dependence on ad hoc revenue measures. These include 
strengthening tax policy formulation capacity, rationalizing tax 
expenditures and exemptions, improving audit and enforcement credibility 
through legal and litigation reforms, and implementing performance-based 
management within revenue institutions. The creation of Tax Policy Unit 
(TPU) is a step towards achieving this object of strengthening the policy 
formulation capacity of the Government. 
 

 As reflected in commitments under the IMF program and the 
MEFP, sustained revenue mobilization anchored in structural reform, 
rather than temporary adjustments, is essential to raising the tax-to-GDP 
ratio over the medium term. Collectively, these measures are designed to 
place public finances on a more resilient footing, support development and 
social objectives, and gradually reduce Pakistan’s dependence on external 
financial assistance by strengthening domestic fiscal capacity. 
 
 Further to reduce future dependencies on IMF assistance, it is 
submitted that measures being taken for fiscal consolidation and long-term 
public finance reforms will ultimately reduce reliance on IMF support in 
future.

impact on economic development? 
 
 Minister for Economic Affair (Senator Ahad Khan Cheema): 
(a) As per mandate assigned under the Rules of Business, 1973, Economic 
Affairs Division is responsible for assessment of requirements, 
programming and negotiations for external economic assistance from 
foreign governments and organizations. The assistance is in form of 
grants, loans, technical assistance. 
 

As per its mandate, EAD is responsible for mobilizing external 
economic assistance from foreign governments and organizations, whereas 
management or implementation of the project is the responsibility of the 
respective line ministries, executing agencies, or implementing divisions. 
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Thus, EAD’s role is linked to facilitating external resource 
inflows and ensuring compliance with international commitments, while 
the operational aspects of project management remain with the designated 
implementing authorities. This distinction is critical to avoid overlap of 
functions and to maintain efficiency in both resource mobilization and 
project execution. 
 

In the last fiscal year 2024-25, financing agreements for 83 
projects were signed by Economic Affairs Division with different 
Development partners. The details are annexed at Annex-A. 

 
(b) The current status of 83 projects, with disbursement status 

is annexed at Annex-B.

3. *Nawabzada Mir Jamal Khan Raisani: 
 

Will the Minister for Commerce be pleased to state whether it is a 
fact that the Ministry included Balochistan’s key products such as 
dates, grapes, apples and fishes in any export promotion 
framework?  

   
 Minister for Commerce (Jam Kamal Khan): The Trade 
Development Authority of Pakistan (TDAP), has always included 
Baluchistan’s companies and exporters in the Export Promotion 
Framework through capacity building, product development and export 
promotion activities. Details of Activities and participation from the 
Baluchistan are given as under 
 

1.  Flagship Events and Exhibition Support (FoodAg Series 
and Other Exhibitions): TDAP built a dedicated pavilion of 
48 sq meters space for Baluchistan based companies from 
agriculture sector (Fruits & Vegetables) in FoodAg 
Manufacturing 2025 while Twenty nine (29) companies from 
Baluchistan were brought to Karachi to participate in FoofAg, 
2025. In addition, at least one company from Baluchistan 
participated in each of Global Food Week, Abu Dhabi, 2025, 
7th Jordan International Date Palm Festival, Jordan, 2025, 
Exhibition in Saudi Arabia 7th Feb 2025. Whereas four (4) 
companies from Baluchistan participated in Pak Iran business

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delegation, three (3) companies in Pakistan-Uzbekistan PM 
Delegation - Feb 2025 and 2 companies of women 
entrepreneurs from Baluchistan participated in 12th Wexnet 
held in January 2025. 

 
2.  Date Palm Sector Promotion: 20 Baluchistan-based date 

producers participated in the 2nd Pakistan International Date 
Palm Show held from 16th —18th September 2025 at Expo 
Centre Karachi, providing exposure to domestic and 
international buyers and strengthening branding of 
Baluchistan’s date varieties. 

 
3.  Awareness, Capacity Building and SME Facilitation: 

Conducted seventeen (17) workshops, seminars and webinars 
during FY 2023-25 on Good Agricultural Practices, post-
harvest handling, value addition, packaging, quality 
compliance and export opportunities for dates, apples and 
grapes. In addition to this TDAP, through its Regional Office 
Quetta, organized awareness sessions on fisheries and meat 
processing opportunities in Baluchistan involving private 
sector meat and fish processing units, Quetta Chamber of 
Commerce & Industry, Fisheries Department and Livestock & 
Dairy Development Department, Government of Baluchistan. 
These initiatives particularly focused on export preparedness 
of small and medium enterprises (SMEs) and inclusion of 
women entrepreneurs engaged in processing, packaging and 
value-added agro-products. 

 
4.  Sector Development and Field Assessments (Fisheries and 

Meat) 
 TDAP conducted on-ground assessments of the fisheries and 

meat processing sectors in Baluchistan through field visits to 
Gwadar Fisheries Harbour, Pasni Fish Harbour and Jiwani 
coastal areas. Consultations were held with Gwadar Industrial 
Estate Development Authority (GIEDA) and Gwadar 
Chamber of Commerce & Industry. Key gaps identified 
included the need for rehabilitation of Pasni Fish Harbour, 
strengthening of cold-chain and certification facilities at 
Gwadar, and integration of seafood value chains to curb 
informal cross-border trade.

Will the Minister for Commerce be pleased to state: 
 

(a) the details of Pakistan’s trade deficit with neighboring 
countries during the Fiscal Year 2025 and its comparison 
with the corresponding period last year; 

 
(b)  the specific export and import figures with major partners 

such as China, Afghanistan and Bangladesh; and 
 
(c)  the policy measures being taken by the Ministry to reverse the 

declining export trend, trade gap and to diversify markets to 
improve overall balance of trade? 

 
 Minister for Commerce (Jam Kamal Khan): (a), (b) & (c) The 
details of Pakistan’s trade deficit with its neighboring countries including 
China and India are as under: 
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• During FY 2024-25, Pakistan’s trade deficit with China 
widened to USD 14.63 billion, up from USD 11.95 billion in 
FY 2023-24, mainly due to rising imports. 

 
• Similarly, the trade deficit with India increased marginally to 

USD 295.49 million in FY 2024-25 from USD 278.35 million 
last year. Trade with India remains suspended with the 
exception: pharmaceutical products w.e.f. 09-08-2019. 

 

 
 

China: 
 

The Ministry of Commerce (MOC) is undertaking a number of 
initiatives to reverse the declining export trend, bridge trade gap and 
improve overall balance of trade with China. A few key among these 
include the following: 

 
• The MOC is engaged with China to improve its market access 

at par with ASEAN. 

• 15 Protocols (agreements) for export of agri products have 
been signed with China of which the recently signed ones are 
for cooked beef, dairy, dried chilies, cherries, donkey hides 
and traditional Chinese medicine. A few others are in pipeline 
such as maize, dried fruits and nuts etc. 

• Successful organization of B2B in China on PM’s visit in 
June 2024 and in Aug-Sep 2025 promoting direct 
engagements and partnerships and yielding a large number of 
MoUs and JVs 

• Strengthening of trade missions by 20 new posts of Trade 
Development Officers (TDOs) and Investment Officers (IOs) 
in China in 2024 
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• Visit of the Chinese expert delegation for experience sharing 
in areas of trade, investment and industry. 

• Participation in the 7th CIIE (November 2024), Canton Fair 
(April-May 2025), and a National Pavilion. 

India: 
 
• Trade with India remains suspended with the exception: 

pharmaceutical products w.e.f. 09-08-2019. 
 

Bangladesh: 
Enhanced engagement with Bangladesh is among the other key 

policy measures being pursued by the Ministry of Commerce to diversify 
export markets and improve the overall balance of trade, as outlined 
below: 

 

(a) The bilateral government-to-government (G2G) trade 
engagement has been revitalized after the change of 
government in Bangladesh. 

(b)  An MoU was signed between Pakistan and Bangladesh for the 
export of up to 200,000 MT rice per annum on a G-2-G basis, 
Pakistan has successfully exported 50,000 MT of white rice 
(Irri-6). A subsequent tranche of 50,000 MT was finalized on 
14th December, 2025. 

(c)  Both sides established a Joint Working Group (JWG) on 
Trade, with the MoU signed during the Commerce Minister’s 
August 2025 visit. 

(d)  The Joint Business Council (JBC) between FPCCI and 
FBCCI was renewed (Jan 2025); a Pakistan-Bangladesh 
Business Forum was held in Dhaka (April 2025). 

(e)  Since Jan 2025, multiple trade delegations (textiles, sports 
goods, pharmaceuticals, machinery, etc.) have visited 
Bangladesh, with more planned. 

(f)  MoU on Argri-trade between both the countries on a G2G 
basis is also being finalized.

AFGHANISTAN 

 
Bilateral Trade:  
 

Pakistan and Afghanistan implemented Early Harvest Program 
(EHP) from 1st August, 2025, wherein custom duties concessions on four 
(04) agro products each from both sides are given to enhance bilateral 
trade.  
 
Transit Trade:  

 
After consultation with relevant stakeholders, Ministry of 

Commerce took the following measures to ease the restriction on Afghan 
Transit Trade to facilitate transit trade in May 2025. 

 
i.  Removal of more than 50% items from the 10% processing fee 

items list. 

ii.  Reduction of scanning and examination of ATT cargo to 10% 
& 5% respectively. 

iii.  As financial security for ATT, inclusion of insurance 
guarantee by AA++ companies in addition to bank guarantee.

Temporary Admission Document (TAD) for vehicles, drivers & 
cleaners was implemented from June 2024, which streamlined the 
transport sector of both countries. 

 
One Document Regime (ODR) is implemented from 1st 

September, 2025 for drivers & cleaners across all BCPs and every driver 
and cleaner requires valid passport and visa to enter into territory of 
Pakistan while TAD is used for vehicles 

 
Due to the continuous engagement between the two sides, the 

following long-standing issues in bilateral trade were amicably resolved: 
 

i. Expeditious clearance of perishable goods at all BCPs; 

ii.  Re fumigation of Afghan cotton; 

iii.  Valuation of coal imported from Afghanistan. 
 

IRAN 
 

The steps taken by Ministry of Commerce are as follows: 
 

(i)  Minister for Commerce co-chaired 22nd Session of Pak-Iran 
Joint Economic Commission on 15th – 16th September, 2025 
in Tehran, Iran. First-ever Pakistan-Iran Joint Business Forum 
was organized at Tehran on 15th September, 2025 on the 
sidelines of 22nd Session of JEC. Around 40 Pakistani 
Companies from diverse sectors participated in the Business 
Forum and held B2B meetings with the Iranian Companies to 
explore avenues of bilateral trade. 

 
(ii)  Ministry of Commerce issued the revised Barter Trade S.R.O. 

1989(I)/2025 dated 17th October, 2025. The Barter Trade 
Mechanism will become fully operational after necessary 
modifications in the customs module of barter trade. 

 
(iii)  Reactivation of the Mand-Pishin Joint Border Market on 30th 

July, 2025 marks a significant milestone in bilateral trade 
facilitation. The Joint Border Market remains operational for 
three (03) days a week. Efforts are underway for 
operationalization of the remaining two joint border markets 
at Chegdi-Kouhak and Gabd-Reemdan, which are essential 
for improving livelihoods in the border regions. 
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(iv)  The text of Pak-Iran FTA has been finalized by both sides and 
a Joint Ministerial Statement on the intent to finalize the Pak-
Iran FTA was signed on 3rd August, 2025 during the visit of 
President of Iran to Islamabad. The annexes to the Agreement 
are under negotiation at technical level. 

 

UZBEKISTAN 
 

The steps taken by Government of Pakistan to foster closer trade 
and economic cooperation encouraging business partnerships with 
Uzbekistan are briefly given below: 

 
(i)  Uzbekistan Pakistan Transit Trade Agreement (UPTTA) was 

signed on 15th July, 2021 and has been operational since 
March, 2022. 

 
(ii)  Uzbekistan Pakistan Preferential Trade Agreement was signed 

on 3rd March, 2022, which is operational since March 2023. 
 

• The volume of bilateral trade between the two countries 
is increasing substantially after signing of the 
Agreements on Transit and Preferential Trade. 

 
• The two sides have finalized second phase of Pak-

Uzbekistan PTA, which will be signed on 5th Feb 2026. 
 

(iii)  Opening of Commercial Section in Tashkent in 2023, to 
enhance trade diplomacy with Uzbekistan 

 
(iv) Pakistan-Uzbekistan Business Forums were held on 4th 

November, 2024 and February, 2025 in Tashkent and B2B 
meetings were held between companies of diverse sectors of 
both sides. 

 
(v)  Last session of Pakistan-Uzbekistan IGC was held on 3rd-4th 

November, 2024 at Tashkent During the session, decisions 
regarding the economic and trade cooperation in diverse 
sectors i.e, Agriculture, Pharmaceuticals, Energy, Sports, 
Tourism, Education were taken. 

 
(vi)  Single-Country Exhibition & Logistics Forum: 
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• Pakistan organized “Made in Pakistan” Single-Country 
Exhibition at Uz-Expo Centre, Tashkent on 28th - 30th 
June, 2024 to capitalize on the business opportunities 
after signing of the PTA and AUPTT. 

 
• Pakistan-Uzbekistan Logistics Forum was also held on 

29th June, 2024 at International Hotel, Tashkent on the 
side-lines of the exhibition. 

 
• The first Made in Uzbekistan Single Country Exhibition 

was held on 11th - 13th February, 2025 at Expo Centre 
Lahore. 

 
(vii)  Globe Pakistan Summit, 2025 to advance digital trade and  

e-commerce. 
 

(ix)  Pak-Uzbekistan business forum will be held on 6th Feb., 2026 
during the visit of President of Uzbekistan to Islamabad 

 

KAZAKHSTAN

Khlid Maqbool Siddiqui): (a) Yes, it is a fact that free meals are being 
provided to students in educational institutions of Islamabad under the 
administrative control of the Ministry of Federal Education and 
Professional Training. 
 

At present, free breakfast/lunch meals are being provided in a  total 
of 254 educational institutions with approximately 57,045 beneficiary 
students, details of which are as under: 

 

• Federal Directorate of Education (FDE): Free meals are 
being provided in 222 federal public schools located in 
Urban Areas, Sihala, Nilore, Bara Kahu, and Tarnul. The 
program currently benefits 57,045 students. The 
Government provides 75% funding, while Allah Waley 
Trust supports logistics and contributes the remaining 25%. 
Annex-I . 
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• Directorate General of Special Education (DGSE): Free 
lunch is being provided to children enrolled in 05 special 
education institutions, namely: 

 
1.  National Special Education Centre for Visually 

Handicapped Children, G-7/2, Islamabad 
 
2.  National Special Education Centre for Physically 

Handicapped Children, G-8/4, Islamabad 
 
3.  National Special Education Centre for Hearing Impaired 

Children, H-9/4, Islamabad 
 
4.  Rehabilitation Centre for Children with

• Directorate General of Basic Education Community

(b) The practice of providing free meals has been implemented in 

phases: 
 
• The School Meal Program was formally launched in 

February 2022, initially covering 40 federal public primary 
schools under FDE. 

 
• The program was significantly expanded in April 2024 with 

funding from the Ministry of Federal Education and 
Professional Training, extending coverage to additional FDE 
schools and Basic Education Community Schools. 

 
• In Special Education Institutions, the provision of free 

meals commenced on 22.01.2025. 
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At present, the program continues to operate successfully, ensuring 
improved nutrition, attendance, and learning outcomes for students in 
Islamabad’s public sector educational institutions.

“However, it is disturbing to note that for the last 16 years 
seniority list has been formulated on the basis of departmental practice. 
This lapse can not go unnoticed and unredressed. We therefore, impose 
costs of Rs. 1,000,000/- (Rs. one million) in terms of order XXVIII, rule-3 
of the Supreme Court rules, 1980 on the respondent-department. The costs 
shall be deposited with any rcognized charity duly appearing in the 
thirteenth schedule to the Income Tax Ordinance, 2001, within a 
forthnight and receipt be placed on the record of this case. In case of its 
failure to pay the cost, office shall put up this case before the bench for 
appropriate orders.”

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(b) The cost so awarded was met from the allocated budget for 
FY 2024-25. As no supplementary grant was necessary. reference to the 
Finance Division was not required.

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 With regard to Sr. No. 1 to 4 of Part-B, the officials, upon 
completion of their tenure of posting, did not report back to the Ministry. 
Consequently, disciplinary proceedings were initiated against them under 
the E&D Rules, 2020. Upon conclusion of the disciplinary proceedings, 
the officials have been dismissed from service. 
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 The official was recalled on recommendations of the High 
Commissioner Canberra/CG, Sydney on account of fact finding inquiry 
conducted against him. However, he failed to report back at Headquarters. 
Accordingly, disciplinary proceedings were initiated against the official 
which culminated on his dismissal from the service with effect from

 Minister for Planning, Development and Special Initiatives 
(Mr. Ahsan Iqbal Chaudhary): (a) Following the 18th Amendment to 
the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan, water has become a 
devolved subject. Consequently, provincial governments have developed 
their own policies and plans to address water-related issues, including 
drinking water. However, under its mandated role, the Pakistan Council of 
Research in Water Resources (PCRWR) for the research purpose has 
conducted water quality assessments under its National Water Quality 
Monitoring Programme (2025-2026) covering 70 cities across Pakistan, 
including Dera Ismail Khan. During this programme, 32 groundwater 
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samples were collected in June 2025 from public water supply schemes 
and private bores in Dera Ismail Khan. Testing of these at PCRWR’s 
National Water Quality Laboratory Islamabad has revealed that 13 
samples exceeded the World Health Organization (WHO) guideline value 
of 10 µg/L for arsenic, However, none of the samples exceeded the 
Pakistan’s National Dirking Water Quality Standards permissible limit for 
arsenic such as 50 µg/L. 
 
 (b) Provision of safe drinking water, including mitigation of 
contamination issues, is a devolved subject after the 18th Amendment. 
Accordingly, the responsibility for taking remedial measures, 
implementing water treatment interventions, and ensuring public health 
‘safeguards rests with the Provincial Government. 
 
 (c) The matter falls within the purview of the Provincial

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 Minister for Planning, Development and Special Initiatives 
(Mr. Ahsan Iqbal Chaudhary): (a) PC-I of Shahdara Dam Project has 
not been received in M/o Planning, Development & Special Initiatives. 
 

Capital Development Authority (CDA) has informed that the 
Prime Minister constituted a Task Force to address water supply 
challenges of Islamabad and Rawalpindi. The Task Force directed CDA in 
its meeting held on 25-06-2025 to carry out Feasibility Study of the 
project. They, further have informed that WAPDA has completed the 
Feasibility Study. Consultants have been engaged on G-to-G basis to 
finalize the design and study. Upon completion of the task, the PC-I will 
be prepared and shared with Planning Commission for further processing 
of approval. 

 
(b) As informed by CDA, the project is proposed on Shahdara 

Nullah in Shahdara valley in the jurisdiction of Islamabad Capital 
Territory’(ICT). A proposal of 33m high and 68m long concrete gravity 
dam has been initiated which will store 690 Acre-ft of water. It will supply 
10 MGD (Million Gallons per Day) water to filtration plan on daily basis. 

 
(c) CDA has reported that WAPDA has submitted the Draft 

Feasibility Study to CDA on 06-01-2026. Some important findings of 
Feasibility Study shared by CDA, are given below: 

 
• Tentative cost= Rs. 3.62 billion 

• Reservoir Area= 25 Acres 

• Gross Storage Capacity= 690 Acre-ft 

• Daily Water Supply= 10 MGD 

• FIRR= 12.33% 

• B/C Ration= 1.17:1 

 
(d) As informed by CDA, alternative sites of Dotara Dam and 

Chirah Dam were also considered before finalizing Shahdara Dam Project. 
WAPDA, vide Feasibility Study, selected Shahdara Dam for 
implementation based on its accessible location, quick implementation 
potential, manageable cost, and ability to add 10 MDG to the city’s water 
supply.

Aurangzeb Khan Khichi): (a)  The National Heritage and Culture 
Division, through its attached departments/ subordinate organizations has 
undertaken the following concrete measures for protection, preservation, 
and restoration of national culture and historical heritage : 
 

• Protection and Conservation of Tangible Heritage 
(DoAM): 

 
 The Department of Archaeology & Museums (DoAM) is 

responsible for protection, conservation, and maintenance of 
protected monuments, archaeological sites, and museum 
collections under the Antiquities Act. Regular conservation 
works, site protection measures, documentation, and upkeep 
of national museums are carried out to safeguard Pakistan’s 
archaeological and historical assets. 

 
• Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage (Lok Virsa): 
 
 Lok Virsa documents, preserves, and promotes Pakistan’s 

folk, traditional, and living cultural heritage through: 
 

 Establishment and maintenance of the Pakistan National 
Museum of Ethnology (Heritage Museum). 
 

 Systematic documentation of folk music, crafts, oral 
traditions, rituals, and indigenous knowledge systems. 
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 Maintenance of the National Inventory of Intangible 
Cultural Heritage as the national focal organization for 
UNESCO ICH matters. 
 

 Revival and promotion of endangered crafts through 
Dastakaar Bazaar and artisan support initiatives. 

 
 Organization of Lok Mela and other cultural festivals for 

intergenerational transmission of cultural traditions. 
 

 Conservation of museum collections and digitization of 
archival material. 

 
•  Promotion of Cultural Expression and Arts (PNCA): 
 
 Pakistan National Council of the Arts (PNCA) promotes and 

supports visual and performing arts through exhibitions, 
cultural events, artist development programs, and 
modernization of cultural venues, thereby contributing to 
preservation and continuity of national cultural expression. 

 
(b) The Division has adopted a comprehensive and multi-

stakeholder approach for preservation of national culture and 
heritage, which includes:

Lok Virsa and DOAM coordinate 
with national and international experts, including technical 
collaboration with UNESCO mechanisms.

through platforms such as Dastakaar Bazaar.

 Minister for Commerce (Jam Kamal Khan): (a) 

 

 (b)  India out of these three countries is the only country with 
potential of reopening of trade, driven by economic imperatives and 
regional stability goals. However, any future trade normalization is 
contingent on sustained peace and confidence-building measures. 
While Israel and North Korea remain outside Pakistan’s trade 
framework due to ideological and International compliance constraints. 
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14. *Dr. Sharmila Faruqui: 
 

Will the Minister for Federal Education and Professional Training 
be pleased to state: 
     
(a)  whether the Government is aware that pensions of retired 

employees and teachers of Federal Urdu University of Arts, 
Science and Technology (FUUAST), particularly of its 
Karachi Campus, have been delayed for several months, 
causing severe hardship to senior citizens some of whom 
reportedly passed away while awaiting their dues; 

     
(b)  whether it is a fact that the Federal Ombudsman, in October 

2024, directed the University administration to immediately 
resolve the matter and observed that the delay was caused by 
financial mismanagement, further instructing the use of 
surplus funds available with the Islamabad Campus; 

    
(c)  why the said directions have not been implemented to date, 

despite the availability of funds; 
     
(d)  the action taken against the responsible officials for above 

negligence and mismanagement; and 
     
(e)  the steps being taken by the Government to ensure timely, 

transparent and uninterrupted payment of pensions to the 
retirees of FUUAST and other Federal institutions in future? 

  
Minister for Federal Education and Professional Training(Dr. 

Khalid Maqbool Siddiqui) (a) The Ministry of Federal Education and 
Professional Training is fully aware that the payment of pensions to retired 
employees and teachers of the Federal Urdu University of Arts, Science & 
Technology (FUUAST) has been delayed, causing hardship to the 
pensioners. The University is facing a severe financial crisis, marked by 
an acute shortage of funds and an exceptionally large pension liability, 
which cannot be met from its recurring budget. 

 
The University has reported that the delay is primarily due to a 

severe financial shortfall arising from accumulated pension liabilities, 
particularly relating to college-era employees. For FY 2025-26, FUUAST 
has an approved budget of Rs. 4,437.350 million against an estimated 
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deficit of Rs. 1,818.792 million, while its pension-related liabilities alone 
run into several billion rupees, including a claimed pensionary share of  
Rs. 1.6 billion pending with the Federal Government. The university is 
actively seeking this pensionary share along with a bailout package to 
ensure its continued smooth functioning. 
 

(b) The University has acted in accordance with the directives 
issued by the Federal Ombudsman, and the matter was placed before the 
Syndicate of FUUAST in its meeting held on 24th October 2024. The 
Syndicate resolved to utilize the profit generated from invested funds 
exclusively for the payment of pension dues of the University’s retired 
employees. Furthermore, in light of the Syndicate’s decision, an amount of 
Rs. 100 million from investment profits was utilized during the last 
financial year for pension payments. Further it is clarified that the total 
investment of FUUAST Islamabad is Rs. 487.970 million against a project 
liability of Rs. 532.393 million. The invested funds are earmarked for 
specific project purposes; therefore, these funds cannot be utilized for the 
other payments, which is a separate financial responsibility. 

 
(c) The University has fully complied with the directives issued 

by the Honorable Federal Ombudsman. However, the payment of pensions 
remains pending due to an acute shortage of funds. Upon receipt of the 
bailout package from the Government, all outstanding pensionary dues, 
including pension commutation and related payments, will be cleared. In 
view of the above, it is not correct to state that the directions of the Federal 
Ombudsman have not been implemented, as the delay is solely attributable 
to financial constraints beyond the University’s control.  

 
(d) Action against any official for negligence or mismanagement 

does not arise, as the non-payment of pension and commutation dues is 
attributable to the non- transfer of the pensionary share of college-era 
employees to the University. The current administration has been formally 
requesting for claim of amount of Rs. 1.6 billion to meet the pensionary 
liabilities of college-era employees. 

 
(e) To mitigate the crisis, FUUAST has taken the following 

measures: 
 
• The university has revised its fee structure, increasing fees up 

to 50%. 
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• During the current financial year, FUUAST plans to increase 
student admissions by 1,600, which is expected to generate an 
additional income of Rs. 172.477 million. 

 

• In parallel, the university has repeatedly requested financial 
assistance from the Ministry of Federal Education and 
Professional Training (MoFE&PT) and the Higher Education 
Commission (HEC) for a special grant or bailout package. 

 

• Furthermore, the university has claimed Rs. 1.6 billion as its 
pensionary share for the college period from the Federal 
Government through HEC. 

 

 Despite stagnant recurring budget Higher Education Commission 
(HEC) has provided maximum possible financial support to FUUAST 
within available federal allocations. HEC has provided regular recurring 
grants to FUUAST amounting to approximately Rs. 3.75 billion in last 4 
years alongside additional supplementary funding of Rs. 97.671 million in 
FY 2023-24 and Rs. 165 million in FY 2024-25. HEC has also enhanced 
recurring allocations to federally chartered universities by 12% in FY 
2024-25 and 15% in FY 2025-26, achieved through rationalization of 
allocations across federally and provincially chartered institutions. During 
the preparation of the FY 2025-26 budget, HEC proposed a separate grant 
of Rs. 2.0 billion for financially constrained federal universities, including 
FUUAST, to further support their operations. 
 

 HEC is also actively facilitating the University’s request for 
release of its pending pensionary share of approximately Rs. 1.6 billion 
and has supported proposals for additional financial assistance through the 
prescribed government approval mechanises. These combined measures 
are aimed at stabilizing the University’s financial position and ensuring 
sustainable pension payments to retirees of FUUAST and other federal 
institutions.

Khalid Maqbool Siddiqui) (a) FDE is strengthening teachers’ capacity 
through continuous professional development (CPD) trainings, with 
special focus on basic IT skills. Teachers are being familiarized with 
essential tools such as official email usage, Zoom/online teaching 
platforms, interactive boards, and smart boards through hands-on training 
sessions and practical demonstrations at the college/school level to 
improve teaching-learning outcomes. 
 

(b) FDE has devised a focused support plan for low-perfirming 
students, including regular PTM meetings, remedial teaching in Zero 
Period, special attention by subject teachers, and continuous 
assessments/class tests. Subject teachers identify weak students timely 
and, at the institution level, they are given special guidance and targeted 
practice work to improve learning outcomes. 
 

FDE has devised a performance improvement plan for low-
performing and initiative staff through regular monitoring, clear 
assignment of duties, and periodic performance reviews. Capacity building 
trainings on office management and basic IT skills are conducted at 
institution and sector level. Annual ACRs are maintained, and staff having 
unsatisfactory ACRs are given proper guidance/counselling, while their 
promotion cases are deferred as per rules until improvement.

Aurangzeb) (a) Instances have come to the notice of the Government 
where seemingly excessive remunerations, and perks have been extended 
to the CEOs of SOEs. 

 
(b) SOEs Act, 2023 empowers the Boards of the SOEs to decide 

remuneration of the CEOs. As the Board of Public Sector Company (PSC) 
has the authority to decide the compensation and remuneration to its 
employees, the line Ministry does not have the power to approve the 
remuneration and bonuses of the CEOs. 

 
The conflict of interest of Directors on the Boards of the SOEs is 

managed as per the provisions given in Para-34 of the SOEs Policy, 2023 
and Annex-8 therein. Furthermore, guidelines have also been issued by the 
Central Monitoring Unit on 31st October, 2024 on management of conflict 
of interest. 
 
 (c) Currently, no proposal for amendment in the SOEs Act 
regarding powers of the Board is under consideration. However, the 
conflict of interest of Directors on the Boards of SOEs is managed as of 
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Para 34 of the SOEs Policy and Annex-8 therein, as elaborated in para (b) 
above. 
 

• The SOEs Act has established a multiple structured 
oversight mechanisms under which line Ministries, 
Cabinet Committee on SOEs, and Federal Government 
exercise oversight over the performance of SOEs. Some 
relevant provisions in the SOEs Act, 2023 are 
summarized below: - 

 

• Section 26 of the SOEs Act, 2023 provides that an SOE 
must submit to the Federal Government a report on its 
operations and its subsidiaries for the financial year to 
which it relates, in the form prescribed in Schedule-VI. 

 
• Section 27 of the SOEs Act, 2023 provides that the SOEs 

must arrange for publication of a summary of the annual 
report on the website of the SOE. 

 

• Section 31 of the SOEs Act, 2023 provides that the CMU 
shall publish bi-annual and annual reports on the 
commercial and non-commercial performance of the 
SOEs, after the consideration of the CCoSOEs and 
approval of Federal Government. 

 

• CCoSOEs is responsible to ensure effective 
implementation of SOEs Act 2023 under Section 33 of 
SOEs Act, 2023.

 Minister for Commerce (Jam Kamal Khan): Awareness of 
Intellectual Property Rights (IPRs) is a mandate under Section-13 of the 
IPO Pakistan Act, 2012, and 1PO-Pakistan actively collaborates with the 
private sector to promote IP awareness. IPO officers organize IPR 
awareness activities across the country. A list of activities held from 
January 2025 to January 2026 is enclosed (Annexure). 
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 2. IP rights are attached to multidimensional aspects, and IPO-
Pakistan collaborates with all stakeholders, including chambers of 
commerce, the business community, academia, research institutes, and 
universities etc. The Organization also has a specific partnership with 
SMEDA to organize awareness activities for Small and Medium 
Enterprises (SMEs). IPO is also in process to sign a MoU with SMEDA. 
 

 3. IPO-Pakistan utilizes digital tools to maximize awareness and 
education for stakeholders. The IPO Pakistan website contains 
comprehensive information on filing IP rights including trademarks, as 
well as mechanisms to address complaints related to infringement of 
rights. The website also provides guidelines and handbooks for 
stakeholders, including a dedicated guidebook for SMEs on the protection 
and commercialization of IPRs as a business development strategy. 
 

 4. IPO-Pakistan also participates in several exhibitions with a 
dedicated information desk and the IPO Officers provide valuable 
information on IP and IP rights to the exhibitors and trade visitors during 
the exhibition. The recent participation was in KohQaf Summit on 21-23 
November, 2025 held in Karimabad Hunza, 3rd FoodAg exhibition held at 
Expo Center Karachi on 25-27 November, 2025 and 12th edition of 
WEXNET exhibition held at Lahore on 10-12 January, 2025. 
 

 5. IPO-Pakistan has designated IPO officers for helplines to 
assist the general public and stakeholders.

 Minister for Commerce (Jam Kamal Khan): (a) Exports to 
Afghanistan have declined to zero during the current season due to border 
closure impacting exports of Kino Fresh (HS 0805.2910). During July-
January FY26 exports declined overall, with export value falling by 20% 
to USD 29.77 million and quantities decreasing by 26% to 70,942 tons. 
compared to FY25. Despite the aggregate decline. export performance was 
mixed across destinations. Kazakhstan emerged as the largest growth 
market, recording a sharp increase of 481% in value and 512% in quantity, 
followed by strong growth in Sri Lanka, Saudi Arabia, Bangladesh, Iraq, 
and the UAE, reflecting diversification into Central Asian, Middle 
Eastern, and South Asian markets. Overall, the data indicates that while 
total Kino exports contracted due to reduced shipments to Afghanistan 
market, this was partially offset by substantial expansion in emerging and 
alternative destinations (Annex-A). 
 
 (b)  Following the disruption of land trade through Afghanistan, 
the Ministry of Commerce, in coordination with the State Bank of 
Pakistan (SBP) and other stakeholders i.e exporters, NLC, DPP/MNFSR, 
granted an exemption from the requirement of financial instruments for 
kinnow exports through Iran which helped exporters manage liquidity 
constraints and continue shipments through alternative route to Central 
Asia and other regional markets. In addition to this operational relief, 
exporters were encouraged in shifting towards sea-based routes for Gulf, 
Southeast Asian and other destinations, which is evident from increased 
exports to UAE, Kazakastan, Sri Lanka, Oman, Bangladesh, and Saudi 
Arabia during the current seaason. 
 
 (c)  It is clarified that direct relief packages for kinnow growers, 
including price support, compensation, or input subsidies, do not fall 
within the mandate of the Ministry of Commerce. Such interventions fall 
under the purview of provincial governments given that agriculture is a 
devolved subject. 
 
 The Ministry of Commerce (MoC), within its mandate, is 
providing indirect but substantive relief to kinnow growers and exporters 
by expanding market access, diversifying export destinations, and 
resolving SPS-related barriers, thereby sustaining demand and export 
realization despite the closure of the Afghanistan border. 
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 In this regard, new markets are actively being explored: 
 

1.  Vietnam: Kinnow has been identified as a priority 
export product. The Minister for Commerce has formally 
taken up the matter in writing with his Vietnamese 
counterpart, requesting expeditious completion of the 
Pest Risk Assessment (PRA) for citrus (kinnow) enable 
market access. 

 

2.  Cambodia: Market access for kinnow has been included 
in the agenda of the 2nd Joint Trade Committee (JTC) 
meeting with Cambodia, reflecting MoC’s proactive 
approach towards opening non-traditional markets. 

 

 With respect to resolution of SPS and market access issues, MoC 
has undertaken coordinated efforts, inter, alia: 
 

1.  Uzbekistan: Facilitated engagement between DPP, 
TDAP and Uzbek authorities, resulting in conditional 
acceptance of wooden packaging for the current season 
and seeking reduction in pesticide residue testing 
requirements, thereby lowering compliance costs. 

  

2.  Indonesia: Actively engaged with Indonesian 
Quarantine authorities to address excessive pesticide 
residue testing requirements; facilitated identification of 
accredited laboratories in Pakistan and hosted an 
Indonesian delegation during FoodAg-2025 to advance 
negotiations.
