Gazette Notification No.3-31/83-P&D, dated 8" June, 2015, area beyond the IIAP (aerodrome
perimeter), Seven Kilometers in Length and two Thousand Feet in Width from the extended center line
of the both runways including key point IA Security requirement of two hundred yards beyond airport
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perimeter are declared as Structure Free Zone towards each approach of the funnel. In rest of the area
around the Airport, construction is permissible with certain height limitations.

Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a)

(b) NADRA remains fully committed to ensuring inclusive access to identity registration
services, particularly for vulnerable and marginalized segments of society. In line with this mandate, a
structured and facilitative framework has been adopted whereby targeted fee exemptions and
relaxations are extended on need basis; to deserving categories, while maintaining overall
sustainability of service delivery. Details are as under:-

1. First-time CNIC: is issued without fee to all citizens on attaining the age of 18 years,

including persons from poor households, widows, orphans and persons with disabilities.
During the last three years, NADRA has issued first-time CNICs to approximately 1.76
million individuals without fee.

ii. NADRA issues Special CNICs for Persons with Disabilities, including deaf and dumb
persons, with universal disability logo m without fee in the Executive category for first-
time issuance. Such CNICs are issued with lifetime validity. During the last three years,
38,159 persons with disabilities, including 2,766 hearing-impaired persons, have been
issued CNICs without fee.

iii. Orphans residing in registered orphanages are provided CRC / Juvenile cards without fee.
NADRA has launched special campaigns for registration of orphans on 20" November
(International Children’s Day) in last three years by providing doorstep registration facility
to orphans through its Mobile Registration Vans (MRVs). More importantly to help
orphans in registering, Orphans are exempted from provision of birth certificate and parents
CNICs. The requisite information is also available on NADRA website
httDs://www.nadra.gov.pk/inclusiveRegistration. During last three years, 3070 orphans
residing in registered orphanages have been issued registration documents without fee.

iv. Special Drives during floods/emergency relief drives, NADRA provided CNICs without fee
in damaged/replacement/lost card categories to women and persons with disabilities in
flood-affected areas through Mobile Registration Vans, besides extending CNIC expiry
dates in affected districts through administrative orders to facilitate the public.

a) whether it is a fact the that National Database and Registration Authority (NADRA)
charges Rs. 20,000/- for issuance of Succession Certificate to citizens in Islamabad;

b) whether it is also a fact that (NADRA) charges Rs.15,000/- for issuing Decline Certificate
for further course of action; and

¢) if answer to above is in affirmative, whether Government intends to abolish the above
said fee has no such fee is being charged in the Provinces, if not, the reasons thereof?

Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a)
Federal and Provincial Governments have | mandated NADRA under Section (3) of respective
Succession Laws for the issuance of Succession Certificates (movable properties) / Letters of
Administration (immovable properties) to the legal heirs of the deceased citizens holding any
asset/property. NADRA being the sole custodian of the citizen data, validates the legal
heirs/beneficiaries of the deceased citizen as per the Family Registration Certificate (FRC) maintained
by the Authority. Now without going to the Courts, the legal heirs can receive Letters of
Administration or Succession Certificates, as the case may be, under Section (4) read with Section (5)
and Section (6) of respective Succession Laws through a quick five-step process facilitated by the
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Succession Facilitation Units (SFUs), NADRA Registration Centres (NRCs)/DAUs operated by
NADRA across Pakistan. These operations have managed to share 35% of judicial workload across
Pakistan.

It is reverently submitted that; NADRA 1is conferred under Section 9 of the respective
Succession Laws with the function to collect fees as prescribed in Succession Acts and Rules by
Federal and Provincial Governments for its services and establishment of Succession Facilitation Units
across the country. NADRA charges fee for issuance of Succession Certificate / Letter of
Administration strictly in accordance with the relevant Succession Acts and Rules framed by the
Federal and Provincial Governments. Under Section 9 of the respective Succession Acts, the Authority
may charge prescribed fee for its services, while the rates are specified in Schedule IV, Clause (1-a) of
the respective Rules. Accordingly, fee of Rs. 20,000/- is charged in ICT Punjab, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa,
Balochistan and Gilgit- Baltistan for initial applications. In Sindh, fee of Rs. 22,000/- is charged
where the value of the property exceeds Rs.100,000/-, whereas Rs. 10,000/-is charged where the
value of the property is less than Rs.100,000/-.

(b) Where an application for Succession Certificate Letter of Administration is declined due to
factual controversy, objection, dispute, or non-fulfillment of legal requirements at the verification
stage, the matter is regulated under Rule 7(4) read with Schedule IV, Clause (5) of the respective
Rules. Such decline ordinarily occurs only after completion of scrutiny, verification, record
examination and other necessary administrative processing, during which substantial operational
Resources are engaged. Accordingly, under the prescribed legal framework, only the notified
processing charges are retained and the remaining amount is refunded to the applicant. In such cases,
the applicant is refunded Rs.5,000/-. It is further clarified that NADRA does not levy any separate or
additional fee for issuance of a Decline Certificate.

(c¢) It is respectfully submitted that NADRA remains fully committed to its public service
mandate and continues to facilitate citizens through transparent, efficient and accessible service
delivery arrangements at the best possible standard. The fee presently being charged is in
accordance with the relevant Federal and Provincial Succession Acts and Rules, wherein the same
has already been duly rationalized, prescribed and notified by the respective competent
Governments under the applicable legal framework. It is further clarified that such charges are not
confined to ICT alone; rather, the prescribed fee structure is applicable in all Provinces / Regions
where succession services have been operationalized, subject to the respective provincial laws and
notified schedules. Any further review, revision or rationalization of such fee falls within the
domain of the concerned Governments.

Minister for Overseas Pakistanis and Human Resource Development (Chaudhary Salik
Hussain): (a) A number of initiatives have been taken by the Ministry of Overseas Pakistanis and Human
Resource Development, through OPF, to safeguard the rights and welfare of overseas Pakistanis,
particularly those residing in the Middle East and Europe region. Various incentives and facilities are
being provided both to Pakistanis abroad and to their dependents in Pakistan. The existing schemes are
continuously revised and upgraded to ensure efficient service delivery for the benefit of overseas

Pakistanis and their families. Details of existing schemes and facilities are as follows:

Welfare Schemes for overseas Pakistanis:

Financial assistance to the destitute families of overseas Pakistanis in the event of death or
disability of an overseas Pakistani covered amounting to Rs. 400,000/- and Rs. 300,000/-.
Free ambulance service for transportation of human remains and critically ill Pakistanis
from international airports in Pakistan to their native town/village.

Funeral Grant of Rs.25,000/- for the needy and destitute families of deceased overseas
Pakistanis (who died abroad) to bury their loved ones with dignity.

Recovery of outstanding end of service benefits/dues actively pursues recovery of unpaid
overseas dues on behalf of overseas Pakistanis and their legal heirs in Pakistan. These dues
mainly include: Unpaid salaries, Gratuity, Insurance Claims, Accident Compensation, Diyat
(blood money).

OPF Online Complaint Management System (OCMS) and linkage with Pakistan
Citizens Portal (PCP) of Prime Minister Delivery Unit (PMDU) for speedy resolution of
complaints.

Collaborative framework: Recognizing the need for collaborative governance, OPF has
entered multiple landmark partnerships aimed at improving grievance resolution and
institutional cooperation. MoUs have been signed with:

National Accountability Bureau (NAB)

Anti-Corruption Establishment Punjab (ACE-Punjab)

Crime Control Department Punjab (CCD)

Collaboration with Punjab Overseas Pakistanis Commission (POPC)

Collaboration with Punjab Police

Collaboration with Board of Revenue (Punjab)

Coordination Committee on the Direction office of Chief Minister Punjab to address
Complaints of overseas Pakistanis and Issues / Problems of OPF in Punjab.

24/7 Complaint Monitoring Cell (Helpline) in OPF Head Office for providing all possible
assistance to overseas Pakistanis in terms of their complaints and its resolutions.

One Window Facilitation Desks (OWFDs): In order to assist the overseas Pakistanis,
OPF has established airport counters at all International Airports in Pakistan. Under the
Assisted Reintegration and Development (ARD) Projects (ICMPD&GIZ) facilitation desks
established at Islamabad, Peshawar, and Lahore International Airports. Voluntary data
collection from returnee migrants is being conducted to assess their reintegration needs.
One Window Facilitation — NADRA and Passport Office at OPF Head Office, Islamabad
for issuance of NICOP, POC and Machine-Readable Passports (MRPs).

Facilitation Desk for overseas Pakistanis at Islamabad Police Public facilitation Center F-
6, Islamabad.

Emergency Relief activities: To deal with crisis / unforeseen circumstances or
evacuation/repatriation of Pakistanis from host countries.

Civil Awards for overseas Pakistanis: In line with the Prime Minister’s directive during
the Overseas Pakistanis Convention 2025, eminent overseas Pakistanis worldwide are now
nominated annually for civil awards in recognition of their services. 16 eminent overseas
Pakistanis have been nominated for civil awards in various categories on 14™ August, 2025.
New Incentive Package for overseas Pakistanis: A comprehensive package of exclusive
incentives has been launched for overseas Pakistanis and their families, including:
Voluntary Membership Card (physical and virtual) with advanced security features.
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Discount Program for overseas Pakistanis and their families

A nationwide discount program has been introduced in Collaboration with leading private sector
companies. This program enables OPF members and their families to avail preferential rates in
healthcare, pharmaceuticals, retail, hospitality, and diagnostic services.

(b)

Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) have been signed between the OPF and Islamabad
Diagnostic Centre (IDC) to offered flat discount on 30% on lab and 20% on imaging for
overseas Pakistanis and their dependents.

The Overseas Pakistanis Foundation (OPF) signed an insurance agreement with
United Insurance Company of Pakistan (UIC) for accidental insurance coverage to overseas
Pakistanis and their dependents, accidental insurance coverage of Rs.1 Million to overseas
Pakistani and Rs.1 Million for his family along with disability and repatriation of mortal
remain.

OPF signed MoU with Metropole Laboratories Pvt. Ltd. On 05.08.2025 to extend a 25%
discount on all diagnostic and pathology services to OPF members and their families across
MPL’s branches nationwide.

Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) has been signed with “Best western Premier Hotel
Islamabad” on 08/10/2025.

Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) s have been signed with “Dental Solutions
Islamabad” 18/11/2025.

On 5" of January 2026, an MOU was signed between Overseas Pakistanis Foundation and
Hotel Hill view Islamabad under OPF’s “Discount Program for overseas Pakistanis and
their Families”.

Nayab Labs and Diagnostic Centre signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with
the Overseas Pakistanis Foundation (OPF) in January 2026 to provide comprehensive,
quality diagnostic services at discounted rates.

Overseas Pakistanis Foundation (OPF) has signed Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
with LUXE Dental Aesthetics to provide high quality healthcare services at discounted
rates.

The Overseas Pakistanis Foundation (OPF) signed a Memorandum of Understanding
(MoU) with Ibadat International University Islamabad to provide a 20% discount on
tuition fees for OPF members, their children, and employees.

(¢) The Government of Pakistan, through its Community Welfare Attachés (CWAs) posted in
Missions abroad, undertakes a range of measures to address complaints relating to employment-related
grievances faced by Pakistani workers overseas. Pakistani Missions maintain an open-door policy,
ensuring that all complaints are promptly received and addressed.
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Pakistani Missions actively engage with the employers, labour ministries and relevant local
authorities to secure amicable settlement of disputes, recovery of unpaid wages and repatriation of
stranded workers where required.

In case of non-resolution at initial stages, workers are also provided legal guidance and
facilitation including assistance in filing cases before labour courts and other dispute resolution
forums in the host countries. The Embassy of Kuwait has engaged a dedicated lawyer for expeditious
resolution of labour-related cases. Moreover, to facilitate easy and timely access to the Embassy, the
Mission has also launched a one-click, in house online complaint portal (www.cwakuwait.com) for the
Pakistani diaspora in Kuwait.

In Bahrain, in instances where the employer refuses or fails to settle the dispute, the matters are
formally escalated to the ‘Grievance Protection Centre’ of the Labour Market Regulatory Authority
(LMRA), a dedicated body established for the enforcement of local labour laws and worker
protections. In Qatar, special cases are also directly referred to the Ministry of Labour by the
Community Welfare Attaché¢ (CWA) Office for expeditious resolution.

Missions also remain in close coordination and liaison with established workers’ support funds
for expeditious resolution and recovery of dues. In Qatar, recoveries are ensured through the Workers
Support & Insurance Funds (WSIF) mechanism. In worst-case scenario, Missions also provide food &
shelter support from PCW&EF on a case-to-case basis.

Cases which involve malpractices by Overseas Employment Promoters abroad are reported to
Bureau of Emigration and Overseas Employment by CWAs immediately for taking necessary legal
action.

Awareness campaigns regarding workers’ rights and local labour laws are also a regular
feature of the Community Welfare Wings in Missions abroad.

Diplomatic engagement with host authorities has further been enhanced to prevent
exploitation and ensure compliance with labour laws.

Missions also actively collaborate with Overseas Pakistanis Foundation (OPF) for
facilitation and settlement of outstanding dues and benefits for returned migrants.

As a result of these efforts, a large number of complaints stands resolved through payment of
pending wages, settlement of disputes, provision of legal assistance, repatriation facilitation, and
transfer to alternative employment.

In Europe, particularly in Spain and Greece, Pakistani Missions have also focused on
addressing issues faced by undocumented workers who are more vulnerable to exploitation through
efforts for regularization. The Missions have actively coordinated with the local authorities to
facilitate documentation and regularization of undocumented Pakistanis under their respective
regularization programmes, thereby, helping workers secure legal protections and improved working
conditions.

Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a) ) The
Excise and Taxation Department ICT (ETD ICT) plays a key supporting and regularity role in the
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ongoing M-Tag (campaign, in coordination with the Frontier Works Organization (FWO). However,
the collection of revenue/M-Tag fee does not fall within the domain of ETD ICT.

(b) M-Tag system is executed by ICT Administration with collaboration of FWO, on the direction
of Ministry of Interior. FWO is Government entity and operational tasks are performing by FWO.

(¢) FWO responsible to issue, M-Tages to 02- wheeler and 4-wheeled vehicles within Islamabad.
FWO also installed RFID readers at e-Naka points within Islamabad to monitor/ read the m-tag based
vehicles. FWO integrated Safe City cameras and System with these M-Tags.

(d) Statistics are attached. (Annex-A)

(e) The key objectives of M-Tag campaign to enroll all vehicles in Safe City security System. It is
alternative system for ANPR-RFID (Automatic Number Plate Recognition- Radio Frequency.

(f) Identification) tags can access real data online through live system. E-Nakas are being
established by ICT Police at the entry points of Islamabad and Motorcycle with E-Tag installed can be
tracked by LEA’S (Law Enforcement Agencies) Police/Safe City.

(g) The effective functioning of the M-Tag system is ensured by Safe City and Police through:
e Continuous monitoring and system record updation.
e Coordination with FWO and other stakeholders for distribution & implementation of M-
Tag infrastructure.
e Public awareness campaigns.

Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a) In
pursuance to instructions of the Federal Government, the CDA has been taking coercive actions
against-encroachments on CDA land with zero tolerance policy. The prime object aims to recover
state land from unauthorized occupation and subsequent restoration as per Master Plan.

(b) As per available record, CDA had recovered 1141 Acres land from land grabbers during the
last two years. The details of land recovered in prominent areas are elaborated as under:

«  Recovered 74 Acres land at ROW GT Road Tamol

+ Cleared unauthorized constructions.

« Retrieved 12 Acres land at ROW of GT Road Rawat.

« Animal Barn occupying 09 Acres land at Kuri Road

* Cleared temporary and permanent encroachments from Potohar Avenue at stretch of 07
Km.

« 05 Acres land from scrap dealers at Katcha Stop, UP Road.

« 05 Acres land from batching plant at green area of Sector F-10.

« 07 Acres land at Rawal Town adjacent to bank of Korang River.

« 11 Acres land in Margalla Town.

+ 612 Acres land recovered Bari Imam.

« 03 Acres land behind Aabpara GTS Stand, Sector G-6/1-4.

+  Obstructive structures removed from public footpaths in Sector 1-8, D-12and G-7. The
operation is still in progress.

« In the wake of ongoing campaign 203 Security Cabin/Guard Posts installed outside plot line

in Sector F-6, F-7, F-8, G-10 and G-11 have been removed.

Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a) Detail
of short term plan is as below:-

Short-term plan spans over two years in which following tasks will be completed:

*  Waste Management:
Three bin system with clear Urdu/English labels will be introduced. Weekly cleanup drives will
be launched. Use of plastic in offices / schools will be replaced with paper / cloth.

* Energy & Air:
All road / street lights will be replaced with LED's. Local trees will be planted. Vehicle free day
once in a month will be implemented to reduce smog.

*  Water:
Rain water harvesting projects will be started for garden use. Leakages will be addressed to
enhance water use efficiency. Installation of tap aerators will be introduced / implemented.
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e  Medium-term: (2-10 Years):
Medium term plan include change in systems infrastructure and habits. Solarization, better
insulation, double glazed windows and shifting of vehicles to hybrid/EV are the main goals in
energy sector.
Almost 16 water treatment plants will be installed along with construction of large rain water
harvesting tanks. To recharge ground water. Drip irrigation will be preferred in all green areas
instead of flood irrigation Miyawaki / urban forests will be developed on empty land. Cycling
will be encouraged by developing cycle tracks in parks.

*  Water Systems:
Organic waste will be converted into compost at site and will be used for plants. Recycling of
plastic, metal will be adopted. Zero waste policy will be implemented for events etc.

* Long-term: (10 years - Deed transformation Goals):
In long term policy, for net zero carbon will be achieved through renewable energy.

* Ecosystem Restoration:
Mass scale afforestation will be carried out Natural waterways / wetlands will be restored.
Climate biodiversity corridors connecting green spaces.

(b) Detail of existing green channel / Plantation Initiative-2026 is as below:-
Target: Planting 0.5 (M) Environment Friendly. Trees will be planted across the Federal
Capital during the year 2026.
Species: Local, fruit-bearing, and shade providing trees will be planted. All the planted trees
QR codes affixed, committed to enhance tree cover and thus 25% reduction in carbon emission
by 2030 and 25% reduction in per capita solid waste in next 10 years.

(c) All future development projects to undergo mandatory public hearings, EPA review, and
certification before tree removal. Implementation as per directions of Prime Minister of Islamic
Republic of Pakistan and Interior Minister Mohsin Naqvi.

Will the Minister for Overseas Pakistanis and Human Resource Development be pleased
to state:

a) whether it is a fact that overseas employment is still largely dependent on private
promoters;

b) if so, what steps are being taken by the Government to curb exploitation; and

¢) whether a centralized digital system is being introduced to monitor overseas job
contracts; if so, timeline?

Minister for Overseas Pakistanis and Human Resource Development (Chaudhary Salik
Hussain): (a) 1. Yes, overseas employment from Pakistan is presently facilitated through both the
public and private sectors; however, a substantial portion of manpower export is being processed
through licensed Overseas Employment Promoters (OEPs) of the private sector operating under the
regulatory framework of the Government.

2. The overseas employment process in Pakistan is governed under the provisions of the
Emigration Ordinance, 1979 and the Emigration Rules, 1979. Under the said legal framework, only
duly licensed Overseas Employment Promoters are authorized to recruit and export manpower abroad.
At present, the Bureau of Emigration & Overseas Employment regulates and monitors licensed OEPs
to ensure transparent and lawful overseas recruitment.

3. In addition to private OEPs, overseas employment opportunities are also facilitated through the
Overseas Employment Corporation (OEC), a public sector entity functioning under the Ministry of
Overseas Pakistanis & Human Resource Development, which undertakes direct government-to-
government and institutional recruitment initiatives for foreign employment. The Government of
Pakistan, through the Overseas Employment Corporation (OEC) under the administrative control of
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the Ministry of Overseas Pakistanis and Human Resource Development, is undertaking a
comprehensive set of measures to create new job opportunities abroad. In accordance with its mandate
under Section 4-A of the Emigration Ordinance, 1979, following are the key initiatives by OEC:-

Establishing international recruitment linkages, promoting manpower export, and ensuring
transparent and regulated recruitment processes, particularly under Government-to-Government
(G-to-G) arrangements. These efforts complement the role of private Overseas Employment
Promoters (OEPs) while strengthening Pakistan's global workforce presence.

Participation in international platforms such as the Human Resources and Labour Services
Expo in Saudi Arabia for three consecutive years, in collaboration with key stakeholders
including Pakistan Overseas Employment Promoters Association, National Vocational and
Technical Training Commission, Provincial TEVTAs, and the Prime Minister's Youth
Programme.

These coordinated efforts have significantly enhanced the visibility of Pakistani manpower,
resulting in increased workforce deployment to Saudi Arabia from 452,562 (2024) to 530256
(2025).

Strengthened outreach in Japan through participation in Human Resource Seminars (2025 &
2026) and strategic engagements with employers, leading to increased placements from 1,518
(2024) to 2210 (2025) across sectors such as IT, manufacturing, healthcare, and technical
trades.

Expanded labour mobility avenues through bilateral cooperation frameworks, notably the MoU
signed with Italy in May 2025 under the Decreto Flussi Programme, which provides an annual
quota of approximately 3,500 workers (10,500 for 2026-2028) in key sectors including
agriculture, construction, healthcare, hospitality, logistics, and ICT. A high-level committee
(March 2026) has been constituted for employee engagement and quota utilization.

In addition, the current overseas employment demand stands at approximately 140,688
vacancies, including 133,730 through OEPs and 6,958 through OEC (covering countries such
as Oman, Maldives, Qatar, South Korea (EPS Programme), and Italy), reflecting the
Government's proactive and sustained efforts to create and expand employment opportunities
for Pakistani workforce worldwide.

(b) The Government has undertaken multiple legislative, administrative, regulatory and
technological measures to curb exploitation, fraud and illegal practices in overseas employment,
including the following:

i.

il.

Strict Licensing & Regulatory Framework

All Overseas Employment Promoters (OEPs) are regulated under the provisions of the
Emigration Ordinance, 1979 and the Emigration Rules, 1979. Licenses are granted subject to
prescribed conditions, financial guarantees, office verification and compliance with regulatory
requirements.

Monitoring & Inspection Mechanism

The Bureau of Emigration & Overseas Employment regularly monitors the activities of OEPs

through:

+ scrutiny of demand letters and foreign job contracts;

» verification of visa and employment documents;

* inspections of recruiting agencies;

* Dbiometric and documentary verification of emigrants; and

» coordination with foreign missions and Protectorates of Emigrants.

iii. Action Against Violations

Strict action is taken against OEPs and illegal sub-agents involved in malpractice,
overcharging, fraud, human trafficking or misleading recruitment. Such actions include:
* suspension/cancellation of licenses;
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» forfeiture of security deposits;
* initiation of criminal proceedings;
» registration of FIRs through FIA and law enforcement agencies; and
» recovery/refund of illegally charged amounts to affected emigrants.
* The Government has also intensified action against unauthorized sub-agents and illegal
recruitment networks operating without lawful authorization through the FIA.
iv. Complaint Redressal Mechanism
A comprehensive complaint redressal mechanism is operational through:
* the Bureau Headquarters;
* Protectorates of Emigrants Offices;
» Pakistan Missions Abroad;
 online complaint portals;
» Direct hearing of grievances by competent authorities.
* Complaints lodged by intending emigrants are processed through inquiry proceedings and
legal action is initiated where violations are established.
v. Public Awareness & Guidance
Awareness campaigns are regularly conducted through print, electronic and social media to
educate intending emigrants regarding:
+ safe migration procedures;
» authorized recruitment channels;
* risks of illegal migration;
 approved service charges; and
« verification of licensed OEPs.
vi. Promotion of Government-to-Government Recruitment
The Government is expanding state-facilitated and government-to-government employment
arrangements through the Overseas Employment Corporation in order to minimize
intermediary exploitation and ensure greater transparency in overseas recruitment.

vii. International Cooperation & Labour Agreements
Pakistan has entered into various bilateral labour understandings and cooperation frameworks
with foreign countries for protection of workers’ rights, transparent recruitment and welfare of
overseas Pakistanis.

(c) 1. The Government, through the Bureau of Emigration & Overseas Employment, is
implementing and further strengthening centralized digital mechanisms for monitoring
overseas recruitment processes and employment contracts.

2. The Bureau has already introduced various components of an integrated Management
Information System (MIS) and e-governance initiatives for overseas employment
processing, including:

* online registration and licensing of OEPs;

* electronic processing of foreign demands;
 digital record management of emigrants;

* computerized emigration clearance;

* biometric verification systems;

* online complaint handling mechanisms; and
» centralized database management.

3. The ongoing digital transformation aims to establish enhanced end-to-end monitoring of
overseas job contracts and recruitment processes for ensuring transparency, traceability and
protection of emigrants from fraudulent practices.

The proposed system enhancements are being implemented in phases, subject to technical

integration, financial allocation and inter-agency coordination. The Bureau is continuously upgrading
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its digital infrastructure to achieve a more comprehensive centralized monitoring mechanism for
overseas employment governance.

Will the Minister for Overseas Pakistanis and Human Resource Development be pleased
to state that what steps are being taken by the Government to address encroachments on
properties owned by Overseas Pakistanis?

Minister for Overseas Pakistanis and Human Resource Development (Chaudhary Salik
Hussain): The Government of Pakistan, through the Overseas Pakistanis Foundation (OPF), has taken
a series of institutional, legal, and administrative measures to address encroachments, land grabbing,
and other property-related grievances of Overseas Pakistanis, as detailed below:

Online Complaint Management System (OCMS): Overseas Pakistanis Foundation receives a
large number of complaints directly from overseas Pakistanis across the world, hence to streamline the
process, OPF has developed an “Online Complaint Management System (OCMS)” which has been
linked with the Prime Minister’s Performance Delivery Unit (PMDU’s) Pakistan Citizen Portal (PCP).

To
Courts

Pakistan Citizen’s Portal (PCP) is a government-owned Complaint Portal and Mobile
Application (available on both Android and iOS). The overseas Pakistanis can get every
possible relief from Government Organizations through the Pakistan Citizen’s Portal (PCP). A
total of 11,223 Officers/Officials of 6,285 departments/organizations of Federal
Ministries/Divisions, all provinces, AJ&K, GB including 86 Embassies, High Commissions
and Consulates are connected with the Pakistan Citizen's Portal (PCP).

The encroachment and land grabbing cases are forwarded to the concerned government housing
authorities, district administration, revenue departments, and law enforcement agencies for
early redressal of the grievances. The concerned authority resolves the complaints of overseas
Pakistanis as per their applicable jurisdiction. OPF has also strengthened coordination with key
agencies including Punjab Police, Anti-Corruption Establishment Punjab, Criminal Control
Department Punjab and Board of Revenue Punjab for redressal of complaints of overseas
Pakistanis.

Punjab Overseas Pakistanis Commission (POPC): The Punjab Government has also
established the Punjab Overseas Pakistanis Commission (POPC) for addressing complaints of
overseas Pakistanis and OPF is working with POPC with regards to complaints related to
Punjab province including those involving land encroachment and illegal possession of
property.

ensure speedy adjudication of property-related disputes, including encroachment cases, Special
have been established or are in process across different provinces and regions:

Islamabad: It is submitted that, in pursuance of the implementation of the Special Court
(Overseas Pakistanis’ Property) Act, 2024, a Bench has been constituted at the Islamabad High
Court, Islamabad. Furthermore, learned Judges have been designated as Special Judges (East
and West) within the District Judiciary, Islamabad, to ensure the effective enforcement and
operationalization of the said Act and to adjudicate matters pertaining to the properties of
Overseas Pakistanis.

Punjab: The Punjab Establishment of Special Courts (Overseas Pakistanis’ Property) Act,
2025 has been duly enacted in the January, 2025. Judges have been designated for the Special
Courts in all districts of Punjab.

Khyber Pakhtunkhwa: The Cabinet of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa has approved the draft bill of the
“Establishment of Special Courts (Overseas Pakistanis’ Property) Act, 2025” and has
forwarded the same to the Provincial Assembly for consideration and approval.

Balochistan: The Balochistan Establishment of Special Courts (Overseas Pakistanis’ Property)
Act, 2025 has been duly enacted and published in the official Gazette of Balochistan. However,
judges have not been designated for the Special Courts.
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e Sindh: The draft Bill concerning the establishment of Special Courts for Overseas Pakistanis is
currently under deliberation at the level of the Honourable Chief Minister.
These measures collectively safeguard the property rights of Overseas Pakistanis and provide
timely legal as well administrative remedies against encroachments and land grabbing.

a) owing to rapid urbanization, if and when Electric Vehicle (EV) based Tram service
would be introduced in the capital; and
b) the details regarding existing modes of transportation and their routes, clearly elucidating
number of passengers/residents of Islamabad that are using this service?

Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a) The
Capital Development Authority has initiated a traffic study, in collaboration with National University
of Sciences and Technology, on two major corridors of Islamabad—Islamabad Expressway and
Srinagar Highway. The purpose of the study is to assess the demand for introducing a wheel-based
electric tram service to meet the transportation needs of residents of Islamabad and its surrounding
areas. The study is expected to be completed within two months, after which further steps regarding
the project will be considered.

(b) At present, 21 routes are in operations. The Orange Line is a Bus Rapid Transit (BRT)
corridor operating from Faiz Ahmed Faiz Station to New Islamabad International Airport with a fleet
of 30-Diesel Buses. The Blue Line operates from PIMS to Rawat with a fleet of 20-Diesel-Hybrid
Buses. These routes are further complemented by 19 feeder routes served by a fleet of 160 electric
buses (EVs). The system accommodates an average daily ridership of approximately 150,000
passengers.

117. * DR. SHARMILA FARUQUI
Will the Minister for Information and Broadcasting be pleased to state:

a) how the Ministry intends to utilize the Rs. 12.831 billion PSDP allocation for 14 projects

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Minister for Information and Broadcasting (Mr. Attaullah Tarar): (a) If timely
allocated/released, this Ministry is fully capable of utilizing Rs.2.929 billion during CFY 2025-26 and
allocation demand of Rs. 12.831 billion in the next FY 2026-27.

b) Cost estimates for any project are prepared for a specific period of time. These estimates
may change after that period due to fluctuations in currency value, inflation, and other economic
factors. Mis-matched allocations or delayed releases can slow down project completion, resulting in
cost overruns and the need to revise projects at a higher cost. One of our projects namely "National
Information Media Archival Repository" was revised at an increased cost due to the unprecedented
increase in the dollar exchange rate in year 2022-23.

(¢) M/o Planning has already authorized an amount of Rs.3.334 Billion to this Ministry (i.e. the
revised allocation of this Ministry for CFY 2025-26 after austerity and other allocation cuts), out of
which Rs.2.811 Billion has been sanctioned by this Ministry in favour of respective ongoing projects
and will be utilized by the end of CFY 2025-26. Sanctioning of the remaining authorization amounting
to Rs.0.522 Billion is under consideration in the Finance Division (CF Wing). If timely sanctioned,
these funds will also be utilized during CFY.

(d) Performance Benchmarks for Al trainings for media outreach:

a. The project focuses on generative Al for media (video, audio, voice, music, lip-sync,
enhancement and text). It aims to equip media professionals and public sector
communicators with cutting edge tools to produce timely, credible, multilingual and cost
effective content, while safeguarding ethical and national standards.

b. Production-grade application of Al including documentaries, digital media production and
detection of manipulated or synthetic media.

c. Will make capable Information Group Officers to make short-form digital content such as
Vlogs, campaigns, shorts/reels, micro documentaries, explainer clips, social media posts to
enable rapid, engaging communication for public information campaigns, crisis messaging
and counter-disinformation efforts.

d. Multilingual Al-driven workflows (Urdu and major regional languages) to expand reach
across Pakistan's diverse linguistic landscape.

e Performance Benchmarks for solarization of PTVC and PBC:
* PBC:
a. Operational stability of transmitters and associated broadcasting equipment with supply
of clean and consistent solar power.
b. Minimized reliance on national grid, particularly in remote and power deficit areas in
Balochistan.
c. Reduced recurring electricity expenses and fuel cost associated with generators.
e PTVC:
a. Reduced operational energy costs of PTV Offices/buildings.
b. Reliable and uninterrupted power supply for production and broadcasting services.

Will the Minister for Defence be pleased to state:

a) why airlines have raised ticket prices by 15-30% across domestic and international routes
as jet fuel rates surged to 150-200 dollars per barrel from 85-90 dollars, with the Middle
East conflict driving up operational costs at a time when Pakistan's aviation sector was
already struggling to recover from previous crises;

b) whether the Iran war has sparked fears of a deep travel slump and widespread grounding
of planes, with carriers facing soaring insurance premiums, rerouting costs, and
weakened passenger demand; and

¢) what contingency measures exist to prevent mass layoffs or collapse of domestic carriers,
particularly Pakistan International Airlines, which was already operating with a fleet of
just 20 functional aircraft out of 31; and

d) what fuel hedging mechanisms or tariff relief is being considered to prevent the sector's
complete destabilization ?

Minister for Defence (Khawaja Muhammad Asif): (a) PIA Response: PIA along with other
airlines (throughout the world) were forced to escalate prices / fuel surcharges to cover the operational
costs due to high fuel prices. However, even with these measures, PIA and other Pakistani earners are
still facing severe challenges to meet even the operational costs.

AIR S1AI/S Response:
The current geopolitical situation in the Gulf region, including tensions involving Iran and the
United States, has further intensified existing cost pressures on the aviation sector. In this context, the
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increase in air ticket prices, both in the international and domestic market has not been fully aligned
with the sharp rise in jet fuel costs.

Globally, jet fuel prices have increased by approximately 55-105%, whereas in Pakistan the
domestic jet fuel price has risen by more than 150%. As a result, the fuel component of operating costs
has significantly shifted, increasing from around 30-35% of total operating costs previously to
approximately 50-55% at present.

In addition to cost escalation, market dynamics have also played a key role. The induction of
additional capacity by one of private carrier has resulted in excess supply in the domestic and
international market, intensifying competition among carriers. Consequently, airlines have been
operating under constrained pricing flexibility and have been unable to fully pass on the increased fuel
cost burden to passengers, In order to retain market share in an already highly competitive environment

AIR BLUE’S Response:

The ongoing regional tensions between Iran and the United States have significantly impacted
global fuel prices, with aviation fuel in Pakistan increasing from approximately PKR 160 to around
PKR 400 which shows an increase of 180 %. This sharp escalation has substantially raised airline
operating costs, as fuel constitutes a major component of overall flight expenses.

Historically, fuel accounted for nearly 30% of total costs; however, this proportion has now surged
to approximately 60%, placing considerable financial strain on airline operations and challenging
economic viability.

Airblue has recently shared its domestic operations data with the Pakistan Civil Aviation Authority,
presenting a comparative analysis of seat factors for the period 1% April to 25th April 2025 versus the
same period in 2026. The data reflects a decline in seat factor from 91% in 2025 to 690 in 2026,
indicating demand compression and reduced passenger purchasing power on primary domestic routes.

As a result, the airline implemented fare increases and partially passed on these costs to passengers
however, as reflected in the data shared above, this led to a decline in seat factor.

The average domestic fare on these key routes for the full month of April 2025 was approximately
PKR 28,000. However, During the latter part of April 2026, fares on these routes were reduced to as
low as PKR 10,000, resulting in average fares across flights falling approximately PKR '15,000. This
decline in average fares towards the end of April 2026 reflects prevailing market conditions, wherein
excess capacity introduced into the domestic market, particularly by one airline, combined with
relatively subdued demand, intensified competition and exerted downward pressure on fares, resulting
in decrease in revenues.

As a result of these combined factors, escalating fuel costs and reduced revenues, airlines are
facing significant financial losses, making current operations increasingly unsustainable.

(b) PIA’s Response:

The conflict has severely impacted the regional aviation industry with daily costs exceeding
US$600 million, jet fuel prices rising nearly 84% since February 28, 2026, and a 66% drop in
passenger traffic at Dubai International Airport in March.

Air Sial’s Response:

The situation in the Middle East, particularly involving tensions linked to Iran, continues to
generate uncertainty in regional aviation operations. This has led to increased operational costs,
including higher fuel cost, premiums and extended routings in certain sectors due to restricted airspace
usage and underutilization of its fleet As a result, airlines are under additional financial losses across
both international and domestic networks.

Furthermore, the regional developments have contributed to subdued passenger demand and
reduced travel activity on impacted corridors On UAE routes m particular. Pakistani airlines are
operating under significant constraints due to unilateral slot cancellations, and short-term weekly
capacity approvals by the UAE aeronautical authorities. The limits advance flight planning, weakens
booking visibility, and places pressure on fare stability and overall management.
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Air Bluel’s Response:

Due to the ongoing regional conflict, passenger demand has declined significantly resulting in a-
slowdown in overall travel activity. Airspace closures ave e widespread cancellations, particularly
across the UAE sector.

To ensure safety, airlines are operating on extended routings to avoid conflicted trcas, which has
further increased operating time and costs consequently, less than 50% of scheduled flight to currently
operation with a number of aircraft grounded due to reduced demand and operational constrains.
Specifically operations to the UAE remain limited under the current circumstances as slot approvals
have not been granted in line with the full scheduled plan, further restricting operational capacity.

(¢) PIA’s response:

While the current geopolitical environment presents an undeniable challenge, the risk of abrupt
collapse or mass layoffs is being mitigated through a combination of privatization, financial
restructuring, operational adjustments, and policy support mechanisms. The focus remains on
stabilization and gradual transformation, rather than emergency downsizing.

Air Sials response:

Airlines are currently managing the prevailing situation through a combination of operational and
financial adjustments, absorption of additional costs from internal resources. However, these measures
are essentially short-term in nature and may not remain sufficient to sustain long-term operations if
existing cost pressures and structural constraints Persist.

Air blue’s response:

Air Blue is currently striving to absorb the additional operational costs through its internal
resources. However, if the situation persists for an extended period it will have a detrimental impact on
the overall viability of airline operations, particularly affecting domestic services and Hajj operations.

(d) PIA’s response:

A collaborative approach combining limited fuel hedging and targeted tariff relief is being pursued
to mitigate the immediate impact of fuel price volatility, with the objective of preventing financial
destabilization while maintaining operational continuity across aviation sector.

Air Sial’s response:

Fuel hedging mechanisms remain largely underdeveloped in Pakistan. Airlines currently do not
have the capacity to meaningfully hedge fuel exposure. In this context, policy-level support measures,
including rationalization or subsidy of jet fuel prices, are critical to ensure operational sustainability.

Furthermore, consideration may be given to the introduction of a controlled and demand-aligned
capacity framework on both domestic and international routes in Hn"th actual passenger traffic trends.
In addition, the immediate withdraw of applicable GST on domestic aviation fuel and the import of
spare parts is strongly recommended, as these continue to place a substantial burden on already
strained operating costs.

Air Blue’s response:

Global crude oil prices increased by approximately 50-100% during the recent crisis however,
domestic jet fuel prices in Pakistan have increased by over 150% indicating the impact of additional
pricing components beyound crude trends, Furthermore, as a majority of let fuel used by Pakistani
airlines is refined locally from imported crude, this divergence highlights the need to review the ex-
refinery pricing mechanism and its linkage to international benchmarks. center as pricing mechanism
and its linkage to international benchmarks.

It is imperative for the Government to undertake the following measures:

1. Rationalization and reduction of jet fuel prices. nasseneers
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2. Reduction in FBR-imposed taxes, including reason of FED P * across all Gulf sectors.
3. Removal of GST on aircraft and spare parts for all airlines, in relief currently extended to PIA.

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Section 17 of Act, the annual report of the Agency is to be laid before National Assembly, and the
Senate, which also is an independent oversight

(b) For the Financial Year 2025-26, against the budget estimates of Rs.2.4 billion, an allocation

of PKR 700 million (ERE 350 million + Non- ERE 350 million) was initially provided to the Agency.
An additional demand for Rs.281.7 million has been submitted to the Ministry of Interior & Narcotics
Control for re-appropriation. Whereas, a PC-I titled “Explosives Forensics Center of Excellence”
amounting to Rs. 1,322.026 million has been submitted to Planning Commission. While for the
Financial Year 2026- 27, based on the operational requirements and expansion of forensic services, a
total budget of PKR 1,708,051,561 has been submitted for approval under Employee Related Expenses
(ERE) and Non-ERE components.

Comments:

a) The Ministry of Interior, in coordination with the National Counter Terrorism Authority
(NACTA) has undertaken comprehensive counterterrorism measures over the last three
years.

b) The security forces and LEAs have conducted sustained Intelligence Based operations
(IBOs), targeting terrorist leadership and dismantling facilitation networks. Implementation
of the revised National Action Plan (NAP), supported by KPIs, has enhanced coordination
and effectiveness of counter terrorism efforts.

c¢) NACTA has established he National Intelligence Fusion and Threat Assessment Center
(NIFTAC), along with Provincial Intelligence Fusion and Threat Assessment Centers
(PIFTAC:S), significantly improving intelligence sharing, threat assessment, and operational
response. Enhanced boarder management, surveillance systems, and monitoring
mechanisms have curtailed terrorist movement and infiltration.

d) Legal and regulatory reforms, including measures against terror financing, NGOs oversight,
and cyber monitoring under the Cyber Security Strategy 2023- 2028, have strengthened
preventive capabilities. The establishment of the National Cyber Crimes Agency (NCCIA)
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has enabled effective action against online radicalization.

e) Capacity building of LEAs, deployment of modern technologies, and counter radicalization
initiatives led by NACTA, including national narrative development and academic
engagement, have further reinforce efforts.

f) In PVE/CVE Domain, National Prevention of Violent Extremism Policy 2024, has been
approved and is being implemented to address the root causes of extremism and terrorism.

(b) The criteria for issuance of Air Service Licenses are comprehensively stipulated in the
applicable Air Navigation orders (Nos), which are promulgated and updated periodically by PCAA.
These ANOs outline detailed regulatory requirements encompassing financial soundness, operational
capability, safety compliance, and organizational structure.

A new ANO is also under process. However, a comprehensive evaluation checklist is available on
the official website of PCAA. This checklist requires applicants to undergo rigorous financial
assessment, demonstrate adequate operational preparedness, and meet all prescribed safety and
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regulatory standards. Licenses are granted only after thorough scrutiny and satisfactory fulfillment of
all applicable requirements.

(c) As per the provisions of the National Aviation Policy 2023, Air Service License holders are
required to obtain an Air Operator Certificate (AOC) within a period of three (03) years from the date
of issuance of the license. The commencement of commercial flight operations is contingent upon the
successful acquisition of the Air Operator Certificate (AOC). Accordingly, Air Service License holders
are expected to initiate their operations upon completion of all regulatory requirements and subsequent
issuance of the AOC within the stipulated timeframe.

(d) It is submitted that commercial flight operation in Pakistan is governed under the provisions
of Pakistan Civil Aviation Act, 2023 (the Act) and National Aviation Policy, 2023 (the policy). In
order to fully comprehend the airline pricing following are submitted for consideration:

Airfare Mechanism

As for the (fares) charged by the airlines for supply of air services, liberalization and allowing
market forces to determine fares is the international best practice, which the Policy also endorses under
Para 1.6.1 clause (6) ibid prescribing therein that “airfares will be determined through market forces of
supply and demand”.

Monopolistic practices (if any) can all be discouraged through fair competition and encouraging
new market entrants which in Pakistan is ensured through PCA Act, 2023 and NAP-2023. With
regards to cartelization and other such anti- competitive practices, the Competition Commission of
Pakistan (CCP) being the relevant forum actively monitors the aviation sector to detect and penalize
anti- competitive practices.

While affordability of air travel is one aspect; it is equally important to consider the characteristic
of aviation business. Airlines are for-profit entities liable to pay taxes and duties. Flight operations
and/or ticket—pricing on a particular route or routes Is an airline’s commercial decision, which is
significantly dependent upon various factors including passenger demand, load-factors based on its
aircraft fleet, compatibility of its aircraft with available airport infrastructure, operational costs,
regulatory compliances, etc. Yet, there is n guarantee for the airline that all its capacity would get
sold on all its flight. Globally, airlines use Revenue-Management System (RMS), which factors in
demand,

Capacity, cost, competition, booking time etc. to calculate fares in real time. RIMS automatically
adjust air fares depending said factors. The current Revenue Management System being used by
Pakistani Airlines is based on the market forces of demand and supply and naturally market forces
are considered nondiscriminatory.

Airline Pricing Strategy
An airlines pricing strategic conform to supply and demand at a particular point in time, and in
multiple occasions, operators arc compelled to sell air-tickcts below cost or operating the aircraft and
recoup incurred loss at some other point. As observed over time, average airfares have generally
remained within appropriate ranges.

Airfare Variations

Considering the dynamics of Aviation, tickets purchased on short notice (usually with a gap of 1-3
days) are expensive owing to either scarcity of supply or increased with a gap and demand. Whereas,
for air-travel planned well in advance the ticket prices are usually very stable and significantly lower in
comparison with last minute bookings.

(e) The Government, through enforcement of the Pakistan Civil Aviation Authority (PCAA)
regulations, ensures compliance with aviation safety standards and operational readiness prior to the
commencement of airline services through a comprehensive and structured regulatory oversight
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framework.

These aviation safety standards (PCAA regulations) covers subjects of operational flight safety,
cabin safety, ground safety, cargo safety, aircraft airworthiness, aviation security, personnel licensing
and aeromedical. It also includes a number of specialized subjects within broad faculties.

These regulations are required to be implemented by the airline/service provider and PCAA
ensures adherence to these, through layers of monitoring activities involving Certification Audits,
Surveillance Inspections Ramp Inspections, Inspections and practical activity (drills) monitoring.
ICAO has issued Effective Implementation of Pakistan in 2024 at 84/59%, which indicates that Civil
Aviation System is in compliance with ICAO SARPs for Critical Elements (CE).

No airline is permitted to commence operations unless it has successfully completed the Air
Operator Certificate (AOC) certification process, which includes a rigorous evaluation of the
operator’s organizational structure, operational systems, safety management framework, training
programs, and technical readiness, in accordance with applicable national regulations which are based
on ICA Standards and Recommended Practices (SARPs).

The certification process includes detailed review and approval of Operations Manuals, Security
Manuals, Ground Handling, Continuous Airworthiness Management System and associated
procedures; also screening and approval of key accountable personnel, including post holders
responsible for flight assurance; verification and approval of training programs, syllabi, instructors,
training equipment, and facilities; oversight of critical training domains including Crew Resource
Management (CRM), Human Factors, and Safety and Emergency Procedures (SEP); assessment of
Safety Management aircraft, equipment, and operational control systems; and conduct of
demonstration and proving flights prior to issuance of the AOC. Following certification, continuous
surveillance oversight is ensured through surveillance inspection program, including regular
inspections at operator bases and outstations; this inspection include en-route cockpit and cabin
inspections to monitor real-time operational compliance; ramp inspections, including those conducted
in line with internationally recognized Safety Assessment of Foreign Aircraft (SAFA) principles, to
verify aircraft condition, documentation, crew compliance, and operational readiness; continuous
oversight of training and checking activities, including monitoring of instructors, simulator sessions,
and recurrent training programs ongoing review and approval of manuals and revisions to ensure
alignment with regulatory updates and international standards; monitoring of Flight Data Monitoring
(FDM), occurrence reporting systems, and safety performance monitoring.

Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed Mohsin Raza Naqvi): To
address the increasing threat of digital crimes, the Government of Pakistan has shifted from a reactive
to a more proactive and institutionalized approach. The Government has taken the following steps to
curb the cybercrime focusing on legislative reform, specialized agency formation, and international
collaboration.

1. Establishment of National Cyber Crime Investigation Agency (NCCIA)
In a major institutional overhaul, the government has replaced the Federal Investigation
Agency's (FIA) Cyber Crime Wing with a more specialized body, the NCCIA, in 2025.
Enhanced Autonomy: The NCCIA has been granted independent authority to investigate and
prosecute cybercrime cases.
Forensic Capabilities: The Agency is equipped with modern digital forensic laboratories

capable of handling complex cases involving encrypted data, social media offences, and financial
fraud.

1. Establishment of a centralized National Cyber Emergency Response Team to monitor, report,
and mitigate cyber threats targeting critical infrastructure, including energy and financial
sectors.

2. Mandatory localization of sensitive data for critical sectors such as identity management,
finance, and defense to minimize risks associated with cross-border data breaches.
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Specialized Training and Awareness Efforts are underway to enhance the technical capacity of

law enforcement agencies and promote public awareness.

i. Law enforcement personnel are receiving training in advanced areas such as artificial
intelligence-based threat detection and block chain analysis, in collaboration with
international partners.

ii. The NCCIA conducts regular awareness campaigns through social media, seminars, and
workshops to promote digital hygiene and prevent cyber offences such as phishing and
online harassment.

Minister for Inter-Provincial Coordination: (a) Yes, certain governance issues continue to
persist in some National Sports Federations (NSFs) mainly due to limited institutional capacity to
adopt modern governance practices. National Sports Federations attempt to shield under the pretext of
autonomy and reference to international bodies such as the International Olympic Committee (IOC)
and respective international federations. However, after detailed study of international best practices,
Pakistan Sports Board (PSB) has established a comprehensive regulatory framework, including the
Pakistan Code of Ethics and Governance in Sports, an independent adjudication mechanism, and the
National Sports Federations (Tenure) Rules, 2025, to ensure transparency, accountability, and good
governance. PSB continues to actively enforce these measures through monitoring, engagement, and
corrective actions.

(b)Yes, strict enforcement actions have been taken under the new governance framework.
These include:
1. Directions to National Sports Federations to rectify tenure violations in accordance with the
National Sports Federations (Tenure) Rules, 2025 which restrict the office bearer to a
maximum two tenures of four years on same post as well as maximum age limit of 70
years, leading to compliance by several federations including Karate, Baseball, Tackwondo,
Judo, Basketball, and Sailing;
2. Issuance of warnings and corrective directives in governance and electoral matters; and
3. Decisions through the adjudication mechanism. In addition, disciplinary actions have been
taken in specific cases, including:

d) whether it is further a fact that the society is now informing to the members that since ten
years have passed and the flats cannot be allotted at-the original rates and will instead be
offered at revised/new rates;

e) if so, the complete details thereof?

Minister for Interior and Narcotics Control (Senator Syed Mohsin Raza Naqvi): (a) As
per report of Society the project “Dream Heights” was launched in 2015 for construction of residential
apartments as an affordable housing scheme for IBECHS members through a 20-year installment plan.

(b) As per report of Society not all but a sizable number of members 45-50% are depositing
their monthly installments regularly since September 2015 under the approved 20-year plan. The total
amount deposited by members up to 28th April 2026 is Rs. 6.169 billion. The grey structure of
approximately 1101 apartments have been completed successfully. Total so far the cost for land and
construction of 1101 apartments is calculated as Rs.7 billion approximately. It is worth while to
mention that payments on purchase of land and construction of flats are made in parallel to the
construction company / land owners therefore, deposited amount cannot be accumulated for interest
purpose and the interest credited on the available amount is merged in principal amount/transactions

As per report of Society up to April 2026, the grey structure of 1101 apartments has been
completed. The remaining work mainly pertains to finishing, external development and allied services.
Overall, approximately 60% work has been completed, while around 40% work is still pending.

(c) It is pertinent to mention that initially, 7,043 apartments were booked, 3,429 members
converted their apartments into residential plots on their return consent as approved in AGM /
Registrar. Till April 2026, total number of plots 3,612 apartments remain active out of which
installments of around 1,503 apartments (about 50%) are being received regularly. Members beyond
1101 numbers will be considered for allotment of apartments on construction or alternative of
apartments with their consent/ approval of AGM.
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The project is based on a 20-year payment plan, therefore, the possession of grey structured
apartments is tentatively planned to be handed over to the members as early as possible / well before
20 years’ plan subject to favorable conditions pertaining to receipt of installments regularly and
reduction in cost of construction material.

(d) As per report of Society the Society, through Circular No. IBECHS/GDH/2023 dated
11-10-2024, conveyed the members that those whose names are drawn in the balloting for possession
will be required to pay at revised rates due to a 400%—-500% increase in construction material costs and
the revision of apartment sizes. The Society cannot afford the whole financial burden alone due to
recent recession in real estate in Pakistan, therefore, different options have been considered, including
partial cost-sharing by members, subject to approval in the upcoming Annual General Meeting. It is
further clarified that this circular is not conclusive and policies may be revised over time to ensure
maximum benefit to the members living within the resources.

ii. The Federation may ensure that, in line with the Constitution of Pakistan, the
Police laws in the Provinces should be drafted in a manner that the role of the
Federation is not excluded in criminal justice administration. Alternatively, a
federal Police law applicable to the whole country may be proposed to be
legislated in consultation with the Provinces :

ii) Police Accountability

Under Internal Accountability; Internal Accountability Branches (IABs) have
been established in all four provinces AJK, GB and ICT. In Punjab, Sindh, KP
and ICT IAB is headed by an Addl IGP. In Balochistan, AJK, and GB IAB is
headed by a DIG. In Punjab has been established at Regional Level. In Sindh, KP,
Balochistan, AJK and GB it has been established at CPO level only. Due to
shortage of officers IAB cannot be established at District level in near future.

The establishment of the IAB has significantly strengthened internal oversight,
transparency, and accountability mechanisms within the police organization.
Vesting the Heads of Internal Accountability with role of Police Ombudsmen at
the respective CPO will provide an effective, independent and accessible forum
for addressing grievances, complaints and issues of maladministration within the
police department.

Fully operational law enforcement and investigative units are functioning across
Islamabad and provinces. In addition public service delivery systems are in place,
including:

Public Facilitation Centers

Digital Police Station Record Management System

Police Access Service (KP)

Pakistan Citizen’s Portal

Zainab Alert Response and Recovery Agency (KP)

Overseas Pakistani’s Complaint Desk (KP)

iii) Improvement in Investigation

Efforts are being made for improving quality of Investigation. Office of Addl.
IGP Investigation has been established in all PPOs. SSP/SP Investigations have
been appointed in all PPOs. However, most of them are working under the
command of CCPOs / CPOs / RPOs / DPOs. In all the Urban Districts, identified

~in PRC report, Investigation has been completely separated from Operations.
Additional resources have been provided to the Investigation Wing in all
provincial police organizations.

The following specialized units have been established in all provinces/regions:
a. CTD
b. Crime Branch
e LEA
d. Homicide Units
e. Units to investigate cases of Gender Based Violence
f. Anti-Car/Vehicle Lifting Cells (ACLCs/AVLCs)
g. Crime Scene Investigation Units
h. Forensic Science Labs established

2



Specialized Investigation Trainings are being conducted in all Provinces/Regions.
Quality of Training and Resources vary in different provinces/regions. Allocation
of cost of investigation has improved in all regions but is not as per requirement
in most of the police organizations. In most cases PPOs have submitted revised
estimates to their respective Governments Crime Scene Units have been
established in Forensic Science Agencies functioning in Punjab, Sindh, AJK and
Islamabad. Balochistan & GB still do not have functional Forensic Labs.

Police CSI Units are available in all Urban Centers and regional Headquarters.
CSI Trainings have been Imparted to IOs in most Districts of the Country.
Trainings of 10s are being conducted. However, no mechanism for certification is
available in any police organization. NPB has constituted a Working Group on the
creation of National Accreditation Council for Investigation Officers. Internal
Accountability Units have been established in every police organization for
accountability of IOs on the charge of defective investigations.

All PPOs/IGsP have notified SOPs for due diligence before making an arrest. In
all the four provinces and in Islamabad, witness protection laws have been
promulgated. However, the rules have not been framed and no special budget has
been allocated for its implementation. Printed Zimni has been implemented in all
the Provinces and Regions. All Police Organizations are using modern
technologies and NADRA facilities to improve crime detection. Cost attached to
NADRA services makes it difficult for IOs to use them freely. PFSA charges
substantial amount to cases referred by agencies outside Punjab which drains
Police funds. PITB is also collaborating with most police organizations to
digitalize the policing functions. New chapters of modern investigation
techniques have also been included in the training curriculums across the country.

NPB has published the Handbook of Criminal Investigation in which chapters
have been included for the use of forensic science and modern technology. The
Handbook was compiled by NPB in collaboration with all criminal investigation
agencies in Pakistan & was launched by H’CJP in Feb 2021 during the meeting of
PRC. The H’CJP directed all IGsP to implement the Handbook in all training
institutions & police stations. Handbook was disseminated to all Heads of Police.
It was decided that the Handbook will be introduced in all police training
institutes & will be implemented at police station level to improve and
standardize the quality of Investigation. District Assessment Committees (DACs)
have been established across the country.

iv) Alternate Dispute Resolution (ADR)

Punjab, Sindh and KP have enacted their ADR laws. In KP, Dispute
Resolution Committee (DRC) Model has proven to be a big success. In AJK,
the draft bill of Alternate Dispute Resolution (ADR) Act 2022 was approved
by the cabinet in its meeting held on 10-03-2022. Bill is waiting for agenda of
upcoming Assembly Session. However, under the new KP ADR Act 2020,
DRCs will refer criminal matters to ‘Saliseen. ADR training is lacking in all
the provinces, AJK and GB. In ICT an ADR center has been established by
Ministry of Law and Justice. However, currently only family disputes are

being referred to it.



v) Urban Policing

A comprehensive evaluation of the existing police structure was undertaken to
assess its effectiveness in addressing emerging urban policing challenges in
Punjab. The analysis highlights significant structural and operational
inefficiencies in the context of rapid urbanization.

Safe City projects are in progress in all Capital Cities. Front Desks have been
established in all urban districts. Digitization of Police record is also in
progress in all urban districts. Special squads have been formed for emergency
response. Citizen Facilitation Centres / Police Khidmat Markaz Services have
been established in all urban districts. Model/Special Initiative Police Stations
have been established. In all the capital cities the proposed Urban Policing
Model has been largely implemented.

Under Urban Policing, key initiatives taken are as under:

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vi) Combating Terrorism by CJS

For a quick start, a short-term road map for six months has been suggested. It is
based on four pillars i.e., selection and training of personnel of all the components
of CJS, better coordination between all components, streamlining the work flow
system and meeting of their respective logistics demands. Short Term Road Map
has been Implemented all the Provinces and Regions.

In Punjab, 9 prosecutors from all regions are attached with the 10s of CTD at
initial state of investigation for safe prosecution of Counter Terrorism Cases.
Meetings / sessions between 10s of CTDs and Prosecutors concerned are also
being held regularly to conclude the cases at the earliest as well to get convictions
in cases.

SOPs regarding conduct of investigation, i.e. initial steps at crime scene, chain of
custody, preparation of Police and judicial files, Victim and witness management,
forensic and explosive management etc. as well as a check list regarding
preparation and submission of report u/s 173 Cr.PC has already been devised by
CTD Punjab and circulated amongst the field staff to strengthen the investigation.
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Capacity building programs to strengthen the skills of investigation officers and
officials of CTD are a permanent feature which is being conducted strictly in a
professional manner. A training school at CTD headquarters is established for the

said purpose.

In Balochistan, prosecutors are in coordination with investigation officers at the
initial stage of ATA cases, monthly progress reports are being furnished and
expeditious trial processes are being prioritized.

For better coordination, SP/Legal in Quetta and SsP at District level are directed
to personally coordinating with the CJS Committees at their Districts.

A long-term road map may be drawn up by the Law and Justice Commission, on
the basis of the proposed scientific diagnostic research of the weak areas of CJS,
in dealing with ATA cases. This should be done in consultation with the Police,
prosecution and the ATCs. Setting up of a Federal Counter Terrorism Department
to investigate cases of terrorism having inter-provincial linkages.

vii) Legislative Reforms

In Punjab Updating of Police Rules is in final stages. In Khyber Pakhtunkhwa,
Police Rules have been updated according to KP Police Act 2017. Sindh and
Balochistan have initiated the Process. A New Draft of Criminal Justice Legal
Reforms is under consideration. In the Said draft, various amendments in the
Criminal Procedure Code, Pakistan Penal Code as well the Qanoon-e-Shahadat
Order 1984 have Been Proposed. A Committee has been constituted by National
Police Management Board (NPMB) to review the Legal Reforms Package
prepared by the Ministry of Law and Justice and submit their Input to the

Government.

During the Consultative meetings, committees were proposed in all Provinces &
Regions having representatives of Home, Police & Prosecution to suggest
measures to implement the recommendations of PRC with regard to improving
Quality of 173 CrPC Report. ' .
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
